The 1 percent sales tax return
for Snyder continues to run
ahead of last year with the latest
report-—-totals which will be aided
all year with the expanded sales
tax base which went into effect in
January

Statewide, the returns were
running an average of 6.5 percent
higher for the year-to-date, while
Snyder’'s was quoted at 8.9 per-
cent

In addition, the monthly return
here was a 19 percent improve-
ment over last year’s figure. The
latest monthly return equaled
$57,840 compared to $46,742 last
year.

For the year-to-date, Snyder
has received more than $241.000
compared to $221,000 last year at
this time. Exact figures: are
$241,083 and $221,367 respective-
ly

The latest report reflects sales
made in February and reported
to the state comptroller’s office
by March 21.

In addition to the city’s return,
the 2 cent sales tax return for
Scurry County was reported also,
a total which began being col-
lected Jan. 1.

With the latest report, the coun-
ty has received $44,737. The mon-
thly return totaled $25,888.

—Sweetwater: plus 7.5 percent
with $227 402 returned to date
compared to $211,350 last year.

—Colorado City: plus 27.2 per-
cent with $94,731 returned to date
comg::ed t0 $74,434 last year.

When Pap test
shows dysplasia
By Peter H. Gott, M.D.

DEAR DR. GOTT: A year ago | had
a class 2 Pap: cervical dysplasia. |
had a colposcopy with biopsy, a D&C
with laser ablation, and conization of
the cervix. Three months later, the
follow-up Pap showed the dysplasia
was still t. Freezing the cervix
is next. Why is it so difficult to eradi-
cate? Will it or the surgeries affect
fertility? I'm 30

DEAR READER: A class 2 Pap
smear, indicating “cervical dyspla-
sia,” means that the cells which are
shed from the cervix (opening of the
uterus) look peculiar under the micro-
scope. These cellular peculiarities are
not pronounced enough to enable the
technician to conclude that cancerous
changes are present, but the cells do
not look normal

In this circumstance, some gyne-
cologists prefer simply to keep an eye
on the situation by performing fre
quent Pap tests. Other doctors may
choose a more aggressive approach
as in your case, consisting of burning
and surgical removal of cervical
tissue

Sometimes early cancer can mas
querade as a class 2 Pap, more often
cervical dysplasia reflects a low
grade infection of the cervix. In this
instance, women will continue to have
class 2 smears, despite surgery, until
the infection is diagnosed and treated

Freezing part of the cervix, to de
stroy the source of the dysplasia, is a
logical next step. However, as | noted
before, some doctors would opt to ex
amine you at three-month intervals
(to make sure you don’t progress to a
class 3) and wait (o see if your natural
healing ability will resolve the prob

DEAR READER: You are describ-
ing a common otological condition
called tinnitus. This is extremely hard
to treat. If your high-pitched ringing
is due to an arterial blockage and
nerve damage, it will be virtually im-
possible to treat because the damage
has been done. | know this will sound
like a cop-out, but if you will be pa-
tient, with time, your brain’'s hearing
center will adapt to the tinnitus and
you will no longer be bothered by it

Few aliens respond
to offer of free ride

HARLINGEN, Texas (AP) —
I tion officials say they

not be faulted for trying

out a free bus ride m for

amnesty applicants that has been
ely ignored. .

“If we hadn’t done it, I would
have had regrets, as well,”’ said
Virginia Kice, an Immigration
and Naturalization Service
spokeswoman for the lower Rio
Grande Valley. “Two or three
years from now, I'd hate to look
back and think 30 miles came
between someone and a chance
for U.S. citizenship,” Ms. Kice
said.

A total of 11 people used the 47-
seat buses the first two days the
INS chartered them for round
trips to help applicants at the
southern tip of the state.

Another trip was planned for
today for the 25-mile trip from
Brownsville to Harlingen, with
repeat runs scheduled from Rio
Grande City, McAllen and
Brownsville next week. Total
cost of the bus program is about
$1,500, officials said

Ms. Kice said the agency
started the ride program in
response to suggestions from im-
migration attorneys that ap-
plicants might not be showing up
at the Harlingen legalization
center because it was too far
from some parts of the region

“You can't say we didn't listen
to citizen input,”’ Ms. Kice said

Only four aliens showed up
Tuesday for the 35-mile trip from
McAllen to Harlingen, she said

And Monday, the first day of
the ride program, only seven took
the 90-mile trip from Rio Grande
City on the 47-seat bus chartered
from Valley Transit Co

“l don't know if they're
mistrustful,” Ms. Kice said
“Maybe they don't want to ride

on a bus we're sponsoring I'm
real disappointed.”’
Jerry Sewell, INS district

director in Harlingen, said he
wants to give the ride program a
chance

‘If we don't get anybody on
there, we may have to take
another look at it,”" Sewell said
‘We're not going to waste tax
payers’ money if it's not being
utilized

He said the bus trips were
widely publicized in the local
Spanish media

Other publicity in the past two
months helped to more than
quadruple the response at the
Harlingen center, Ms_ Kice said

Those events included remote
radio broadcasts, a live three
hour telethon, public service an
nouncements Boy Scouts
distributing INS fliers In
neighborhoods, airplanes pulling

Dukakis celebrates New York victory

NEW YORK (AP) — Michael
Dukakis, declaring ‘‘we can
make 1t anywhere,'' after a re
sounding New York primary vic-
tory, was on a fast track today
toward the Democratic presiden-
tial nomination and a fall
showdown with Republican
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George Bush

Jesse Jackson finished a strong
second, congratulated Dukakis
and vowed to continue his fight
for the nomination. But the third
Democratic challenger, Sen Al
Gore Jr., was ready to fold his
campaign to leave Dukakis and
Jackson to duel head-to-head
over the final six primary weeks

James Ruvolo, chairman of the
Democratic Party in Ohio, which
holds its primary in two weeks
called New York ““a big win'" for
Dukakis and said the party had
finally broken away from what
he called the “‘winner-a-week
syndrome

Dukakis won 51 percent of the
New York vote, Jackson 37 per
cent and Gore 10 percent

“The Democratic Party's go
ing to be unified and we're going
to stop George Bush this
November,'' Gore said, sounding
a unity theme that must have
been music to Dukakis’ ears after
two months of rough-and-tumble
campaigning

Gore was expected to halt his
campaign on Thursday He had
staked everything in New York
with an expensive television
campaign and a sometimes barb
tongued effort to pose himself as

Prescription Drugs Require

Informed Use

DEAR READERS: Yesterday
I published a letter from a
reader who requested a rerun of
information about the interac-
tion of certain foods with pre-
scription drugs. She was wisely
concerned that she might be
‘“eating some foods that would
be harmful to her medication.”

Today I will deal with what
you should tell your physician
before he or she prescribes any
medication:

1. If you have ever had any
allergic reactions or side effects
to certain drugs in the past.

2. If you are taking any med-
ication on a regular basis, such
as contraceptives or insulin, or
if you use a non-prescription
drug on a regular basis.

3. If you are being treated for
a different condition by another
doctor.

4. If you are pregnant, or a
heavy smoker, or a heavy
drinker.

5. If you are on a special diet
or are taking vitamins and
mineral supplements.

Some tips to help you use
prescription drugs safely and
effectively:

1. If a drug is not doing what
it is supposed to do for you,
check with your physician. You
may need a different dosage or
a different drug.

2. If you have an unexpected
symptom — rash, nausea, dizzi-
ness, headache — report it to
your physician immediately.

3. Don’t stop taking your
medicine just because you're
feeling better. You may prevent
the drug from doing its work
completely.

4. Check drug labels for spe-

cific instructions or warnings.

such as, “Do not take on an
empty stomach” or, “Do not
take with milk.”

5. Check the label, or ask your
pharmacist, for storing instruc-
tions. Some drugs should be
refrigerated; others must be

protected from light.

6. Always keep medicines out
of the reach of children.

7. Never let another person
use your medicine, and never
take medicine prescribed for
anyone else. (This includes
birth control pills.)

8. Never take medicine at
night without turning on the
light.

9. Do not transfer medication
from the original container to
another. The original container
is designed to protect the drug.
Also the instructions for taking
the medication are on the orig-
inal container.

PUC approves Bell’s

plan on dial-a-porn

AUSTIN (AP) — An anti-
pornography crusader says the
Public Utility Commission miss-
ed a chance to end dial-a-porn by
voting to let telephone companies
decide what is inappropriate.

‘““Southwestern Bell will not act
responsibly unless forced to by a
commission or citizens’ com-
plaints,” said Mark Weaver of
Austin, executive director of the
American Family Association of
Texas, formerly known as
Citizens Against Pornography

The commission voted 2-1
Tuesday against a ban on dial-a-
porn and other ‘‘976"’ pay call ser-
vices. Instead, the commission
backed Southwestern Bell's self-
policing plan.

“You have my word that we
are going to fix this problem,”
said Bill Free, a Southwestern
Bell vice president.

Dial-a-porn is one of many ser-
vices offered through the Dial 976
program. The recorded
messages are provided by com-
panies who, in turn, get their
money from the phone com-
panies, which do the billing and
collection. Free said his company
no longer wants to collect money
for dial-a-porn and other con-
troversial services.

Under the proposal, which
faces PUC review, phone com-
panies would set up a separate
prefix, other than 976, for ser-
vices such as dial-a-porn. The
phone companies also would not
provide a billing and collection
service, and the calls could be

limited to customers who say
they want to be able to call them

Weaver had an ally in PUC
member Marta Greytok, who
said, ‘‘The service is totally
messed up. It is something that
got out of hand.”’ She called for a
ban on all 976 services

“We have never had 20,000 let-
ters over any issue. We need to
respond to the fact that the public
is saying there is a better way,"
Ms. Greytok said, referring to the
23,000 letters received by the
PUC

Commissioners Dennis
Thomas and Jo Campbell out-
voted Ms. Greytok

Free said his company’s pro-
posal is fair to all, and does not
deny service to anyone.

‘“We are allowing anyone to use
our telephone network. We simp-
ly are saying if you want to use it
in a method contrary to our best
image, we are not going to bill for
you,”” he said

““The test is whether or not it is
contrary to what we perceive is
our best corporate image,’’ Free
said. ““Sexual would not be per-
mitted, vulgar would not be per-
mitted, and confusing or decep-
tive would not be permitted.”

But Austin lawyer Jim Boyle,
who represents a company that
offers a variety of 976 services,
said the complaints have been
based on emotion, not fact.

“I think what you're seeing,
particularly in a lot of the letters,
is kind of the Jimmy Swaggart
reaction,”” Boyle said.

Scholar seeks investigation

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) —

A scholar who for release
of the Robert assassina-
tion files says the newly disclosed

destruction of 2410 evidence
photographs is ‘‘deeply

" and should be in-
vestigated.

Greg Stone, a University of
Wisconsin tical scientist who
has years to studying the
assassination, said he was shock-
ed that Tuesday’s opening of the
files also brought word of
destroyed evidence.

“Far and away, the blinding
central fact in this event is the
unbelievable destruction of these
photographs,”’ said Stone. ‘“That
is an outrage and an insult to the
American public. ... This perfor-
mance (by the Los Angeles
police) would be a disgrace in a
routine auto accident.”

““This is ," he
e deeply suspicious

a .

Stone’s comments came after
California Secretary of State
March Fong Eu rod the long-
secret files to public
displayed significant items of
evidence for reporters. She held
aloft a boxed .22-caliber gun used

convicted assassin Sirhan
Sirhan to kill the U.S. senator on
June 5, 1968, after his victory in
the California Democratic
presidential primary.

Among the documents
displayed was a certificate show-
ing that 2 410 police photographs
in the assassination case were
burned on Aug. 21, 1968.

The state's chief archivist,
John Burns, who cataloged the
massive file for release,
speculated that the destroyed
photos could have been

Asked why he thought the
material was destroyed, Stone
said, ‘“The most charitable inter-
pretation is total ineptitude. ..
But you can’t rule out suspicious
and sinister possibilities.”

Stone once worked for Rep.
Allard Lowenstein, D-N.Y., who
raised questions about the case
before he, too, was slain by a gun-
man in 1980.

William Booth, a Los Angeles
Police rtment spokesman,
said he didn't know why the
photographs and other materials
were destroyed.

“It was 20 years ago and I cer-
tainly don't have any indepen-
dent recollection,’’ Booth said. ‘]
don't know whether what was
done here is routine or not
because | don't know what was
done here."”

Sirhan, a Jordanian immigrant
who scribbled in his dillm “RFK
must die,"”’ is serving a life term
at Soledad prison. Sirhan says he
was the lone assassin but can't
remember shooting Kennedy He
blames his amnesia on alcohol.

The material released on
microfilm Tuesday details inter
views with 4,000 witnesses, in-
cluding dozens of eyewitnesses
and comprises 50,000 pages

Eu also released a police com
posite videotape of the assassina-
tion scene. Kennedy is seen
entering the kitchen surrounded
by a large crowd. Screams are
heard. The badly jostled camera
then shows Kennedy lying in a
pool of blood while other victims
stagger about dazed and
witnesses are seen weeping.

A large portion of the newly
released police interviews focus-
ed on the allegation that a girl in
a polka dot dress was seen with
Sirhan at the hotel and ran away
from the assassination scene
shouting, ‘“We shot him "
