WASHINGTON (AP In-
stead of slowing down, George
Shultz is stepping on the gas. But
the determined secretary of state
has little to show for his vigorous
diplomatic efforts in these final
months of the Reagan ad
ministration

He had hoped to open Mideast
peace talks this Sunday, in the
first stage of an ambitious U.S
program aimed at providing
some measure of self-rule to the
1.5 million Palestinian Arabs who
live on the Israeli-held West Bank
andin Gaza

But despite two trips to the
area, Shultz was unable to per
suade Israeli Prime Minister Yit
zhak Shamir or King Hussein of
Jordan to accept his proposal

Exploringfor slam

Today's deal is presented as an ex-
ample of precise bidding to the best
slam contract. Examine the bidding
by North. No problem with the, initial
response, nor with the second bid of
two hearts Then, after two no-trump
by South, North bid only three dia
monds. What about that bid” Isn't it
possible that South just might decide
to pass?’ The ruling principle here is
that when responder makes two forc
ing bids (one spade and two hearts
and then supports opener's suit below
game, that last bid is 100 percent
forcing .

After three diamonds, South did not
really want to go beyond three no
trump unless North was willing At the
same time, South liked his values, s
he bid three hearts to show interest
Then came the four-club cue-bid by
North South was now able to show the
club king, and that was all that North
needed to' bid the slam, but in dia
monds That contract was easy Of
course, six no-trump would count
more for North-South. but declarer
would have to make the right spade
guess

If South did play six no-trump with
out a spade lead, his best approach
would be to see if hearts split When
West shows up with the heart guard
South would have no choice but to play
West for the spade queen by leading a
spade up to dummy's K-J and insert
ing the jack East's ace is forced out
and dummy's spade king is the 12th
trick

Claimants challenge closing

HOUSTON (AP) — First City
Bancorporation of Texas Inc,
recipient of $1.6 billion federally
assisted bank rescue last week,
may have to pay up to $400

on to satisfy claims concern-
ing an affiliate bank that was
closed, the Houston Chronicle

Early last week, A. Robert Ab-
boud, who became First City’s
chairman and chief officer

following the bailout, was trying
to wrap up the rescue and to
secure $500 million in private
financing to recapitalize First Ci-

ty.

To ease the fears of jittery in-
vestors, Abboud asked
regulators to close the McAllen
State Bank because of a reported
$400 million in legal claims pen-
ding against the bank, the
newspaper reported Thursday.

State Banking Commissioner
Kenneth Littlefield obliged and
declared McAllen — an in-
stitution with $590 million in
assets and one of First City’s 59
banks — insolvent on April 19.
Deposits and assets were
transferred to First City National
Bank of Houston, and the
McAllen operation was reopened
as a branch office of the Houston
bank.

The insolvency declaration ap-
peared to wipe out the legal
claims and to calm investor anx-
ieties, the newspaper said. On the
following day, Abboud completed
the bailout transaction, complete
with a $970 million infusion from
the Federal Deposit Insurance
Corp.

But some of the estimated 25
businesses and individuals who
had lawsuits pending against
McAllen have protested, saying
they will continue to pursue their
claims against First City

“We don't know exactly what is
going on but it sounds like a con-
spiracy,"”’ McAllen attorney Juan

Hinojosa said

“‘Anytime you transfer assets
just to cut out creditors is a
fradulent transfer,” added John
Lewis, another McAllen at-
torney.

Lewis represents a produce
company that had borrowed from
the McAllen bank. He said the
bank reneged on a promise to
refinance the loan. Lewis said he
is seeking between $30 million
and $50 million from First City

Lewis took a deposition from
Abboud on Tuesday, but declined
to discuss what was said

First City spokesman Jim Day
said the company had no com-
ment

Jim  Sexton, a former state
banking commissioner, said the
attorneys have a tough job ahead
of them

To make a-case, he said, they
must demonstrate that the bank
was closed only for Abboud's
benefit and was not insolvent
Even if they do, they can only
make claims against assets of the
old McAllen State Bank, he said

The grand jury has been asked
by Tom Green County District
Attorney Dick Alcala to look into
the March 22, 1987 death of Jef
frey Dale Mazuk, 30, who was
killed by a shot in the chest from
a high-powered rifle, The Dallas
Morning News reported

A Justice of the peace ruled
Mazuk's death a suicide, but
Alcala last week ordered the In
vestigation reopened after the
News presented him with a copy
of the vear-old autopsy report
which said the cause of death was
undetermined because evidence
showed that a second person was
at the scene at the time of the
shooting or soon after

Mazuk was nude from the waist
down when he was shot, but was
dressed and the body had been
moved by the time authorities ar
rived, the autopsy report said

Prominent West Texas rancher
J Willis Johnson I1I, 57, is one of
several people who will be sub
appear before the
grand )jury, the newspaper
reported It was Johnson who
reported finding Mazuka on an
obscure place on his ranch near
Christoval, about 20 miles south
of San Angelo

Alcala declined to say what
evidence would be presented to
grand jurors or who would be
subpoenaed to appear A source
close to the investigation
however, said Johnson would be
among ‘‘several’’ people who
would be called to testify before
the panel, whose proceedings are
by law secret

Johnson is a rancher and
oilman who is an heir to a family
fortune worth millions

Johnson, 57, has in the past
refused to comment on the mat
ter. Calls to his office and
residence Thursday went
unanswered

He was in the Harris County
Jail today without bond on indict-
ments alleging interstate
transportation of stolen money,
theft of money and embezzle-
ment from a federally insured in-
stitution.

FBI officials thought they had
traced Hadley to Colorado
through phone calls, letters and
presents to his first wife and their
three children in Waterloo, lowa
FBI agent Dennis Muehlsted said
Wednesday. Hadley's parents in
New Providence, lowa, also got
correspondence from him

“We thought he was going to
turn himself in, and his family
was working with us to get hin
back. We thought he was in Col
orado because that's where the
letters came from and because
he was a heavy snow skier. Ap
parently he sent them during ski
trips,’’ Muehlsted said

Meanwhile, Cumis Insurance
Co. of Madison, Wis ., which
repaid the credit union for its lost
money, retained the Houston law
firm of Vinson & Elkins to find
out where Hadley invested
what's left of the money

The Internal Revenue Service
filed a tax lien against Hadle
last year in Black Hawk County
lowa, claiming he owes more
than $1.1 million in income tax
interest and penalties. Tax liens
establish that the government
has  first priority to any
repayments

Houston lawyer Robert
Sussman, representing Hadley
and his second wife, Roxie Ann

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) -
Radio station KDXR-FM is off
the air for the second time in two
weeks after the Federal Com
munications Commission pulled
the station's temporary permis-
sion to operate :

The FCC said after shutting the
station down April 3 that the
album-oriented rock station
could operate pending an in-
vestigation into the violations, in
cluding a tower built in the wrong
place

But the FCC said Wednesday
that the absence of proper
lighting on KDXR's 495-foot
tower constitutes ‘‘a menace to
air navigation'' at nearby
Amarillo International Airport
and broadcasting must stop

The FCC now has required the
station, which had resumed
broadcasting April 19, to notify
the Federal Aviation Administra

tion immediately if tower. lights
are out, photograph the lighting
system to demonstrate operation
and show that lights have been
repaired

The FCC had authorized
building of KDXR's tower along
the Fritch Highway But because
of a disagreentent with the Tirs!
