"There Just Isn't a community 
of interest between them,”  said 
Paul McDonald, a London-based 
oil consultant. "You're either a 
member of OPEC or not; 
nobody’s knocking down the door 
to Join OPEC."

Israeli forces

Israeli tanks pushed to within a 
few miles of Syrian troops ttxlay, 
reinforcing heavily a rm ^  Israeli 
soldiers as they searched for 
Palestinian guerrillas in the rug­
ged hills of south iiOhanon.

Syrian forces went on full alert.
Ilellcupters flew In about 500 

Israeli troops to tiie northern 
edge of Ain Ata In the foothills of 
Mount Hermon before dawn, 
liebanese police said.

The tnxtps then fanned out 
around the area and l)egan their 
search.

Several hours later six Israeli 
tanks and nine armored person­
nel carriers rolled Into the 
village, police said.

" It  seems the Israelis are rein­
forcing their positions," said a 
police apokestnan. wito cannot he 
Identifl^ under si 
lions.

He said Ihe Syrian command 
ordered Us estimated 16,000 
inxips In the Bekaa Valley north 
of the village on “ maximum 
alert" shortly after the Israeli 
operation started.

Before the helicopter landing, 
Israeli artillery snelled areas 
around Ain Ala and the nearhv 
villages of Mentis, Kfeer, Khal- 
want and Ein Zeta. There were 
no reports of casualties.

Israeli Prime Minister Yltxhak 
Sitantir Indicated his government 
wax not seeking a confntntation 
with Syria. " I  don’t think there is 
such a danger he told Israel 
radio today.

During that operation, Israeli 
troops detained more than 1(X) 
suspected guerrillas and ques­
tioned 3,000 Lebanese civilians. 
Two Israeli soldiers and eight 
I^ehanese were killed. The miss­
ing Israelis were not found.

Timur Goksel, spokesman for 
the U.N. force in south Lebanon, 
said it appeared 1,500 to 2,000 
Israeli troops were involved in 
fhe^-current operattom. J sraeii 
sources said fewer than 1,000 
soldiers were taking part.

Two guerrilla infiltrations into 
Israel last week brought to 12 the 
number that have taken place 
since Nov. 25, when a Palestinian 
guerrilla landed a hang glider 
near an Israel military base and 
killed six Israeli soldiers before 
being shot to death.
