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Discovery of second genetic
code surprises researchers

chemicals of  life is important
because it provides a striking ex-
ample of nature’s logic, says a
researcher who helped decipher
the code fhat baffled scientists
!or two decades
“It looks like an elegantly sim-
le logic that's remained obscure
or all these years, but I think
we're finally getting a handle on
it," said Paul Schimmel, a
biochemist at the Massachusetts
Instituté of Technology.

“It's a spectacular example of
biological logic, or the logical
system that nature uses,” he said
in a -telephone interview
Thursday

While the practical applica-
tions are remote, the
breakthrough represents a major
step ln providmg scientists with
hbl!bt:\ bll“lllk\.l
ing. In addition, they expect to
identify some inheritéd disorders
caused by mistakes in the second
code.

Schimmel reported taking the
first step toward deciphering the
code, which governs the the final
assembly of proteins in cells. His
findings were described
Thursday in Nature, a British
scientific journal.

Alexander Rich, an MIT
biologist unconnected with the

s The original genetic code was

deciphered in 1961. Researchers
found that the sequence of
distinct chemical subunits in the
genetic material DNA (deox-
yribonucleic acid) determined
which protein would be made by
that gene,

Change the DNA sequence, and
you'd change the protein — by
changing s - sequente of
chemical subunits.

DNA doesn’t make proteins
directly, however. It hands off its
instructions to a chemical called
messenger RNA, which in turn
passes the information to a third
chemical called transfer RNA.

The transfer RNA then uses the
second genetic code to actually
assemble proteins from their
amino acid building blocks.

The discovery of the original
genetic code led to the field of
genetic engineering, in which
scientists alter the genetic
material of cells in order to
create proteins, such as those us-
ed as medicines.

Researchers had searched for
the key to the second code since
the first one was deciphered, and
many abandoned their efforts
after repeated failures.

Schimmel and his MIT col-
league, Ya-Ming Hou, broke the
code for the amino acid called
alanine. (Each molecule of
transfer RNA is coded for one of
the 20 amino acids.)

The DNA and RNA molecules
are made up of subunits called
base pairs. The MIT researchers
found, to their surprise, that the
code for alanine was carried in a
single base pair on the alanine
transfer RNA molecule.

It should now be a straightfor-
ward process to decipher the
transfer RNA codes for the re-
maining 19 amino acids, Schim-
mel said.

Minor errors in this second
genetic code might give rise to
disease, Schimmel said.

up 72% worldwide

ATLANTA (AP) — The
number of AIDS cases jumped at
least 72 percent worldwide, with
the epidemic concentrated in the
Americas and spread in three
distinct geograghic patterns, the
World Healt Organization
reports.

In a report published Thursday
by the U.S. Centers for Disease
Control, the WHO says 34,913
cases of AIDS had been reported
for 1987 as of March 21.

That brought the global total to
88,091 in the seven years since the
disease was detected, the report
said. It also noted that 1987 repor-
ting is not yet complete and the
total so far represents a 72 per-
cent increase over 1986,

By comparison, the number of
cases of acquired immune defi-
ciency syndrome increased 92
percent from 1985 to 1986 and 110
percent from 1984 to 1985.

The report came on the eve of a
meeting here on how to stop AIDS
from spreading among U.S.
school-age youth. More than 100
educators from across the coun-
try were expected to attend the
three-day conference, which
begins tonight and is co-
sponsored by the CDC and the
National Education Association.

The WHO has reported AIDS
cases in 138 countries since 1981,
Thirty-six other countries have
told the Geneva-based organiza-
tion that they have had no cases.

The real number is thought to
be much higher because repor-
ting has only just begun in some
places, such as- some African

The WHO said AIDS reporting
indicates ‘‘three broad yet
distinct geographic patterns of
transmisgion:”’

—Regions containing in-
dustrialized countries with large
numbers of AIDS cases, such as
North America, Western Europe,
Australia, New Zealand, and
parts of Latin America.-

In these areas, most cases have
occurred among homosexual or
bisexual men and among abusers
of injectible drugs. Male patients
outnumber females as much as
15 to 1. Heterosexual
transmission accounts for a
small, albeit growing, number of
cases.

—Areas of central, eastern and
southern Africa and some Carib-
bean countries. In these areas,
most cases have occurred among
heterosexuals, affecting as many
women as men. In some urban
areas, researchers estimate up to
25 percent of the sexually active
population is infected with the
virus that causes AIDS.

—Areas of Eastern Europe, the
Middle East, Asia and most of the
Pacific. Here, the AIDS virus
was apparently not introduced
until the early to middle 1980s,
and only small numbers of cases
have been reported. Generally,
cases here have occurred among
people who have traveled to
AIDS-endemic areas or had sex-
ual contact with people from such
areas, according to the WHO.

The CDC report included
analysis on 84,256 AIDS cases
reported to the WHO through
March 21, the letest data
available at the time the report
was prepared.

In the Americas, 42 countries
have reported 61,602 cases, or 73
percent of the world’s AIDS
cases; the United States ae-
counted for 54,233 of those, with
2,325 in Brazil and 1,517 in
Canada. (As of this week,
however, the United States has
reported 7,363 more cases to the
CDC.)

Eight other countries in the
Americas have reported more
than 100 AIDS cases: Haiti, Mex-
ico, the Dominican Republic,
Trinidad and Tobago, the
Bahamas, Colombia, Argentina
and Venezuela.

Africa has reported 10,973
cases, second to the Americas.
Uganda, Tanzania, Congo,
Burundi, Rwanda,

reported more than 500 AIDS
cases. More than 70 percent of
Africa’s AIDS cases were
reported last year. Forty-two
African countries or territones
have reported AIDS.

In Europe, 27 countries or ter-

ritories have reported 10,616
AIDS cases, with the largest
numbers in France, with 3,073;
West Germany, 1,669; Italy,
1,%11; anu un: unm.-u nmguom
1,227. The lowest rates have come
from Eastern- European coun-
tries.

Oceania has reported 834 AIDS
cases, including 758 in Australia,
while Asia has reported only 231
cases.

Chemical Group fe)r not following
adequate safety standards af its
Pampa plant and prop:;% a
$10,000 fine — the stiff fing
allowed under the violatior.

“We don’t agree with cita-
tion. We think it is wrong,”” Herb
Reed, a Celanese spokesman,
said.

Company and OSHA officials
will meet within the next 10 days,
and then Celanese will decide
whether to contest the fine, said
Reed.

A gas explosion ripped through
the plant’s liquid phase oxidation

unit on Nov. 14. The butane LPO
unit is central to the plant’s
operation, where more than 500
million pounds of acetic acid are
made annually.

Fire from the gas explosion
burned through the night and
destroyed about 25 percent of the
plant. The blasts forced the
evacuation of area residents,
shook local buildings  and shat-
tered several windows.

OSHA officials investigated
and found inadequate safeguards
in the way the company handled
nitrogen purging in the LPO unit.
As a result, oxygen mixed with
reactive chemicals, causing the
explosion and subsequent fire,
federal investigators said.

The chemical group was cited
for one willful violation, which
occurs when the employer either
knew the condition constituted a
violation or was aware a hazar-
dous condition existed and made
no resonable effort to correct it,
OSHA said.

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Federal scientists are abandon-
ing efforts to develop a complete-
ly artificial human heart after
spending more than a quarter-
bilhon dollars because every use

“There are still a lot of pro-
blems’’ that cannot soon be solv-
ed with a total heart replacement
device, Dr. Claude Lenfant,
director of the National Heart,
Lung and Blood Institute, said
Thursday.

Every attempt at total heart
replacement has resulted in a pa-
tient dying of either infectjon or
stroke caused by blood clots that
develop within the mechanical
heart, said Lenfant.

The National Institutes of
Health have given a total of $2.7
million in research grants on the
total-heart replacement this
year, but Lenfant said that will
be the last. Since 1964, the agency
has spent $239.31 million on
various elements of artificial
heart development technology.

Now, Lenfant said, the agency
will support only four grants for
the development of a self-
contained, long-term ‘‘single ven-
tricular” device. This would be
inserted into the left ventricle of
the heart, the chamber that en-
dures most of the work stress in
the four-chambered human
heart.

The single ventricle device
already has been used in more
than 170 cases as a ‘‘bridge to
transplant,’”’ but it has not been
implanted for long-term use, he
said.

John W. Wood Jr., president of
Thermedics Inc. of Woburn,
Mass., said his company now has
such a long-term device being
tested in experiments with
animals.

He said the device, which is an
electrically driven, diaphragm-
like pump called the Heartmate,
is inserted into the left ventricle

Halliburton to acquire
Gearhart in new deal

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) —
Halliburton Co. has agreed to ac-
quire Gearhart Industries for
about $275 million in cash and
stock, the oilfield services ‘com-
panies have announced.

But a Houston-based oil service
company, challenging the
merger plan, has doubled its
position in Gearhart senior debt
notes, and the businesses face
other hurdles in the plan.

Energy Service Co. has ac-
quired $37.2 million in principal
amount of the 8%-percent senior
subordinated notes issued by
Gearhart, “officials said. That
raises Ensco’'s ownership of
senior notes to $66.7 million in
principal amount, which
represents - a majority of that
debt series class, officials said.

The additional debt notes ac-
quired ‘‘gives us a controlling
position in that class of Gearhart
debt,” said Cris Gaut, Ensco’s
chief financial officer. The
Halliburton-Gearhart merger
plan “wasn’t a done deal,”’ Gaut
said.

The acquisition was contingent
on final agreements with
Gearhart creditors, and approval
by Gearhart shareholders and
federal regulators.

U.S. Justice Department of-
ficials said they were reviewing
the plan.

In the plan, Gearhart common
and preferred shareholders
would receive less than proposed
in an earlier offer, so that
Halliburton can increase the

e moved down the

payout to holders of Gearhart
debt and redeemable preferred
stock.

Halliburton, under the
definitive agreement, would ex-
change .02917 of a share of its
own stock for each outstanding
share of Gearhart common stock
and three series of Gearhart
preferred stock.

Target date for completing the
merger is Aug. 31, according to
Chairman Marvin Gearhart.

Halliburton closed Thursday at
$32.37'% a share, up 87'% cents on
the New York Stock Exchange.
Based on that price, the stock
swap would be worth about 94
cents per share of -Gearhart,
which closed at about 87'% cents a
share, down 6.25 cents, on the
NYSE

In a tentative agreement an-
nounced Feb. 24, the initial ex-
change ratio was for .03575
shares of Halliburton for each
Gearhart share.

Officials said the exchange
ratio was lowered in order to in-
crease the amount paid to
holders of certain Gearhart
senior debt, subordinated debt
and redeemable preferred stock.
These debt and securities holders
would receive about $230 million
in cash

In late February, the com-
panies first announced merger
plans. The much-smaller
Gearhart is based in Fort Worth
and provides wireline and
geophysical services to the oil in-
dustry that aid in the location of
petroleum deposits.

Consortium, defense dept. deal signed

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Sematech officials say the con-
sortium is now poised to help the

United States claim the com- de

petitive edge in the semiconduc-

tor industry.
Officials made the remark
Thursday after signing a

memorandum of understanding
with the U.S. Defense Depart-
ment, allowing Sematech to
begin receiving the first allot-
ment of its $100 million federal
appropriation this year, :

Officials say Sematech should
receive $15 million of those funds
in about two weeks.

Sen. Phil Gramm, R-Texas,
said at a news conference after
the signing that the federal funds
‘“‘were a good buy for American
taxpayers'' and the technological
advancements by Sematech
researchers would create jobs
and opportunities.

U.S. Rep. Jake Pickle, in whose
district Sematech is located said

it had created a ‘‘new and-ex-
citing partnership’’ that will help
the United States ease its

ﬁendence on foreign
echnology.

The consortium is composed of
14 semiconductor manufac-
turers, including IBM Corp.,
Texas Instruments Inc.,
American Telephone and
Telegraph, Rockwell Interna-
tional Cqogp. and Motorola.

Sematech will develop advanc-
ed semiconductor manufacturing
processes, matepials and equip-
ment and will transfer its
research to member companies.

The Department of Defense
will be treated as a member,
although it will not have a seat on
the board of directors and does
not have the power to approve in-
dividual contracts.

Sandy Kane, chairman of the
Sematech executive committee
and a vice president of IBM
Corp., said new technology and

tools developed by Sematech can
be passed on to defense contrac-
tors for defense contracts but not
commercial use.

Kane said semiconductors are
the heart of the electronics in-
dustry, which is the biggest
single industry in the nation. -

Sematech now has 70
employees and ‘‘assignees’’ from
member companies, and Kane
says 700 staff members ‘are ex-
pected by next year.

Kane said Sematech expects to
be operating its clean room facili-
ty in October and to produce its
first silicon in early 1989.

Kane called _it an un
precedented partnership
between business and govern-
ment, and said it was a signifi-
cant undertaking because there
will be sharing of technology
between traditionally staunch
competitors.

He said meetings between the
Defense Department’'s Defense

Advanced Research Projects
Agency, DARPA, leading to the
signing of the pact; ‘‘will pave the
way for an ongoing, useful rela-
tionship as we now direct our ef-
forts to achievement of
Sematech’s unique goal."”

The agreement between
Sematech and the government
calls for both to put up $100
million each for five years.

“For the first time, industry
and government have come
together as partners and mapped
out a long range course to guide
the semiconductor industry into
the next century and beyond,”
said Pickle, an Austin Democrat.

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DEAR DR. GOTT: Sometime ago,
during a routine exam, the doctor said
that my spleen was enlarged. Howev-
Ci, v vweao 2ot

gan was soft and pliable. Should I

snmmind  cinna- tha ar.
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have this checked more thoroughly?
DEAR READER: The spleen is a
soft, spongy organ, about the size of a
large lemon, which is present in the
left upper abdomen, just below the rib
cage. Although the spleen is ordinari-
ly too soft and small to be felt in an

adult, it can normally be palpated in

thin individuals and in children.

The functions ef the spleen are not
completely understood. The organ ap-
pears to function as a filter for worn-
out red blood cells and as a reservoir
for new blood cells; it also seems to
play a role in the immune system.

The spleen can enlarge in a number
of diseases, such as liver failure, cer-
tain anemic states, some cancers and
mononucleosis. Because some normal
spleens can be felt, a physician must
make the tricky decision about wheth-
er a palpable spleen is a normal vari-
ant or is enlarged. An enlarged spleen
is a “red flag” to doctors and should
be an indication that all is not well.
Enlarged spleens usually are swollen,
tense and firm. However, this is not
always the rule. Therefore, if you
have a large spleen — regardless of
its consistency — you should have it
checked more thoroughly.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I'm 66, female
and can’t seem to stand up straight
anymore.

You probably are beginning to devel-
op “dowager’s hump,” an abnormal
curvature of the spine resulting from
weakening and collapse of the spinal
bones due to osteoporosis. In women
past menopause, calcium is lost from
the bones faster than it can be re-
placed. With time, this causes bone
brittleness, loss of normal bone archi-
tecture, a tendency to fractures,

- shrinking stature, a bent-over pos-

ture, stiffness, pain and disability.
The administration of female hor-
mones (estrogen and progestin) will
slow bone demineralization in many
women and help prevent incapacitat-
ing-osteoporosis. In addition, regular
exercise and dietary calcium supple-
mients may help. See your doctor for
advice and treatment to retard the
bone changes that are taking place in
your body.

The judge's order is in effect
for 10 days.

Rainbow Family spokesman
Stephen Principle said earlier
that the group's weekend plans,
as well as a July event that could
draw 20,000 people, will go on
despite efforts by the U.S. Forest
Service to block the gatherings.

In his recommendation to
Justice, Magistrate J. Michael
Bradford said this weekend's
meeting of about 500 family
members could violate ‘‘laws
relating to drugs and nudity, in
such substantial numbers that
law enforcement would be
rendered effectively wun-
manageable.

“The evidence is clear that any
gathering by the Rainbow Fami-
ly in mass numbers on national
forest system property without a
specific use permit would violate
federal law,"” wrote Bradford.

Bradford planned to conduct a
preliminary hearing today for a
permanent injunction against the
group's July gathering.

Principle questioned the
strength of any action by the
government designed to block the
gathering.

“I don’t know who can stop
this,"” he said of both gatherings.
“All our literature every year
has said, ‘Ignore any rumors of
cancellations, regardless of
source.’”’

“I'wrote 19 letters, but only five
were reported on,”” Mair said of
criticism of him. *'Then 1 wrote a
book on love and intimacy and
relations between men and
women. | just wrote 113 book
reviews. It was originally titled
‘A Guide to Books on Love and In-
timacy." But it was changed to
‘The Sex Book Digest.'"’

Mair, an author of numerous
books, a former eolumnist for the
Los Angeles Times Syndicate and
a former editor and pub.isher of
the Alexandria (Va.) Gazette,
said his letters did not reflect
that he is '‘against my fellow
journalists. My quarrel with all
of that is with lies.”

He said his letters outlined ‘'pa-
tent, outright lies'’ and ‘‘outright
falsehoods

“I talked to almost all of those
people 1 wrote letters to and
several said they checked back
the story and found the reporter
did not have the facts straight,
and that's all lasked, "’ he said.

Noriega controversy dogs

Vice President George Bush
sidestepped questions about
diplomatic ‘“plea bargaining"’

aimed at easing Panama's
Manuel Antonio Noriega out of
power, as both of Bush's
Democratic opponents expressed
outrage over word that drug
charges against Noriega could be
dropped as part of the deal

All  three presidential can-
didates were converging today on
California, whose delegate-heavy
contest on June 7 will wind up the
Democratic primary season.
New Jersey, Montana and New
Mexico vote the same day

Bush, who began a week-long

Western campaign swing on
Thureday wae dnnand hv ques.
tions about the Reagan ad-

ministration’s actions regarding
Noriega, who is under indrctment
in Miami on drug charges. Ad-
ministration efforts to dislodge
him through econemic pressure
have been unsuccessful.

“I've learned something from
experience in this
negotiations are going on that are
sensitive you ‘don't discuss
them,” the vice president told
reporters in Albuquerque, N.M.

White Honea -hnb ne o n
Marlin Fitzwater said the United
States was engaged in talks aim-
ed at getting Noriega to step
aside. ““What this amounts to is a
plea bargain," he said Thursday.

Fitzwaler refused to say
whether the United States was
willing to drop drug charges

But ad-
ministration sources say the in-
dictments would be scrapped if
Noriega relinquished power and
left Panama for a year.

Bush said he favored ‘‘getting
Noriega out’ but declined to say
whether he would support dropp-
ing the drug charges to do so..

Democrats Jesse Jackson and
Michael Dukakis displayed no
such reticence.

“We can't indict them one day
and exonerate them the next
day,” Jackson said as he cam-
paigned in Portland, Ore. The
state's primary is Tuesday, with

‘‘It's not enough to just say no
out of one side of the White
House, then have drug dealers on
the CIA payroll on the other side

of the White House,” Jackson
said later.
Dukakis, in Washington for

meetings with congressional
leaders, said, ‘I think before we
start talking about dropping in-

dictments and making deals, the
American people deserve a full
explanation of what kind of rela-
tionship this administration has
had with Noriega.'

Democratic non-candidate
Mario Cuomo,. too, was taking
aim at Bush. The New York
governor, who had appearances
set. today and Saturday in
California, Washington state and
Oregon, pledged to use the occa-
sion to ‘‘have some fun' attack-
ing the vice president.

Bush aides were also on the
defensive about what should
have been a clear campaign
boost — President Reagan's en-
dorsement, formally given to
Bush at a Republican fund-raiser
Wednesday night in Washington,

at the end of a 15-minute speech,
and was seen by some as a
lukewarm gesture.

Morales says income tax

in Texas is still years away

AUSTIN (AP) — Income taxes
won't be on the agenda when the
1989 Legislature convenes —in
January, but lawmakers will be
in for another tough tax battle, a
key House member says.

Although legislators grappled
with and approved tax hikes in
1984, 1986 and 1987, they so far
have failed to solve fundamental
flaws in the tax system, Rep. Dan
Morales told a tdx policy con-
n\L .._.-.J

And such reformb are needed,
he said.

“It's coming, it can't be
prevented. It can be delayed, it
can be stonewalled. It cannot be
prevented,” Morales said. “It's
not a matter of if, it's solely a
matter of when."

Morales, D-San Antonio, head-
ed House negotiators during the
1987 special tax session that
wrote a $5.7 billion tax increase.
He is vice chairman of the tax-
writing House Ways and Means
Committee.

A tax overhaul is needed to
keep enough-meney flowing into
the state Treasury as the Texas
economy shifts from one based
on oil and gas to a high-
technology, service-oriented
economy, he said.

But Morales said the reform
process will be long and involved.

“You can't address a half a
century’s worth of neglect in five
months (the length of a regular
legislative session). But you sure
can start that process," Morales
said.

He predicted that the 1989 ses-

sion would go down in history as
the ene where the tax overhaul
began.

mittee on Tax Equity will com-
plete its study of the state’s
revenue system and offer pro-
posals by January.

In addition, about $1.1 billion in
temporary taxes and other one-
time measures used to balance
the 1988-89 state budget will ex
pira.next vear so some kind ()f
tax measure is likely:

‘1 suspect that probably other
options will be exhausted before
we seriously consider or debate
the income tax."

A long debate, probably spann-
ing three or f,our legislative ses-
sions, will take place before such
atax wouldbepaabcd he said.

“I think it would be irresponsi-
ble of the Legislature to go in and
in one fell swoop have that pro-
found an impact on the system,”’
said Morales.

“Those changes are going to be
made — and ought to only be
made — when there is an ade-
quate amount of public support
and public favor for those op-
tions,"" he said.

18 are killed;
96 are injured

AGUASC /uuu\uu\ Meavieo
(AP) — Rescue teams tunnelled
through tons.of concrete today
searching for missing victims
after four floors of a downtown
building collapsed. The Red
Cross said 18 people were killed
and 96 injured.

The rubble buried the ground
floor ‘offices of a furniture fac-
tory. Authorities said it was not
immediately known what caused
the building, whose upper floors
were under construction, to col-
lapse Thursday.

Juan Manuel Diaz, duty office
for the Red Cross in
Aquascalientes, said 40 people
were believed to be trapped in-
side the building.

“But we cannot confirm that
this figure is correct. We are go-
ing by hearsay,” Diaz said in a
telephone interview.

Diaz and police duty officer
Juan Jose Navarro Rincon said
the furniture factory was
uperatmf while the upper floors
were still being built. Both said
the building was a reinforced
concrete structure.
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
