Dukakis wins

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP)
Michael Hukakz:, continuing his
march toward the Democratic
nomination with a lopsided win in
the Oregon primary, touted
himself as ‘‘a candidate who can
win the presidency.” Democratic
rival Jesse Jackson, however,
warned nis rival not to count him
out yet.

Vice President George Bush,
who already has a mathematical
lock -on the Republican nomina-
tion, picked up all 32 delegates in
Oregon. But Bush was getting
less “attention for winning
another primary than for trailing
Dukakis in a series of surveys.

And Kansas Sen. Bob Dole, who
dropped out of the Republican
race back in March, skimmed off

nearly a fifth of the vote in
Oregon. It doesn’'t do Dole any
good at this point, but it points to
weakness that could hurt Bush in
November. »

The primary season is now in
its final phase, pointing toward
the closing contests June 7 in
California, New Jersey, New
Mexico and Montana.

Jackson has vowed to make an
all-out effort in California, which
offers him a last chance to come
out a . winner before the
Democratic convention in July.
He headed to the state while the
votes were being counted in
Oregon, and vowed to press on.

“The support we're getting
from the public is a mandate for

a0

change, and we will continue,’ he-’
told supporters Tuesday night at
a Hollywood hotel. ““We will not
surrender."

Dukakis, who was capturing 56
percent of the vote to Jackson’s

38 percent in Oregon, issued a
victory statement that looked to
the coming primary contests —
but that also tacitly assumed that
he would be the one to face Bush

in the fall.

“We will campaign hard for
victories in California, New
Jersey, Montana and New Mex-
ico on June 7 and for the White

House next fall,”’ said the
Massachusetts governor, who
has won nine of the last 10

primary contests.
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Gorbachev ponders troop withdrawal

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S.
officials say Kremlin leader
Mikhail S. Gorbachev may
withdraw 50,000 to 100,000 troops
from Eastern Europe this year in
a bid to win support for a new
round of East-West negotiations
on copventional forces.

A unilateral Soviet withdrawal
of that scale would have ‘little
impact strategically’’ said a U.S
official. But the political payoff
could be immense in Western
Europe, where polls show great

Good news might not boost GOP votes

WASHINGTON (AP) Even
good economic news doesn’t
seem to cheer people up these
days, and that could prove to be
bad news for Vice President
George Bush

The latest example came Tues
day when the stock market
declined sharply — after receiv
ing news of a substantial im
provement in the latest trade
figures: —

That bearish response to good
tidings was enough to make Bush
wonder what it will take to get a
favorable political bounce out of
an expanding economy.

“We have an economic situa
tion any incumbent ought to just
dream about having," said Eddie
Mahe, a Republican political con-
sultant not involved in any
presidential campaign

But at the same time, he sdld
national polls are recording *
sense of unease, a sense that it's
time for a change.”’

Consider ! .e trade figures. The

government reported that in
March, the trade deficit dropped
more than $4 billion as exports in-
creased by 23 percent.

AP analysis

When trade figures a month
earlier showed an increase in the
deficit, the market dropped 101
points demonstrating the
readiness of investors to believe
the worst: It was a disappointing
deficit report that triggered the
500-point market drop last Oc-
tober.

Yet, the reaction on Wall Street
to good news on the trade front
was a drop of 21 points in the Dow
Jones average of 30 industrial
stocks

The same day the new trade
figures came out, a CBS News-
New York Times poll said
Democrat Michael Dukakis was
leading Bush by 10 peints in a na-
tional survey of 1,056 registered
voters. A poll two months earlier
had the two candidates in a dead
heat with Bush favored by 46 per-
cent and Dukakis by 45 percent.

It certainly wasn’'t the
economy-that went sour for Bush
in the period between those
surveys.

But Gill said police had not yet
entered the Golden Temple's in-
ner sanctum, the holiest part of
the shrine, to confirm the report.

The Indian army raided the
Golden Temple in June 1984 to
drive out militants, and some
1,200 peopie, most of them Sikhs;
were killed. Five months later,
Prime Minister Indira Gandhi
was assassinated by her Sikh

Sikhism was formed 500 years
ago as an .alternative to Hin-
duism and Islam. Sikhs form less
than 2 percent of India's 800
million people, but they are a ma-
jority in Punjab.

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Questions about Noriega and
embattled Attorney General Ed-
win Meese 111 dominated a sur-
prise news conference Tuesday
in the White House briefing room.

The president refused to con-
firm reports that he has offered
to drop drug-trafficking charges
against Noriega if the ruler
leaves Panama at least until
after elections are held. USat-
torneys handling the drug case
have said the possibility of dropp-
ing the charges has been raised
by the administration.

“I'm nhot going to back away
from what we're trying to do,”
the president said. ‘*‘And I can on-
ly tell you that we're not going to
just whitewash anyone."”

“We are in the midst of real
negotiations. 1 can't comment
further on this,”” Reagan said. He
said that ‘‘at the appropriate
time, I expect to have a full state-
ment and make it to the
American people.”

During the news conference,
Reagan also declined to disavow
astrology and reaffirmed his
faith in his troubled attorney
general, Edwin Meese I11.

The president said no decisions
were made at the White House on
the basis of astrological advice to
first lady Nancy Reagan.

When asked whether he believ-
ed in astrology himself, however,
he paused and replied, "I don't
guide my life by it, but I won't
answer the question the other
way because I don’t know enough
about it to say is there something
toit or not.”

Of Meese, the president said,
“I think that there's been a wave,
and for quite a long time ... in
which agdusation or allegation is
taken to mean conviction. And
there’s been too much of that.”

“I think that for him to step
aside would be what he himself
once said
live for the rest of his life under
this cloud — with nothing that
had ever been proven.”’

The Justice Department has
boon rocked in recent weaks hy
unrest and resignations stemm-
ing from criminal investigations
of Meese's affairs.

Hundreds of Arabs attack
Israeli force in West Bank

JERUSALEM (AP) — Hun-
dreds of Arabs surrounded an
Israeli force in the occupied West
Bank today and attacked them
with stones and slingshots, the
army said. The troops killed one
Palestinian and wounded at least
four others in the clash.

Hospital officials and witnesses
said nine people were wounded
by gunfire when Arab youths bat
tled hundreds of soldiers in
helicopters, army vehicles and
bulldozers in two West Bank
‘illages. Five Palestinians were
taken to Ramallah Hospital after
being beaten, witnesses said.

The army said the claches oc-
curred during pre-dawn searches
in the villages of Abwein and
Aurura about nine miles north of
Ramallah.

“‘An Israeli force reached the
villages ... and was surrounded
by hundreds of Arabs, some of
whom climbed nearby hills and
attacked the force with a barrage
of stones and with slingshots,"
the army statement said.

The army said a commander
fired rubber bullets, tear gas and
live ammunition to extricate the
force, killing one and wounding

ABOARD THE LONGHORN
(AP) Led by "Captain Hook,"
a hardened veteran of the high
seas, 1,100 endangered sea
turtles raised in captivity were
dropped Into e Guil of Mexico
in a population-boosting experi
ment

The Kemp’'s Ridley turtles hit
the water 8 to 15 miles off Port
Aransas, Texas, on Tuesday, and
marine biologists hope. they'll
return to multiply on the heaches
of Texas after being decimated
by exploitation and pollution
earlier this century

“It's quite a day — raising the
little guys from eggs and getting
to see them shipped off,” said
project spokesman Donna

Shaver.

First Lohit the water was ''Cap-
tain Hook,” a turtle that was
caught earlier by a fisherman '
whose 3~inch»long hook and steel
canie was Mnbeaded in e wr-
tle's throat.
