The price per barrel of oil 

estimate- a critical factor in the 
formula used to figure Scurry 
County’s mineral values-will 
once again drop next tax year, 
but is expected to increase by a 5 
percent margin over the next 
eight.

n»vt venr however the 
price drop coupled with the ex­
pected and irreversible trend of 
declining production figures will

mean most Snyder-based taxing 
entities can expect an erosion of 
the tax base from 13 to 16 per­
cent

This was the infoniiation pro­
vided Wednesday by the oil 
valuation firm ^  11100018 Y. 
Pickett and Associates of Dallas, 
meeting with representatives of 
the county’s three school 
districts, city, county and col­
lege.

The session was sponsored by 
the Scurry County Appraisal

District, which contracts with the 
Dallas company to provide its 
estimates for ml and gas, in­
dustry and utility company 
values.

For the 1968-89 tax year. 
Scurry County oil will be priced 
for tax purposes at $17.75 per bar­
rel. Thts past tax year, the price 
was set at $18, an estimate which 
proved close to the $18.20 actual 
posted selling price tor wesi 
Texas in term ^iate  crude.

The major factor in the tax

base erosion, however, was not 
the price of oil-although it was 
noted a substantial increase 
would benefit the value figures.

The declining reserves of coun­
ty oil-figured for tax purposes at 
up to 15^ percent last year-was 
t ^  major reason for the tub'd 
year in a row of bleak tax pro­
spects fur local entititt. 
-Jflegarding the oil-related tax

G uardsm en recall 
firefighting effort 
at huge grass fire

To Snyder’s Roland Bruns and Terry Rumpff, the great 
Shackelford County grass fire in March was a haze of swirling 
dirt, shifting winds and sheets of fire that constantly threatened 
to trap them and their bulldozers.

The two National Guardsmen helped combat what is con 
sidered to be the biggest wildfire in Texas history.

They tell of driving 40 out of 48 hours, grabbing meals at Red 
Cross stations, sleeping on church basement floors and d(xlging 
fire that was so fer(x;iou8 and fast-moving, it once jumped a 
farm-to-market road and kept on going.

They were especially hampered by the 50-mph winds and acre 
upon acre of tall, dry broomweeds that burned “like gasoline ’’

Bruns, 50, a pumper for Texaco, and Rumpff, 38, a Marine 
Vietnam veteran who is a lineman for Southwestern Bell, were 
chosen from among l(x;al National Guardsmen to help control 
the grass lire because of their expertise as heavy equipment 
operators.

They recalled that at night, sparks and fires were visible for 
miles, “ like big city lights”

They would clear foliage in paths 20 to 40 feet wide, watching to 
be sure that the fire didn’t encircle them, and be moved from one 
“hot spot” to another on waiting Army trucks during their three 
day mission^March 11-13.

A Guardsman from Big Spring was the only other one at the 
scene from the Snyder area, but Guardsmen from elsewhere 
around the state and firemen from as far away as F'ort Worth, 
Houston and South Carolina were there.

Rumpff said the fire once jumped a farm-to-market road south 
of Albany near Moran — a leap of around 200 feet and kept going 
without even slowing down.

The Guardsmen also had to be careful not to break the 
numerous high-pressure pipelines that are in Shackelford Coun
i^, u>.u _____*.? map m»ir lariios around oilfield
flow lines on the ground surface.

Lots of chances 
for great plays

When the opponents seem to be 
overboard, and you have the declar­
er’s secondary suit apparently locked 
up, a trump lead Is usually devastat­
ing. After West had neglected to lead a 
tiump today, he had a chance later to 
make an unusually great play. He 
missed that chance also, and then the 
declarer countered by making a great 
guess of his own.

South won dummy's ace of spades 
and played the Jack of hearts, passing 
it to West’s queen. Now West led a 
trump. Declarer won and led a heart, 
but not Just any heart. He led the king. 
West ducked, and a spade was thrown 
from dummy as East played the 10. 
Declarer led another heart and ruffed 
it with dummy’s club king. He then re­
turned to his hand with a second trump 
lead and ruffed out the last heart. He 
was able to return to his hand with a 
diamond ruff to draw trumps and run 
the remaining hearts. That was six 
doubled.

An initial trump lead would have al­
lowed West to play a second trump 
when he was in with the queen of 

* hearts, and the hand would have fallen 
apart for declarer. After the unfortu- 

'  nate choice of a ^ d e ,  West could still 
have recovered. What he had to do was 
allow dummy’s Jack of hearts to win 
when the heart suit was first led. Once 
again, the communication for setting 
up the heart suit and getting back to 
the South hand to cash heart winners 
would have evaporated.

consecutive years, the Lobos 
haven’t been to the NCAA Tour­
nament since 1978.

It was that shortcoming that 
paved Bliss' road from Dallas to 
Albuquerque as the successor to 
Gary Colson. Colson won more 
games than he lost in eight 
seasons at New Mexico - a 146-106 
record - but his failure to get the 
Lobos to the NCAA Tournament 
eventually led to his forced 
resignation on April 26.

“ It’s clear we haven’t been to 
an NCAA Tournament and our 
expectations are that we will win 
the WAC (Western Athletic Con­
ference) and get involved in the 
national scene,” New Mexico 
athletic director John Koenig 
said in announcing that Bliss had 
agreed to a five-year contract.

Bliss used Wednesday’s press 
conference to show that a basket­
ball coach can also have a sense 
of humor.

Noting he became New Mex­
ico’s top choice only after In­
diana coach Bob Knight turned 
down the job last weekend. Bliss 
said, “1 understand he turned it 
down because (UNM) President 
(Gerald) May refused to give 
Bob an unlimited chair budget ”

Knight, often the center of con 
troversy for his actions on and off 
the court, is a longtime friend of

Bliss, who assisted Knight- 
coached nrc^rams at Army and 
Indiana. In fact, Knight stopped 
at a payphone during a trip to 
Cincinnati on Wednesday to 
make a call to the news con­
ference.

Before Knight’s call came 
through, Greg Remington, New 
Mexico's sport's information 
director, informed the audience 
the Indiana coach would be call­
ing. New Mexico athletic director 
John Koenig, who heard only a 
part of the announcement, turned 
to Remington and said, “Who?”

“Bobby Knight,” Bliss faid. 
“You remember him, don't;you, 
John?”

“ Dave will bring great 
organization to the job and I don’t 
think there is a better man for the 
job at New Mexico than Dave,” 
Knight said

Bliss said he appreciated 
Knight's support, but more so his 
decision to remain at Indiana
