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Dukakis defends spending
priorities; Idaho has primary

Rv The Aaioclated Press
Democratic presidential front­

runner Michael Dukakis defend­
ed his spending priorities and 
took a mild pt^e at rival Jesse 
Jackson’s five-year budget 
blueprint, saying there’s "no 
wav" specific spending can be 
figured so far in advance. Anu 
l£iho was holding its primary to­
day, but it was a fairly low-key 
affair.

There were 18 Republican 
delegates up for grabs in Idaho, 
but Vice President George 
Bush’s mathematical lock on the 
GOP nomination has taken the 
suspense out of the contest. There 
were no Democratic delegates at 
stake; most are to be chosen at a 
state convention next month.

Officials in Idaho said a low 
turnout was likely

Dukakis was tending to guber­
natorial tasks in Massachusetts 
today, and traveling to Virginia 
for an evening appearance. Bush 
was in Washington, preparing to 
see President Reagan off later 
this week for next week’s super­
power summit in Moscow.

F or Jack so n , how ever, 
business as usual meant cam­
paigning in California, where 
prim ary da^ is two weeks from 
today.

Jackson released a budget plan 
on Monday that would raise taxes 
on the rich, freeze defense spen­
ding and boost support for social 
programs.

The five-year proposal Would 
hike taxes on the wealthy by $244 
billion and on corporations by 
$104 billion. It would cut the 
defense budget by $164 billion by 
freezing projected spending 
hikes, and would increase spen­
ding on social programs by $344 
billion. _

Jackson said his plan would cut 
the nation’s deficit from a pro­
jected $134 billion in 1993 to $49 
billion.

Dukakis did not take issue with 
the specifics of Jackson’s spen­

ding plan, but said his own ex- 
pfenwtceTis“guvenwir liad taught- 
him that budgets cannot be map­
ped out in such detail years 
ahead of time.

"There’s no way you can 
prepare a budget today for 1989,"

also brushed aside Jackson’s 
criticism of his own economic 
proposals, as "radically con­
servative.’̂

“ It does represent a fundamen­
tal change,” Dukakis said of his 
spending policy, which has been 
ex p ress^  in much more general 
terms than Jackson’s.

Dukakis’ comments came dur­
ing a quick visit Mondav night to 
New Jersey, which holds its 
primary on June 7, the same day 
as California. New Mexico and 
Montana also hold primaries that 
day.

Jackson has been stumping

hard in California, whose season- 
.doHing contest offers him a last 
chance to demonstrate hii clout 
as the D em ocratic party  
prepares for its convention, 
beginning July 18 in Atlanta.

Dukakis expects the contests of 
June 7 will lock in the number of 
delegates he needs for the 
nomination.

The Massachusetts governor 
has been raking in delegates 
nearly four-, times as fast as 
Jackson in the last month. In the 
past 30 days, Dukakis has claim­
ed 590 delegates to Jackson's 147.

All told, Dukakis has 1,554 
delegates to Jackson’s 983, accor­
ding to the latest AP delegate 
count.

Jackson is tacitly acknowledg­
ing his chances of capturing the 
nomination are now practically 
nil. But with moves like the 
release of his budget plan, he is 
working to ensure that his ideas 
have an  im p ac t on the 
Democratic platform and that his 
voice is heard in Atlanta.

People
escape
jetliner

SAN JOSE, Costa Rica (AP) — 
A Miami-bound jetliner taxied 
down a runway, crashed through 
a fence and exploded into flames, 
but all 22 people aboard 
evacuated the plane moments 
before it caught fire.

The accident occurred as the 
Laesa Boeing 727-100 tried to |ake 
off Monday carrying eight crew 

^members and 14 pasaengers, in­
cluding seven Americans.

"Miraculougly, there were no 
deaths," said Juan Manuel Fsi*' 
nandez, financial vice president 
of Laesa, the Costa Rican 
airliner.

Ten people were treated for 
minor injuries and released from 
Alajuela Hospital, airline of­
ficials said.

Laesa Flight 628 was scheduled 
to stop in Managua, Nicaragua, 
before continuing to Miami.

Officials said the plane left the 
terminal of the Juan Santamarla 
International Airport at 4'55 p.m. 
(6:55 p.m. EDT), taxied down the 
runway and crashed through a 
fence surrounding the airport 
after failing to take off.

The plane came to a stop about 
600 yards beyond the fence on a 
grassy area, where it burst into 
flames. The aircraft hredea into 
three sections.

"During takeoff,^ for unknown 
reasons, the plane left the run­
way, stopping finally outaide the 
airport b w n ^ ry ,” said the Lae­
sa statement.

"After the successful evacua­
tion of all the passengers 'and  
crew members, the plane was 
consumed by flames," it said.

The wreckage was still blazin(| 
1 hours after the explosion and 
wreckage was spread over a wide 
area.

"Thanks to the skill of the 
pilots, they were able to evacuate 
the passengers, just a few 
minutes before the plane burst in­
to flames," Fernandez said.

Co-pilot Armando Rojas told 
reporters that the passengers re­
mained calm.

"With nerves of steel we were 
able to evacuate  all the 
pRaaengers,*' Rojaa sald..**^ftw 
m inutes la ter, m aybe five 
minutes, the plane Burst > into 
flames.”

In addition to the Americans, 
the passengers included a West 
German, two Cubans living in 
Miami, two Nicaraguans and two 
Costa Ricans, the airline said. 
The crew was Costa Rican.

“School personnel very likely 
may be the first people to notice a 
change In behavior, the signs of 
stress that can lead to suicide at­
tempts In young people,” he said.

Suicide Is a leaalng cause of 
death among people aged lS-24. 
second only to accidents, Beard 
noted.

“The statistics are horrible," 
he said. “ If you have 10 children 
In your neighborhood, the odds 
are at least one of them Is going 
to attempt suicide before t h ^ ’re 
19years old."

The education reforms approv­
ed in 1964 — Including a ban on 
extracurricular activities for 
falling students — are among tbe 
causes of stress for students, 
Beard added.

While not recommending lower 
standards, he noted that "we 
have co n sis ten tly  ra ised  
academic standards, and that's a 
stress problem. We have to look 
at the tendency of teen-agers to 
look at self-destructive b^av lo r 
when th i^ 're  overwhelmed by 
stress or (fepresslon or rage."

Jim Crouch, executive director 
of the Texas t^ A . also said one of 
his group's legislative recom­
mendations Is for suicide preven­
tion tra in in g  for school 
emnloyees.

Delvalle opposes negotiating tactics
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Reagan administration la now 
facing protests from exiled 
Panamanian President Eric Ar­
turo Delvalle for Its handling of 
negotiations to get Gen. Manuel 
Antonio Noriega to resign.

At the same time, the ad­
m inistration is displaying 
weariness with the prolonged 
negotiating process and said It 
hopes an agreement can be 
reach ed  befo re  P re s id e n t 
Reagan leaves Wednesday > for 
the Moscow summit.

In a statement issued Monday 
from hiding, Delvalle and his 
allies laid the negotiations with 
Noriega, as reported i n , the 
media, “would mortgage the 
future of Panama for a long time 
to come."

The statement was Issued 
th rough  the  p ro -D elva lle  
P a n a m a n ia n  E m b assy  in 
Washington by Delvalle and 
Panam a’s “democratic forces.”

The adm inlstatlon 's chief 
Panama negotiator, Michael G. 
Kozak, was ordered back to 
Panama late Sunday by the 
White House to continue n^o tla- 
tions with Noriega even though 
Vice President George Bush has 
counseled against any dealings 
with drug dealers, whether 
foreign or domestic.

Delvalle was forced out of of­
fice after he tried to fire Noriega 
as head of the Panamanian 
Defense Forces. Delvalle con­
tinues to receive U.S. backing as 
the legitim ate president of 
Panama, but the statement In­
dicated he believes the ad­
ministration has made too many 
concesslona In its negotiations 
with Noriega.

It said Noriega would be able to 
to continue to exercise authority 
even after resigning as defense 
chief unless the Defense Forces 
are revamped.

The embassy statement also 
demanded the "immediate exit" 
of Noriega from Panama, sug­
gesting unhappiness with the 
August departure date now plan­
ned.

The If.^. officials have said 
that, as foreseen in the negotia­
tions, Noriega would leave 
Panama In August and return 
after the May 1969 presidential 
elections. They said Noriega
VYUtAlU a  IM tlU  Ul UM
tion of an interim government 
which would serve until after the 
elected government takes office.

Soviet parliament 
opens its session

MOSCOW (AP) -  The 1,500 
deputies of the Supreme Soviet 
parliament opened their spring 
session today with an agenda 
that focuses on domestic issues 
and does not include a vote on 
ratifying the superpower missile 
treaty.

Such a vote is not required by 
Soviet law, but could have been 
used to ratify the treaty before 
the Moscow superpower summit 
between Soviet leader Mikhail S. 
G orbachev  and  P re s id e n t 
Reagan, which begins Sunday.

Gorbachev and the rest of the 
Kremlin leadership filed Into ah 
ornate cream-colored hall of the 
Grand Kremlin Palace shortly 
before 10 a.m. for the beginning 
of today’s legislative session.

The Supreme Soviet, a rubber- 
stamp body that gives force of 
law to decisions already taken by 
the Communist Party leadership, 
then adopted an agenda that 
focuses solely on domestic con­
cerns.

On Monday, the foreign affairs 
commissions of both houses of 
the bicameral Soviet parliament 
endo rsed  ^he 'su p e rp o w e r  
interm ediate-range nuclear 
missile treatv and called on the 
Presidium, tne nation’s highest 
executive body, to ratify it.‘

The pact banning medium- and 
shorter-range nuclear missiles 
was signed by Gorbachev and 
Reagan at the Washington sum,-., 
mit on Dec. 8 and does not 
become legally binding until It is 
ratified.

The Soviets have repeatedly in­
dicated that they are in no hurry 
to ratify the treaty before the 
U.S. Senate does.

Viktor P. Karpov, head of the 
Foreign Ministry’s arms control 
and disarmament desk, told 
Western reporters on Monday 
that his countrv should not act 
until approval by the Senate is 
certain.

“We should be sure that we are 
not alone,’’ Karpov said.

At least 67 of the 1(X) U.S. 
senators must ratify the treaty 
before It becomes binding on the 
United States, and a small band 
of opponents have shown no signs 
of allowing the pact to be put to a 
vote before the Moscow summit.

Ratification by the Presidium, 
a body of 30-odd members headed 
by Andrei A. Gromyko, the 
titular Soviet head of state, would 
formally commit the Soviet 
Union to the treaty.

Ratification by the Soviets ha« 
never appeared in question.

Lawsuit: government kept

NEWARK, N.J. lAP) -  The 
FBI kept a top-secret file on a 
youngsmr who wrote 160 coun­
tries requesting information for a 
homemade encyclopedia and 
received at least 50 pieces of mail 
that had been tampered with, a 
federal lawsuit says.

Todd Patterson, now 17, said he 
wants to see his complete FBI 
file, and wants it expunged.

His lawsuit, filed Monday, also 
seeks a stop to mail tampisring 
and surveillance, and unspMified 
damages for violation of his 
privacy.

"I feel that with a black spot on 
my record, it works against me 
getting a job," he says. "They in­
vaded my privacy, but I can 
understand why if there’s a 
potential threat.* '̂

in Newark said hei cannot conu-

confirm or deny ”
Most of the tampered mail 

came from the Soviet Union, ac­
cording to the suit. In 1064, a year 
after he began the encyclop^ia 
project as a sixth-grader, an FBI 
agent visited his North Haledon 
home and later questioned him 
on the telephone, the suit said.

The suit also charges that Pat­
terson’s First Amendment rights 
were violated on the grounds that 
he was being penalised for pursu­
ing his education and expressing 
himself.

Eric Neisser, of the American 
Civil Liberties Union in New 
Jersey, says the case is the na­
tion’s first seeking the right to 
wipe out FBI files on First 
Amendment grounds.

Keagan, Gorbachev inch forward on many issues
WA.SHINGTON (A P) — 

"Hu.siness as usual" may be the 
motto of the Moscow summit 
between President Reagan and 
.Soviet leader Mikhail Jsf Gor- 
luiehev, a meeting expected to 
produce no major agreements 
inil many smiles.

The two leaders will be smiling 
not just fur the television 
cameras, hut in recognition that 
they are inching forward in 
serious negotiations on many 
issues, in contrast to the trans- 
.Atlantic shouting, matches that 
1‘haracterized the early years of 
the Reagan administration.

Reagan’s visit to Moscow, the 
first hy an American president in 
14 years, is not so much a victory

for the policies of either power as 
a "triumph of logic, " as both 
sides realize they cannot afford 
to continue the current pace of 
military competition, said John 
Steinbruner of the Brookings In­
stitution

One of Gorbachev’s advisers, 
Georgi Arbatov, agreed, telling a 
Washington news conference 
May 5, "We have synchronized 
phases of. our development ”

Reagan and Gorbachev have 
met three times, most recently in 
Washington last December when 
they signed a treaty to eliminate 
medium-range nuclear weapons. 
That treaty is being debated in 
the Senate, and it still is not clear 
whether it wiil be ratified before

the May 20 June 2 summit in 
Moscow.

One of those high wire acts was 
the argument over SDI that end­
ed the second Reagan-Gorbachev 
summit in Reykjavik, Iceland, in 
October 1086.

Among the surprises that Gor­
bachev might have up his sleeve, 
say administration offcials, is an 
announcement of a unilateral 
withdrawal of up to 100,000 troops 
from Eastern Europe.

It is more likely, according to 
government and academic ex­
perts, that the two leaders will 
use the Moscow summit to an­
nounce some progress on the 
Strategic Arms Reduction Talks 
to cut long-range nuclear 
arsenals by 30 percent to 50 per­
cent. And they are llkelv to nail

the withdrawal of the first Red 
Army soldiers from Afghanistan, 
praise the beginning of the first 
ever U S -Soviet joint business 
ventures, and perhaps sign pro­
tocols on fishing and culture.

All those together do not add up 
to the long hoped for treaty to 
slash nuclear arsenals.

But they are a whole lot better 
than the superpower growling 
that was going on during 
Reagan’s first years, when 
115,00p Red Army troops were 
newiy arrived in Afghanistan, 
the Soviet army was threatening 
to invade Poland, and Reagan 
was accusing the Soviets of 
violating every arm s deal they 
had signed.
