Reagan off to summit
WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S. and Panamanian negotiators 

were close to agreement today on a deal leading to Gen. Manuel 
Antonio Noriega’s resignation as his nation’s defense chief and 
departure in August, a Reagan administration official said 

The official, who insisted on anonymity, said it was his 
understanding that an agreement was “ consummated this morn­
ing.’ ’

According to the official, both governments were preparing 
formal announcements. The key provisions of the deal reported­
ly include Noriega’s resignation as commander-in-chief of 
Panama’s Defense Forces and subsequent departure from 
Panama, and the dismissal of U.S. drug smuggling indictments 

^against him.

WASHINGTON ( fP )  — Presi­
dent Reagan, leaving for his 
fourth meeting with Soviet leader 
Mikhail S. Gorbachev, today ex­
tolled advancements made in 
superpower relations and pledg­
ed “ to go still farther’ ’ in the in­
terests of freedom and peace.

“ We have many differences — 
deep differences,, moral dif­
ferences,”  Reagan told a White 
House departure ceremony 
minutes .before he left for the

Moscow summit, which begins 
Sunday and ends four days later.

“ But we are still fellow human 
beings.. We can still work 
together to keep the peace. And 
in working with the Soviet Union, 
the United States can still remain 
true to its mission (of) expanding 
liberty throughout the world,” 
Reagan said.

Before leaving with his wife, 
Nancy, for a stopover in Helsinki,

“ Part of me says, ‘No, she’s got 
to be alive,’ ”  said Tamela, 30, 
who manages the apartment 
complex. “ The other part wants 
to believe what they say. I just 
want to see more evidence; it has 
to be proven to me.”

The Collin County medical ex­
aminer used photo imaging to 
determine the remains were 
those of Roxann, Garland police 
spokesman Allan Peck said. The 
technique involved superimpos­

ing the girl’s photo over pictures 
of the skull to determine 
similarities, such as a gap in the 
girl’s front teeth, he said.

“ They said the teeth, the size of 
the nose, everything matched 
up,”  Tamela Reyes said. “ They 
said they found some hair the 
same color as Roxann’s, but it 
might be from some animal. 
They’re doing some tests on it 
with some hair that we had from 
Roxann.”

Garwacki says police believe 
the girl was killed in or near Mur­

phy not long after she was ab­
ducted. The skull revealed no 
signs of violence and no clothing 
was found in the area.

“ It’s too soon to tell on a cause 
(of death),”  Garwacki said. “ I 
don’t know if we’ll ever find out.”

The girl disappeared while 
playing in an alley behind her 
mother’s workplace with a 5- 
year-old friend, police reports 
said. A man offered the girls can­
dy, and Roxann accepted. The 
other girl ran to alert Roxann’s 
parents.

Length of hospital 
stays declining

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
length of the average hospital 
stay has dropped since 1980, 
creating both real and “ false”  
savings, a researcher for the 
Department of Health and 
Human Services says.

The average number of days 
patients spent in hospitals declin­
ed from 11 percent to 15 percent 
in the early 1980s, said Dean 
F arley , deputy research  
manager of the Hospital Studies 
Program in the National Center 
for Health Services Research and 
Health Care Technology Assess­
ment.

Although the decline has reduc­
ed health care costs for in­
dividuals, the government and in­
surers, “ in a sense there’s a false 
sense of savings,”  he said Tues­
day.

“ While patients are staying a 
shorter period in the hospitals 
they are going elsewhere and 
recuperating,”  he said.

“ Hospitals are reducing their 
costs,”  he said. “ Insurers and the 
government are saving money, 
but patients still need nursing 
care”  and they usually get it 
from family members, he said.

The average hospital stay 
declined from 7.35 days in 1980 to 
5.71 days in 1985, according to 
The New York 'Times, which 
reported on the findings in to­
day’s editions.

Farley said the decline has oc­
curred even though hospitals are 
tending to admit patients who are 
sicker and who therefore stay 
longer. But for some specific 
m escal conditions the length of 
stay has been shortened, he said.

He cited the example of women 
who used to be. admitted to 
hospitals for stays of three to five 
days for normal delivery of 
babies now being discharged one 
or two days after delivery.

“ The decline has bwn very 
substantial and what has happen­
ed is that people (who once were 
admitted for) relatively short 
stays aren’t getting into the 
hospitals,”  Farley said. Instead, 
he said, they are treated as out­
patients.

He said hospitals reacted to 
policies put in place by insurers 
and public agencies that believed 
hospital usage was excessive, but 
he said the decline now presents 
a problem of excess capacity ."̂

But child welfare officials 
defended their agency, and told 
the Senate Health and Human 
Services Committee that they are 
hampered by high turnover and 
heavy caseloads.

County Attorney Joe Lucas  ̂
who has asked Attorney General 
Jim Mattox to investigate El 
Paso’s DHS office, cited several 
cases that demonstrated what he 
called the agency’s callousness 
and ineptitude.

In one case Lucas cited, a 16- 
year-old girl testified before 
District Judge Enrique Pena last 
January that DHS caseworkers 
knew she was a prostitute and 
that her mother was giving her 
heroin^ut the agency did not in­
tervene.

In a tongue-lashing to the DHS, 
Pena at the time said he had 

-opm ed the usually closed cour­
troom proceedings to reporters 
“ so that they can report to the 
people that pay your salaries 
what a lousy job you are doing in 
this community.”

Lucas also mentioned the case 
of a 10-year-old boy who, with the 
knowledge of DHS caseworkers, 
slept in ditches to escape his 
father’s beatings at home.- In 
another incident, a 15-month-old 
boy died of massive head injuries 
just two months after he had

scheduling parties this Thursday 
and Friday and, if any are 
already planned, to make them 
“ drug and alcohol-free. ”

If &e use of alcohol or drugs 
does occur, however, the action 
plans asks local law enforcement 
agencies to “ enforce the law.”

As proposed, this would apply 
to both teenagers and adults. As 
noted in the law, individuals may 
lawfully give an alcoholic 
beverage to someone under the 
age of 21 only if that person is the 
parent or guardian of the under­
aged drinker.

The penalty for violation of the 
alcohol-i elated law is a fine of not 
less than $100 nor more than $500.

Part of the action plans also 
recommends that “ parents file a 
$10 million civil suit against any 
adult that purchases an alcoholic 
beverage or...knowingly makes 
available an alcoholic beverage 
to your child.”

A watch for “ chemical par­
ties”  is sought also. “ We are ask­
ing concerned citizens, especially 
those that live in rural areas, to 
notify law enforcement agencies 
of possible chemical parties,”  the 
plan reads.

In a final proposal, the plan 
asks Snyder ISD to adopt a “ 24- 
hour chemical-free extracur­
ricular school policy.”  This 
would allow for the barring of 
students from any school ex­
tracurricular activity if they 
vf&re found guility of a drug or 
alcohol-related violation at any 
time.

Dennis Tomlin, a member of 
the council, commented, “ The 
message we want to send is that 
the party’s over. And if we can’t 
tell that to our seniors this year, 
let’s tell it to the eighth, ninth, 
tenth and eleventh graders that 
there won’t be a keg party when 
they graduate.” '

council meeting will forward 
whatever additional opinions 
they have about it, they said.

The ordinance would increase 
the amount of a plumber’s bond 
from $1,000 to $2,500 and would 
continue to allow homeowners to 
attempt their own plumbing 
work, with city permits for 
various types of jobs generally 
ranging from $4 to $6.

Osboni said the city has “ never 
had any problems with our local 
pliunbers”  but has had difficuly 
with the work of some out-of-town 
phunbers, which he said have in­
cluded “ some real fly-by- 
nighters.”

Garrett commented that 
homeowners who hire out-of- 
town plumbers “ are asking for 
it”  because they “ are trying to 
get something for nothing.”  

Osborn said the new o^nance 
would be useful in part because it 
adds new guidelines on “ what fit­
tings go where and what fittings 
are pom itted”  in different con  ̂
struction projects.

He said it is based on plumbing 
ordmance features compiled by 
uie l'«xa.s Muiiic-ipal League aiiu 
is similar to the plumbing or­
dinances of more than 100 Texas 
towns and cities.

He said that because there are 
no state plum bing laws, 
plumbers are regulated only by 
municipalities. “ You get outside 
the city, and anything goes,”  he 
said.

The new ordinance would not 
establish a plumbers’ board of 
appeal, which many cities have, 
but would continue the current 
practice of sending phunbers’

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) — An 
advisory board has challenged 
the Amarillo Globe-News’ adver­
tising policy, citing the rejection 
of an ad critical of a reporter’s 
alleged involvement with a con­
tr o v e r s ia l  u n d ergrou n d  
newspaper at west lexas state 
University.

The incident has refueled a 
smoldering controversy involv­
ing the Canyon university, which 
is embroiled in a power struggle 
between President Ed Roach and 
the faculty, and the Globe-News.

The rejected ad, which WTSU’s 
Ex-Students Association offered 
to several Panhandle-area 
newspapers, included a Story and 
editorial from the school’s stu­
dent newspaper. The Prairie,' 
linking Globe-News reporter 
Jason Akst with the underground 
newspaper. The Rest of the 
Prairie.

The story, published May 4, 
said that Akst approached a local 
resident for the use of her post- 
office box and that Akst accepted 
m ail a d d re ss e d  to the 
underground newspaper. An ac­
companying editorial charged 
the Globe-News with biased 
coverage of WTSU.

Globe-News Assistant General 
Manager Garet von Netzer said 
Tuesday that the paper initially 
accepted the ad, but later chose 
not to run it because it contained 
information that conflicted with 
the Globe-News’ investigation of 
the matter.

“ We had some serious con­
cerns about the veracity of that 
material as a result of our in­
vestigation because it focused on 
one of our reporters, and anytime 
we have serious doubts about the 
veracity of material ... we 
reserve the right not to run it,” 
von Netzer said.

Akst, a recent WTSU graduate 
who had begun covering the Ca­
nyon university two weeks 
before, said his involvement with 
the underground newspaper 
amounted to temporarily holding 
a post-office box key used by the 
publication for a friend who had 
moved out of town.

“ I did not carry mail for the 
underground newspaper nor did 1 
write or edit or help distribute thd“ 
newspaper,”  Akst said.

Nevertheless, the CSlobe-News 
ran a story recently saying Akst 
would no longer be given any

assignments connected with 
WTSU.

“ We felt that the perception of 
in v o lv e m e n t w ith  the 
underground newspaper had 
been established and we felt like 
at that point it would be best not 
lo have him cover any mure Weai 
Texas State stories,”  von Netzer 
said.

Barbara Sherrdd, tjie Prairib’s 
editor for the fall semester, said 
the paper stands by its story.

"We had the information that 
we had and we ran it,”  she said. 
“ We tried to talk to Jason and he 
refused.”

Miss Sherrod said Akst’s in­
volvement with the underground 
newspaper was just one example 
of the paper’s biased coverage of 
WTSU.

“ The Prairie editorial staff felt 
that that was a conflict of in­
terest, and we had informed von 
Netzer about it and he did 
nothing. Only after we printed 
the story did he take Jason off the 
beat,”  she said.

Meanwhile, the paper’s ad­
visory board wrote a letter in 
Sunday’s Globe-News that said 
the decision not to run the ad was 
inconsistent with earlier publica­
tion of controversial advertising.

The advisory board was 
created to help defuse a cam­
paign mounted against the 
newspaper by Panhandle 
Citizens for a Better Amarillo 
Newspaper. With the support of 
oilman T. Boone Pickens Jr., 
PCBAN had c a lle d  for 
subscription and advertising

cancellations.
On Sunday, the gfoup cited the 

decision in February to run a 
strongly worded ad ^ught by a 
group called SAFE — Students, 
Alumni and Faculty for Educa­
tion at West Texas State Univer 
siiy.

That ad harshly criticized 
Roach’s administration, and 
Sa f e , along with the anonymous 
publishers of the underground 
newspaper, was later named in a 
libel lawsuit filed, and later drop­
ped, by Roach

” ln studying the facts involved 
in both cases, the forum 
perceives that there is nut only 
inconsistency involved in these 
instances, but there is al.su bias 
by the newspaper,”  the letter 
said.

But von Netzer said that while 
the alumni association’s ad was 
presented as factual, the SAFE 
ad stated an opinion

Alumni association President 
Daryl Curtis said, “ We felt there 
were some obvious problems in 
how the Globe-News had covered 
West Texas State University All 
we were trying to do is just make 
people aware that no matter side 
of the issue, they needed to be 
aware that there was some bias­
ed reporting on the part of the 
Globe-News.”

Von Netzer said the ad wasn’t 
rejected because it disparaged 
the Globe-News, noting that the 
Globe-News accepted ads from 
PCBAN and printed numerous 
letters critical of the paper

Man said charged in drug case
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) -  Five 

relatives, including a man once 
accused of helping convicted spy 
Christopher Boyce rob banks, 
were arrested for trying to smug­
gle 45 tons of marijuana and 
hashish into the country, 
authorities said.

“ The war on drugs is being 
fought on many fronts. This is 
one of the skirmishes. This is a 
battle we happen to have won,” 
said Agent Tom Sheehan of the 
Drug Enforcement Administra­
tion.

At least 30 tons of hashish and 
15 tons of marijuana were seized 
from welded compartments of a 
barge after it was boarded Mon­
day night as it entered San Fran

cisco Bay. The lug Intrepid Ven­
ture, which had the barge in tow, 
also was seized

Authorities believe the .Asian- 
grown drugs, with a wholesale 
value of $162 million, had been 
loaded off a “ mother ship”  l.ooo 
miles offshore It took eight hours 
for agents to cut metal covers off 
the compartments to remove the 
contraband

“ This was a very sophisticated 
operation,”  said Rollin B Kiink, 
agent in charge for the Customs 
Service in San Francisco, Aho 
characterized the organization 
behind the operation as "huge ”

He said “ a piece of minor” in­
formation led lo the bust, but 
would not elaborate

WASHINGTON (NEA) -  Ronald 
Reagan is ready to begin the fourth 
summit of his presidency with Soviet 
leader Mikhail Gorbachev Although 
they are trying not to show it publicly. 
White House and State Department 
higher-ups are extremely apprehen 
sive about the meetings in Moscow 

The three previous summits had 
very specific agendas and goals, but 
the opposite is true for the coming 
meeting in Moscow 

When the Moscow summit original­
ly was agreed to, it was hoped that 
progress would have been made in the 
START talk negotiations to cut long- 
range missiles by up to 50 percent 

However, for all intents and pur­
poses. those talks haven't even begun 

The Reagan administration, mean­
while, hoped that a fully ratified trea 
ty on intermediate-range nuclear 
forces (INF) would be signed in Mos­
cow by the two leaders That became 
problematical when the Senate's in­
sisted on ironing out — before ratifi­
cation of the INF treaty — differ­
ences in interpretations of some 
verificatioo provisions 

Those differences were among the 
points discussed recently at a meeting 
in Geneva between Secretary of State 
George Shultz and Soviet Foreign 
Minister Eduard Shevardnadze to 
prepare for the Moscow summit 

What’s left, after all is said and 
done, is a summit with a very loose 
agenda of “regional issues* and hu­
man rights

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after treatment expanded
DALLAS (AP) — The director 

of the AIDS clinic at Parkland 
Memorial Hospital resigned only 
four days after a state district 
judge ordered the hospital to ex­
pand its medical for AIDŜ  pa­
tients.

Dr, Daniel Barbaro's resigna­
tion was announced Tuesday by 
officials of the University of 
Texas Southwestern Medical 
Center, He resigned Monday, of­
ficials said.

Dr. Stephen D, Nightingale, an 
associate professor in internal 
medicine at Southwestern and a 
former director of the AIDS 
clinic at Cook County Hospital In 
Chicago, was named ps his suc­
cessor.

Barbaro could not be reached 
for comment, the Dallas Morning 
News reported today, but said 
several od his colleagues said he 
resigned because he was fearful 
of being blamed for the AIDS 
clinic's staffing shortages and 
patient backlogs.

The problems prompted a

discrimination lawsuit by the 
Dallas Gay Alliance.

Alliance leaders, who have 
praised Barbaro's work, said 
they believe he will become "the 
scapegoat" for Parkland's legal 
problems,

"Parkland la looking for a way 
out of this, and Dr, Barbaro 
would  be a c o n ve n ie n t  
scapegoat," said alliance presi­
dent William Wavbourn. "That 
would be tragically unfortunate, 
because he was the one who has 
gone to bat for all those pa­
tients"

Barbaro, 35, had served as 
director of the clinic since June 

'B)86.-He had acknowledged that 
the clinic needed more physi­
cians, and threatened to quit in 
late 1M6 before UT Southwestern 
ssslgned a second doctor to han­
dle the increasing patient load.

Barbaro also iMd pressed for a 
number of changes that 
subaequently were sought in the 
civil lawsuit.

Hospital officials Tuesday

praised Barbaro's work with pa­
tients but criticized his ad­
ministrative skills.

"I appreciate what he did for 
the time he was here," said Dr, 
Ron Anderson, chief executive of- 
Hcer of Parkland. "He took good 
care of his patients but he didn't 
want to delegate much reepon- 
slbllity to the nurses, physician 
assistants and otheri. Dan was 
Jealous of his patients and he held 
onto them."

Anderson blamed Barbaro in 
April for many of the clinic's pro­
blems, saying that he created 
morale p r o e m s  among the staff 
and failed to make the moet of the 
resources available to the clinic.

A hoapital lawyer last week 
told District Judge John Mc­
Clelland Marshall that Barbaro 

-was responsible for the failure to 
provide sufficient doctors to treat 
AIDS patients.
