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C-City residents concerned
about police shooting event

COLORADO CITY, Texas
(AP) - The shooting of a 27-year-
old Colorado City man by a part-
time police officer has sparked
controversy among neighbors
and civil rights advocates in this
usually quiet West Texas town.

Scores of concerned citizens
met with representatives of the
U.S. Department of Justice and
minority rights groups for nearly
three hours Tuesday night to
discuss remedies for alleged civil
rights violations, the Big Spring
Herald reported. :

Part-time officer Billy - Ray
Williamson shot and killed Sam-
my Gomez May 13 when the of-
ficer arrived at Gomez’s grand-
parents’ home to arrest Gomez
on aggravated sexual assault

-charges.

“Nothing I say — nothing
anybody can say — is going to br-
ing the victim back,” said
Richard Sambrano of the Justice
Department’s community rela-
tions office in Dallas. ‘“But
sometimes a tragedy like this can
unite a community, keep the
same thing from happening in the
future.”

Sambrano was in town to in-
struct Colorado City police and
Mitchell County Sheriff’s Depart-
ment officers Wednesday in how
to avoid using excessive force or
committing civil rights violations
of prisoners.

Colorado City Police Chief Bob-
by Sparks said a warrant had
been issued for Gomez’s arrest in
connection with the aggravated
sexual assault of a 19-year-old
Colorado City woman. The
woman was assaulted repeatedly
between 11:30 p.m. May 11 and 4
a.m. May 12 in a car parked in
the same block as the Gomez
home.

Sparks said four officers were
dispatched to arrest Gomez
because the suspect had a prior
conviction for assault on a police
officer and was considered arm-

Soviets adopt law

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet
legislature today adopted a law
giving more freedom to private
business cooperatives after an
unusual open debate on tax rates
and bureaucratic rules.

The Supreme Soviet normally
only approves laws put forward
by the ruling Communist Party.

debate over provisions of a law
may reflect a greater willingness
and ability to speak out under
leader Soviet Communist Party
General Secretary Mikhail Gor-
bachev’s policy of openness.

The new law, a key element in
Gorbachev’s economic reform
program, sets tax rates for
cooperatives while giving them
broader business opportunities.
It also ensures that their proper-
ty may not be seized.

Types of machines equipped
with filtering devices other than
charcoal, hicwever; will.nace the
ammonia, causing a form of
anemia in the kidney patient.

The only other potential side-
effect involves tropical fish
owners. The ammonia added to
the water may affect such fish,
although it is believed the
amounts added here should be
negligible. -

Tropical fish owners who note
higher PH factors in the
aguarium water are advised to
add a clay-like filtering agent.

Regarding the amount or am-
monia and chlorine added to the
city’s drinking water, the city
currently mixes chlorine to water
at a ratio of 3 to 3!z parts per
million (ppm). That is, for every
million gallons of water, up to 3%
gallons of chlorine are added.

The ammonia process will add
12 gallon of ammonia to every
million gallons of water treated
at the plant. On a normal day, the
plant treats from 3 to 4 million
gallons of water.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I have beautiful
skin on my face, but my buttocks are
covered with pimples. How can |
clear up this embarrassing situation?

DEAR READER Complexion
problems often appear on the but
tocks without skin elsewhere on the
body being affected. In part, this may
be because the buttocks are almost al
ways covered, therefore, increased
sweating can contribute to skin blem
ishes in this area, as can prolonged
sitting and non-ahsorbent underwear
Try washing your behind with bacte
rial soap, such as Dal or Betadine,
twice a day. This will reduce the bac
terial count on your skin, thereby
making skin infections less likely. In
addition, change to cotton undergar
ments Finally, some people have dis
covered that regular washing with an
abrasive soap, such as Lava, will
gently remove the occlusive outer
layer of dead skin, permitting the
pores to breathe

If these simple measures are inef
fective, you may have to consider
seeking professional attention from a
skin specialist

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State Bar asked to address issues

AUSTIN (AP) A special
committee studying policies of
the State Bar of Texas was told to
consider a prohibition on buying
liquor for consumption or storage
in the State Bar Building

The recommendation came in
a letter written by Justice
Franklin Spears, the Texas
Supreme Court liaison to the bar,
to Tom Rugg of Beaumont, chair
man of the Special Commission
to Study State Bar Policies. The
commission reports to the state
bar's board of directors.

Spears said after considering
the bar's proposed 1988-89
budget, the court adopted an
order to continue the present
level of expenditures for 30 days,
until the bar has an opportunity
to evaluate and implement com-

mittee recommendations.

“There is substantial senti-
ment on the Court that your com
mission and the Bar Board ad-
dress certain issues that have
been raised over the past several
months, and | request that your
committee do so,” Spears wrote
in the letter released Wednesday.

Other issues outlined by Spears
included:
