Bush touts jobs, Dukakis cites rich-poor split

By The Associated Press

Democrat Michael Dukakis
and Republican George Bush are
offering starkly different views
of the nation’s economy as they
head into the decisive two months
of the 1988 presidential cam-
paign.

Dukakis said at a Labor Day
2;\—”“:1::‘.“‘!0
ten richer; the poor have gotten
poorer.’’

He said millions of high-paying
jobs have been replaced by low-
wage positions, and asked: ‘‘Can
we afford four more years of
that?”’

Republican rival Bush touted
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economic gains under the
Reagan administration, saying
the administration has created
‘““17% million jobs, more
disposable income for the
American people, lower taxes. ...
And all my opponent can do is tell
the American people how bad
things are.’”’
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Callipaig:. Bt ting
the gains we’'ve made in jobs and
peace and it’s about how to make
new breakthroughs in both
areas.”’ ’

After full schedules on Labor
Day, the symbolic opening of the
fall campaign, the Republican
and Democratic candidates

with the exception of GOP vice
presidential nominee Dan Quayle

remained on the road

Bush was on the West Coast for
appearances in Oregon and
Washington, while Dukakis had
events scheduled in Illinois and
Ohio.

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32 dead in Mexican floods

MEXICO CITY (AP) Red
Cross workers and army person-
nel distributed food, clothing and
medicine to thousands of people
left homeless by floods along the
Gulf and Pacific coasts that kill-
ed at least 32 people

Officials confirmed 16 dead and
about 15,500 homeless in northern
Veracruz state, said state
government spokeswoman
Lope7 Regscue
workers had dispensed 25,000
care packages to those in public
shelters, she said Monday night

Flood waters were receding in
most areas around the port of
Tuxpan, about 150 miles nor-
theast of Mexico City, where Hur
ricane Debby struck land on Fri
day before dissipating.

Vacationers
stranded
in Mexico

ZIHUATENEJO, Mexico (AP)
— Washed out roads and damag-
ed bridges have isolated sections
of Mexico's southwestern coast
and authorities asked airlines not
to fly more tourists into the air-
port serving this Pacific resort

‘““We don’t have anything for
them to do here,’’ said Capt.
Manuel Gomez Mendes, com-
mander of the Zihuatenejo air-
port, hours before workers finish-
ed clearing up to two feet of mud
from the lone runway Monday
afternoon.

Elsewhere along the coastal
road in Guerrero state, a spon-
taneous relay system shuttled
passengers and cargo from
break to break in the 220-mile
coast road from Lazaro
Cardenas to Acapulco.

Thousands of tourists were
stranded in luxury hotels sudden-
ly short of power and water,
while hundreds were gathered at
ticket counters or sleeping
alongside luggage at the airport.

“I've been out here for 60
hours,”” said Capt. Gustav
Godiez, chief of airport opera-
tions who was supervising the
runway cleanup

“I'm going to kill my travel
agent,”’ said Charles Corkery,
who said he was on his honey-
moon.
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But overflow from the Tuxpan
River left much of Alamo,
located 15 miles inland, beneath
eight feet of water, said Red
Cross worker Marta Cruz.

““The rains have stopped but
the river’s still rising,”’ Cruz said
from- - Alamo. ‘‘Everybody’s
waiting for it to subside. They're
bringing food to some public
shelters by beoat from Tuxpan”
she said

About 8,000 people lost their
homes in Alamo and 5,000 in
Piedras Negras, Lopez said.

Crews on Monday opened roads
between Martinez de la Torre
and San Rafael 60 miles to the
south, cut off by flooding since

Saturday. One lane of a 2-lane
road between Tuxpan and
Papantla, 45 miles south, was

reopened to traffic Monday

Mud and rocks dislodged by
more than a week of rain blocked
traffic on major
highways linking Mexico City
with Queretaro, Acapulco, Oax-
aca and Toluca.

Two crewmen were slightly
hurt when a passenger train hit
rocks and jumped the rails 17
miles north of Mexico City Mon-

day. None of the passengers was
hurt, the state railroad company
said

In Mexico City, 600 people
returned to ‘their homes after
fleeing when rivers flooded their
banks, and officials temporarily
closed one of the international
airport’s two runways because of

flocding
Light rain continued on the
Pacific coast, where Hutiicane

Kristy dumped rain last week but
never went ashore, the national
weather service said.

The airport and all major roads
leading to the resort of Ixtapa-
Zihuatenejo were closed for the
third day, stranding thousands of
tourists. Hundreds of vacationers
hopped aboard trucks, taxis and
buses between breaks in the
coastal road to get to Acapulco.

Two 7-year-old boys died when
a flash flood swept through their
house in Petatlan, about 25 miles
south of Zihuatenejo.

Power was restored to parts of
Zihuatenejo Monday by hooking
up a line from Acapulco, 40 miles
south, said Guerrero state
spokesman Tomas Benitez.

It’s time
to change doctors

DEAR DR. GOTT: I've had a prob-
lem with doctors and dentists making
me wait up to six hours to be seen
Don’t they have a legal responsibility
to provide service within a reasonable
period of time?

DEAR READER: Not to my knowl-
edge. In non-emergency situations,
doctors (and dentists) have a humane,
social obligation to see people on
time; I am not aware of any legal
obligation.

Unquestionably, doctors often are
delayed for perfectly valid reasons,
such as emergencies. I find that most
patients accept this unexpected in-
convenience, providing they are told
about it. I rant and rave about doctors
who callously keep patients waiting
without a word. I think that profes-
sionals owe their clients the courtesy
of letting then know that something
has come up. A professional can sim-
ply tell the office receptionist — by
phone or in person — that he or she is
running late, and that patients should
have the option of coming back anoth-
er time or waiting.

If your doctor has spells of lateness,
try calling his office just before you
leave for your appointment. Ask the
receptionist if Dr. X is running late; if
he’s hours behind, ask the receptionist
if your appointment can be resched-
uled for a later time that day.

However, lateness shouldn’t be ha-
bitual. 1 can think of few situations in
which the courteous physician cannot
inform his patients that he is delayed.
In some cases, the healer is too arro-
gant or inconsiderate to be kind to pa-
tients.

In the standard language of bridge
signals, a high card played on your

City builds home for centenarian

WEST PALM BEACH, Fla.
(AP) — Munching on junk food
and wearing pajamas, Willie
Sanchious — who says he’s 111 —
wondered why so much fuss has
been made to have him leave the
small wood and stucco house he’s
owned for over a half century.

“Why does everybody want me
to move oiit of my place?’’ asked
the crusty bachelor who, for
years, resisted efforts to relocate
him to a retirement home or
public housing.

“I'm happy here,” added the
animated centenarian, who
outlived two wives and his im-
mediate family.

Sanchious’ dilapidated home is
no longer fit for habitation and is
beyond repair. Lopsided from
termite decay, the roof leaks, all
the windows are gone and fetid
mattresses propped against the
walls block gaping holes in the
structure.

For Sanchious, however; it's
his home. He helped build it and
the adjacent house on a city lot he
bought in 1922 The second house
is in worse condition and is unoc-
cupied.

Both are among 600 abandoned
and ramshackled houses ear-
marked for demolition.

City officials are sympathetic
for this senior-senior citizen and
decided to build him a new honie
on his property.

Adopting a proposal by the
city’s community development

administrator, Richard Smith, a
two-bedroom prefabricated
home will be paid for with federal
money normally used to repair
and improve substandard homes
for the needy. The cost will be
under $30,000 including demoli-
tion of the old houses.

“Willie would probably die or
be emotionally distraught if he
were forced to move,’”’ explained
Smith. ‘“That would put stress on
his mental wellbeing and affect
his health.”

‘‘He most surely would wither
away,” added Shirley Simpson-
Wray, community development
coordinator. ‘‘For him to look at
the land he purchased over 60
years ago must be a comfort.”

When told of the city commis-
sion’s July 25 decision, Sanchious
was pleased, but had a terse
observation.

“Why don’t-they do it and stop
talking  about it. If they're
waiting for me to die, I ain’t gon-
na die. Jesus has a lot of things
for me todo.”

Smith and the city commission
have succumbed to one demand
by Sanchious.

“I want a big porch in front and
one on the street side,”’” he said,
recalling homes seen as a child.

PHOENIX, Ariz. (AP)
Jeanne Sallman’s home is stack-
ed with shoes: Satin-and-
rhinestone high heels. Leather
boots. White Nike high-tops. Tan
walking shoes. Dainty summer
sandals.

Their boxes stashed
haphazardly in an extra bedroom
overflow to the floors, shelves
and table tops of her office and

living room.
Ms. Sallman, sometimes
known as ‘‘the shoe fairy,” is

director of the National Odd Shoe
Exchange, a non-profit service
that helps people who need single
shoes or mismated pairs.

Her main duty is to match .up
sole mates — like a right-footed
amputee with a left-footed am-
putee who wears the same size,
people who wear two sizes
because of birth defects or
disease, consumers who cannot
afford to buy two pairs of shoes to
get a matched set or a single
shoe.

The 47-year-old woman runs

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the nearly 16,000-member ex-
change from her three-bedroom
Phoenix home. It's filled with
about 10,000 shoes and hundreds
of single socks donated by com-
panies across the country.

The phone rings constantly
with calls from members, poten-
tial members, television and
newspaper reporters and com-
panies who want to donate shoes.
German and Japanese television
networks recently have aired
segments on the shoe service.

Ms. Sallman, who wears a size

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Homeless in flood-ravaged
Bangladesh jostle for food

BAILTALI, Bangladesh (AP)

Soldiers are doling out rice and
water purification tablets to the
lucky among millions of people
left homeless by flooding that has
submerged most of Bangladesh
and claimed hundreds of lives.

On--Monday, barefoot-women
clambered- from - boats. Monday
onto the only strip of this village
still above water and pushed

each other in the light rain to get
at giant cooking pots.

Inundating three-fourths of this
impoverished nation, flood-
waters have claimed at least 406
lives this summer, according to

official figures. Dhaka
newspapers said today that the
death toll had risen to at least

1,120

The nation’s three main rivers
have receded slightly this week,
but continue to flow at their
highest levels in 34 years.

The Health Ministry says more
than 100,000 people are known to
be suffering from diarrhea and
5,715 more from dysentery as a
result of drinking contaminated
water. .

Taslimur Rahman, joint
secretary. of the ministry, told
reporters in the eapital of Divaka=
that people who succumb to the
illnesses are often drinking the
very flood water that maroons
them.

Officials say water purification
tablets are being distributed but
residents of Bailtali, a village of
2,000 people about 50 miles
southwest of Dhaka, said they
had not seen any.

‘“The water that is available to
drink is the flood water. We have
no option but to drink it,” Injul
Haq Majumder, a 37-year-old
teacher, told reporters who arriv-
ed by helicopter.

He translated his reply from
English to Bengali for villagers
who crowded around. A dozen
men nodded vigorously in agree-
ment.

The diarrhea cases primarily
have hit the interior but were also
reported today.in Dhaka, a city of
¢  million. Rahmat _Ali, a
mumupal official, said flood
waters had entered the city’s
drinking supply through leaky
pipes.

In much of Bangladesh, people
are huddled on tiny outcroppings
of muddy earth. The largest bit of
land seen during a helicopter tour
Monday that covered one-tenth of
the country was about the size of
a football field.

“Almost all the districts are
like this. Don’t think this is the
worst,”” Information Minister
Mahbubur Rahman told a dozen
foreign journalists who accompa-
nying him on the flight.

themselves as small and struggl-
ing, against a Hollywood Goliath.
The Concerned Women for

America, in a fund-raising letter, .

said, “Your gift of $100, $75, $50,
$20 — or whatever amount — is
sorely needed. “We need your
financial help to fight these rich
Hollywood moguls.” Similarly,
the American Family Associa-
tion has said that those ‘‘giving
$15 or more to help AFA oppose
the movie will receive a one year
subscription to the AFA Jour-
nal.”

‘“Jerry Falwell has been
preaching about the movie for
the last three weeks,” said the
Rev. Robert Hymers, a Los
Angeles minister who has been
one of the movie’'s most
outspoken critics. “‘Falwell’s do-

ing a tremendous fund-rasing job
through the film.”’

The American Society for the
Defense of Tradition, Family and
Property used a four-page, full-
color attack on the movie to
solicit small contributions. ‘“‘Peo-
ple have put their money where
their values are,”’ said Raymond
Drake, president of the organiza-
tion. Drake said that a phone
campaign brought in $39,000,
enough for a full-page advertise-
ment in The New York Times
against the movie.

It also may be true that some
Christian-themed organizations
are trying to exploit the con-
troversy for less-than-noble pur-

poses.

‘Raining fire’ may
be new problem

COOKE CITY, Mont. (AP) —
Firefighters, worried it would
start “raining fire’’ today, hosed
down houses and bolstered lines

- against blazes that have blacken-

ed nearly 1 million acres in and
around Yellowstone National
Park.

Southwesterly winds 20 to 30
mph were expected today after
the relatively. light winds -Mon-
day.

The changing winds could send
embers and flames into this com-
munity and nearby Silver Gate
from the advancing 61,300-acre
Storm Creek blaze and backfires
set to deprive the fire of fuel.

‘“With these winds, it will be
heroic, a real success to save
some of these buildings,” said
fire information officer Pat
Kaunert.

Elsewhere in Yellowstone, the
142,000-acre North Fork fire
burned to within 214 miles of the
Old Faithful geyser Monday, but
authorities were optimistic the
fire would not reach the tourist
attraction.

Thirteen fires in and around
Yellowstone have scorched
900,000 acres, and should top 1
million acres today after aerial
surveys are completed, Gary
Cargill, head of the U.S. Forest
Service in Denver, said at a news
conference in Bozeman. About
300,000 acres could burn this
week alone, he said.

In Washington, Gov. Booth
Gardner on Monday called in the
National Guard to provide sup-
port for firefighters battling
blazes throughout the state. The
Guardsmen will help crews work-
ing the state’s largest fire, the
12,500-acre White Mountain Com-
plex blaze.

In Idaho, 13 forest fires raged
out of control. A new fire broke
out Monday seven miles north of
Island Park, on the western edge
of the massive North Fork fire

that burned out of Yellowstone
during the weekend, forcing an
estimated 150-200 summer cabin
owners to evacuate.

In Silyer Gate and Cooke City
near Yellowstone’s northeastern
entrance, all but 30 of the approx-
ima.ely 150 residents had
evacuated.

“Some of them are staying
around because they want to see
what the fire does,” said Bob
Fry, an emergency services of-
ficial. “They’re mostly packed
up, though, and we're trymg to
push them out.”

Mild winds blew ash and smoke
toward the towns Monday after-
noon.

“First it starts snowing ash.
Then it starts raining fire,”’ said
Kaunert.

Even without the winds, fires
jumped lines in many areas.

Lines were completed Monday
around Silver Gate, and nearly
completed around Cooke City,
said fire'information officer Sue
Consolo.

About 75 trucks were called in
from as far away as Nevada to
protect buildings in the com-
munities. Firefighters also dous-
ed homes with water.

Hopes of burning out fuels from
a two-miie swath in the fire’s
path were dashed when backfires
failed to burn as expected, leav-
ing towns with less protection
than officials had wanted.

Forest Service officials in nor-
thwest Montana also prepared an
evacuation plan for homes in a
residential area south of the tiny
town of Fortine.

‘“Right now, we've got our
fingers crossed that this wind
isn’t going to be that harsh,”’ said
spokesman Dick Guth, stressing
that residents would be asked to
leave only if winds materialize.
The blaze jumped over some
lines and grew to an estimated
12,300 acres.

While the forecast for brisk
winds worried officials at most
fires in the region, it was welcom-
ed at the 54,270-acre Hellroaring
Creek fire burning in Montana's
Absaroka-Beartooth Wilderness
and south into Yellowstone.

Spokesman Stephanie Gibert
said the expected southwest
winds would allow firefighters to,
set backfires that would burn into
themain blaze.

Elsewhere, ca'mer wind and
slightly lower temperatures
helped firefighters grapple with
blazes that charred nearly 21,000
acres of southern California
brush. In northern California,
rough, steep terrain four miles
north of Shelter Cove in Hum-
boldt County slowed efforts to
subdue a fire that burned 550
acres of brush and timber.

Oregon’s largest fire of the
season was nearly contained at
just under 57,000 acres in the rug-
ged Hell's Canyon National
Recreation Area.

In Utah, air tankers and
ground crews stopped a 250-acre
brush fire that had threatened
the community of Paradise.

Probe continues

‘Domino effect’
seen in hospitals

CHICAGO (AP) — Inner city
hospitals collapsing in financial
failure are likely to le their

ailing neighbors in a * ino ef-
fect’” hastened by growing tides
of poor and eroding government

suﬁport, medical authorities say.
ural hospitals are shutting

down at an equal rate and are
leaving large gaps in the
availability of health care, the
authorities say.

Last week, a 437-bed hospital in
Chicago and a 30-bed institution
in rural southwestern Illinois an-
nounced they would close,
becoming casualties in an ac-
celerating national trend.

“It’s a fragile environment for
hospitals,” says Jan Shulman, a

eswoman for the American

ospital Association, which

tallied a record 79 hospital clos-
ings nationwide last year.

In Illinois, for example, five
closed in 1987. Twenty-five of the
state’s 226 remai hospitals fit
the profile of ngered in-
stitutions, most in Chicago and
one in East St. Louis, said Ken-
neth Robbins, president of the Il-
linois Hospital Association.

Typically, the shaky hospitals
are in poor, inner-city
neighborhoods, with 25 percent of
their patients r people
covered under Medicaid, 30 per-
cent to 40 percent elderly mle
covered under Medicare, 5
percent to 10 percent indigent

with no way of paying,
said.

The state pays hospitals only 73

- cents for every dollar they spend

treating Medicaid patients, and
the federal government ﬂnys only

r spent
treating Medicare patients, he
said.

‘““Nearly 60 percent of all com-
munity hospitals lost money pro-
viding patient-care services in
1986, Ms. Shulman said. She
noted that the number of unin-
sured people has risen from 33
million in 1983 to 37 million.

“There’s a certain domino ef-
fect that necomp.nles the closing
of any hospital,”” Robbins said. If
a neighboring hospital has been
treating many poor patients,
“and it has to absorb even more,
the additional load could be the

straw that breaks the back of
that hospital.”

Edward Duffy, outgoing direc-
tor of the Illinois Department of
Public Aid, says surplus beds as
much as inadequate government
support are to blame for much of
the trouble. He cited the soon-to-
be closed St. Anne’s Hospital as
an example, noting that it has
been using only about one-
quarter of its 437 beds.

‘‘Hospitals like St. Anne’s are
the steel mills of the hospital in-
dustry,” Duffy said after the
hospital announced its closing
last week. ‘‘People don’t use
hospitals like they used to. I could
have tripled my rates “(of
Medicaid reimbursément) but
that would not have kept that
hospital open.”

“I totally disagree,” said Rob-
bins, adding that St. Anne’s scal-
ed back on beds as an ap-
propriate response to falling de-
mand. “In the final analysis, it
was inadequate payment that
killed them, not just ... this year
or‘last year, but over a period of
years.”

Inner city hospitals are not
alone in these difficulties.

Texas, whose 43 hospital clos-
ings since the ing of 1987
are the most for any state during
the period, sees most of the shut-
downs among tiny rural
hospitals, said Ann Ward Rogers,
a spokeswoman for the Texas
Hospital Association.

Besides inadequate govern-
ment reimbursement and falling
occupancy rates, rural hospitals
have trouble attracting qualified
doctors and nurses, she said in a
telephone interview last week
from Austin.

Texas has 48 counties with no
hospital, Mrs. Rogers said,
noting that residents of such
counties must travel to seek
health care.

Robbins said solutions to the
problem will come only through
more adequate Medicaid and
Medicare financing; better in-
centives for physicians to treat
poor patients in their offices,
relieving the burden of indigent
patients on hospitals; and better
provision of nursing home care.

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Report: schools

in U.S. lack

right computers

WASHINGTON (AP)

.American schools have only one

computer for every 30 students
and even those pupils with access
to computers get to use them an
average of just one hour a week,
a report to Congress said today.

The report by the congres-
sional Office of Technology
Assessment said ‘‘today’s
classrooms typically resemble
their ancestors of 50 years ago
more closely than operating
rooms or business offices resem-
ble their 1938 versions.”

The agency estimated that
schools have spent $2 billion on
computer hardware over the past
decade. There are now 1.2 million
to 1.7 million computers in public
schools, and fewer than 5 percent
have no computers.

But the agency said it would
cost $4 billion to buy enough
equipment to reduce the student-
computer ratio from 30-1 to 3-1.

The 246-page report, based on
two years’ research, said that
between 1981 and 1987 the percen-
tage of schools equipped with
computers for instructional use
grew from 18 percent to 95 per-
cent.

Computers are not the only new

machines in American
classrooms.
‘“The 1980s witnessed a tremen-

dous expansion in school use of
advanced technology of all
types,”’ thereport said. .

“In 1980 very few schools had
videocassette recorders. Today
roughly 90 percent do,” it said,
adding that the availability of
cable and satellite transmission
has made the television a more
potent teaching tool — especially
for schools in remote areas.

“In practice there is wide
disparity — one computer in a
classroom, clusters of computers
in the library or classrooms, full
computer laboratories and
classrooms with no computers,”’
it said. ‘‘Not all students use com-
puters and ... those who do spend
on average a little more than one
hour per week on the computer.”

The report said that ‘‘although
new interactive technologies can-
not alone solve the problems of
American education, they have
already contributed to important
improvements in learning. These
tools can plan an even greater
role ... both by helping children
acquire basic skills and by en-
dowing them with more
sophisticated skills so they can
acquire and apply knowledge
over their lifetimes.”’

To tap the potential of
technology, the report said, ‘“‘a
greater investment will be
necessary,”’ including a more ac-
tive federal role in spurring
research and helping spread the
new teaching tools.

The report warned that ‘‘the
vast majority of those now
teaching or planning to teach
have had little or no computer
education or training.” Most of
what they have been taught is to

how to use compnters
themselves, not how to teach with
computers.

“Despite a nationwide call to
improve teaching, there is
almost no federal money for the
training of new teachers,”’ it said.
