In Towa, conservationists said

Stripping away the residue of
the last crop and turning the dirt
over always has the risk that
wind and water erosion will carry
off exposed topsoil

“But this year’'s drought left
the soil drier than usual. That
means if the land is plowed it will
be especially vulnerable to wind

n

erosion,”” Jim Ayen, state
resource conservationist for the
Soil Conservation Service of the
U.S. Department of Agriculture,
said in an advisory urging
farmers not to plow this fall

In addition to unusually dry
conditions, drought damage to
crops reduced the residue in the
soil after the harvest, cutting the
natural protection available to
soil left unplowed, Argabright
said.

Dry soil also is vulnerable to
greater than usual water erosion.
Raindrops break bare soil into
tiny particles and water carries
the particles away, Pingry said.

Oswald’s widow says
he didn’t act alone

NEW YORK (AP) Twenty-
five years after the death of
President John F. Kennedy, the
widow of accused Kkiller Lee
Harvey Oswald says she now
believes her husband did not act
alone

“It was a very
plot, brilliantly executed,” said
Marina Oswald Porter in the
November issue of Ladies’ Home
Journal, published Tuesday
“Could any intelligent person
believe that kind of thing was
organized by one man?

“‘I think he was caught between
two powers the government
and organized crime,’’ said Mrs
Porter

Testimony by Oswald’s widow,
who married Dallas carpenter
Kenneth Porter in 1965, helped
the Warren Commission con-
clude that a deranged Oswald
acted alone in the Nov. 22, 1963
assassination

“When I was questioned by the
Warren Commission, I was a
blind kitten,’’ she said

The commission, appointed to
investigate the assassination,
concluded it was the work of a
single gunman, Oswald. But in
1979, the House Select Committee
on Assassinations, relying in part
on acoustical evidence, conclud-
ed a conspiracy was likely and
that it may have involved
organized crime.

Since then, Mrs. Porter, 47, has
drawn new conclusions.

“I don’t know if Lee shot him,”’
she said. “I'm not saying that
Lee is innocent, that he didn’t
know about the conspiracy or
was not a part of it, but I am say-
ing he’s not necessarily guilty of
murder.”’

“At first, I thought that Jack
Ruby (who killed Oswald two
days after the assassination) was
swayed by passion; all of
America was grieving,”’ she said.
“But later, we found that he had
connections with the underworld.
Now, 1 think Lee was killed. to
keep his mouth shut.”

Mrs. Porter said that in
retrospect, Oswald seem>d pro-
fessionally schooled in
secretiveness ‘‘and I believe he
worked for the American govern-
ment.”’

“He was taught the Russian

¢

complicated

language when he was in the
military. Do you think that is
usual, that an ordinary soldier is
taught Russian? Also, he got in
and out of Russia quite easily,
and he got me out quite easily,”
said Mrs. Porter. who emigrated
from the Soviet Union in 1961
after marrying Oswald.

In the months preceding the
assassination, a man posing as
Oswald reportedly appeared in
several public places in the
Dallas area.

“I learned afterward that so-
meone who said he was Lee had
been going around looking to buy
a car, having adrink ina bar. I'm
telling you, Lee did not drink and
he didn’t know how to drive.

“And afterward, the FBI took
me to a store in Fort Worth where
Lee was supposed to have gone to
buy a gun. Someone even
described me and said I was with
him. This woman was wearing a
maternity outfit like one I had.
But I had never been there,’”’ she
said.

Mrs. Porter said she hopes the
truth will emerge when the War-
ren Commission materials are
declassified.

“Look, I'm walking through
the woods, trying to find a path,
just like all of us,”” she said. ““The
only difference is, I have a little
bit of insight. Only half the truth
has been told.”
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Causes, treatment
for back problems

DEAR DR. GOTT: What is spinal
stenosis?
DEAR READER Spinal stenosis is

the pain of sciatic nerve compression
from a herniated disc. It consists of a
narrowed spinal canal and is usually
due to osteoarthritis or other bony ab-
normalities of the vertebrae. Spinal
stenosis causes pain in the buttocks,
thighs or calves on standing or walk-
ing. The diagnosis is established by a
myelogram, a special X-ray study of
the back. Non-surgical treatment,
such as weight loss and physiothera-

py, may help the symptoms. Howev-
er, in most cases, surgery (decom-
pression laniinectomy) is required to
remove the offending areas of bone
that are exerting pressure on the
nerves. This is a problem best dealt
with by a neurosurgeon.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I had a compres-
sion fracture of a vertebra in the lum-
bar section of the spine. I still have
soreness after nine months. Can this
condition precipitate arthritis? Would
exercise help?

DEAR READER: A compression
fracture is traumatic squishing of one
(or more) of the doughnut-shaped ver-
tebral bones in the back. In young
people, this can result from serious
injury and usually heals with time,
without symptoms except for spinal
stiffness and soreness.

In older people, on the other hand,
loss of bone calcium leads to an in-
creased tendency to spontaneous
compression fractures. The bones of
the spine become weak, brittle and
unstable; they can be relatively easily
scrunched in the normal course of ev-
eryday activities. Hence, compres-
sion fractures are often seen in the el-
derly during X-ray examinations for
backache. These fractures do heal in
time, but the architecture of the ver-

tebrae remains abnormal, so pain and
stiffness persist.

Many types of bone fractures result
in later arthritis. Spinal com on
fractures are no exception. However,
since most elderly patients have ar-
thritis anyway, doctors of ten have dif-
ficulty determining whether the ar-
thritis follows the fracture or is
present as a separate issue.

Exercise, physiotherapy, back
braces and the use of hormone pills
and calcium supplements (when ap-
propriate) are halpful means of mini-
mizing pain and disability. Patients
can often obtain relief of symptoms
by following a program laid out by the
combined efforts of orthopedic doc-
tors and metabolic specialists. Such a
multi-disciplinary approach offers
hope to the thousands of patients with
both traumatic and taneous com-
pression fractures. For more infor-
mation, I am sending you a copy of
my Health Report “Understanding
Osteoarthritis.”

Today's declarer put a bit too much
trust in his opponents’ bidding, al-
though that trust would be justified 99
percent of the time

West'’s four-spade bid put consider-
able pressure on North-South. North
made a penalty double, but South
chose to remove it to five clubs

When the diamond was led, declarer
won in dummy, drew the trump and
promptly took a spade finesse, intend-
ing to- discard a heart loser. East’'s
king of spades was unexpected. East
exited with a diamond and declarer
eventually lost two hearts for down
one.

South showed true grit, admitting he
should have made five clubs. All he
needed to do was plan ahead. It’s true
that the king of spades rated to be on-
side, but there was a measurable
chance that it was offside (and it was).

South’s winning play is to win the di-
amond lead, ruff a diamond with -an
honor, lead a trump to dummy and
ruff another diamond. He then leads
one more trump to dummy and ruffs
the last diamond.

With diamonds eliminated, declarer
leads a heart and plays dummy’s jack.
East wins the queen but has no suc-
cessful lead. Anything gives up an 11th
trick.

The key is to admit that even 99 per-
cent isn’t perfect and can be improved
on. Even then it is necessary to think
about it early. If declarer fails to ruff
a diamond at trick two, the end posi-
tion won’t work. Full marks to South
for acknowledging his error.

Afghan withdrawal
halted by Soviets

UNITED NATIONS (AP)
Foreign Minister Eduard A.
Shevardnadze says the Soviet
Union has suspended the
withdrawal of its troops from
Afghanistan because of persis-
tent violations of a U.N.-
negotiated agreement.

Also Tuesday, Soviet leader
Mikhail S. Gorbachev told the
United States and Pakistan to
‘““come to their senses’” and stop
arming the guerrillas fighting
the communist Afghan govern-
ment

In remarks reported by the of-
ficial -Tass news agency, Gor-
bachev said Pakistan was trying
to install leaders in neighboring
Afghanistan to its own liking
despite the wishes of the Afghan
people

At the United Nations,
Shevardnadze said the Soviets
have not" yet begun the : ~cond
stage of their withdrawal from
Afghanistan. Half a Soviet force
of more than 100,000 troops had
pulled out by Aug. 15.

“Let's wait and see,”’ he told
reporters. ‘It is necessary to stop
the violations that take place. It
is the most important thing.”

In a speech to the General
Assembly earlier, he asked the
five members of the U.N. Securi-
ty Council to discuss violations of
the withdrawal agreement with
Afghanistan and Pakistan.

‘“‘As soon as Soviet troops
began to withdraw, a non-stop
production line of violations was
set in motion,”’ said Shevard-
nadze.

He did not name Pakistan, but
the Soviet Union has filed
numerous complaints with the
United Nations complaining that
Pakistan is allowing U.S.-backed
guerrillas to launch raids into
Afghanistan from bases in
Pakistan.

““This cannot be allowed to hap-
pen,”’ he said. ‘‘We're not com-
plaining to anyone. We have the
means to make things fall into
place. But we are responsible to
the United Nations and therefore
are appealing toit."”

“Your home is your home no
matter what happens to it/
LoVerdi said Tuesday. “I'm go-
ing back.”

State health officials announc-
ed Tuesday that hundreds of
former Love Canal residents
may return to the homes they left
after the neighborhood .was
declared a disaster by President
Jimmy Carter 10 years ago. Up to
80 other families were hoping the
study would confirm their deci-
sion to stay in their homes near
the former chemical dump site.

The state health commissioner,
Dr. David Axelrod, said that as a
result of state and federal
cleanup efforts, most areas of
Love Canal contain no more
chemicals than other
neighborhoods in this industrial
city.

Axelrod met with about 200
former residents Tuesday night
toannounce his findings. Axelrod
said, however, that some blocks
remain unsafe, affecting about 10
families.

The long-anticipated finding
was hailed by former residents
who feared that their
neighborhood would be left
boarded up and mostly abandon-
ed as a symbol of environmental
disaster.

“We didn’t want to be a symbol
of anything. We just wanted our
lifestyle back,” said LoVerdi, a
retired laborer who led a group of
renters fighting city and state
plans to tear down the Lasalle
Housing Project and other homes
in the area.

LoVerdi was among the renters
evicted this spring from the pro-
ject, where state officials never
found contamination. It is
scheduled to be torn down
because it would cost too much to
renovate.

Hieged gang rape...

Jurors say defendant’s
testimony hurt his case

SAN DIEGO, Texas (AP)
Several of the jurors who con-
victed the first of 10 gang rape
defendants say the defendant’s
testimony was damaging to his
defense and two of the jurors say
they fear retaliation from friends
and relatives.

Jurors deliberated about two
hours eavlv. Tnesday, hafore. fin-
ding Orlando Garza, 24, guilty of
forcing the woman to have sex
with him and then tbok about 20
minutes to recommend that he be
riven the maximum sentence of
<0 years in prison.

The victim claims that as
many as 23 men forced her to
have sex with them after she was
abducted by Garza and three
other men as she walked on a
street near her home in the Duval
County seat town of 5,000.

Some of the jurors Tuesday
told the Corpus Christi Caller-
Times they developed a sense of
mistrust of Garza while listening
to his testimony.

Garza testified that the woman
willingly accompanied the men
to the scene of a cock fight north
of San Diego and agreed, in fact,
urged him to have sex with her.

Some of the jurors were hesi-
tant to discuss the case and two
were fearful of retaliation by
friends or relatives of Garza or
the other 10 defendants.

Jurors were subjected to a 22-
hour ordeal in reaching the con-
clusion of the trial because
District Judge Ricardo H. Garcia
wanted to attend a judicial con-
ference in Fort Worth. The final
day of proceedings began at 9:30
a.m. Monday and ended shortly
after 7a.m. Tuesday.

The judge gave jurors the op-
tion of going home to rest or re-
maining to finish the trial. They
chose to stay.

“I think that got them think-
ing,”’ she said.

Juror Juanita Garcia of Freer,
said she was too weary to discuss
the case.

“It was all just too trying for
me,” she said. “I am too tired
and just don’t want to think about
it right now.”

Jury foreman Hector de los
Santos of Benavides said re-
counted testimony from Garza
finally united the 12 jurors.

“What really made us all
decide he was guilty was when
Garza said he went to the ranch
with his three friends and the girl
and then everyone came back but
her,”” he said. ‘‘That sounded
fishy.

“Why didn’t one or two stay
with her there?"’

“They localed & eadavii Ty
can see a leg but the body is
squeezed in and it's down very
deep,”’ Luis Carlos Trevino Ber-
chelman, Nuevo Leon state assis-
tant attorney general, said at the
scene.

Rescue teams workmg smce
the buliding coilapsed and siid
down a steep hill Tuesday morn-
ing dug by hand and carried out
buckets of broken concrete that
had been the building’s walls and
floors. :

“The goai is to preserve the life
of those that may be inside,”
Trevino Berchelman said.

He said three teams of dogs
had been brought in to sniff
through the rubble, including an
American group from Dallas,
Texas, all had pinpointed about
the same locations where the vic-
tims may be trapped.

But he said the heavy concrete
slabs prevented rescue workers
from getting in to those locations.

Authorities said the 3-year-old
building may have been weaken-
ed by Hurricane Gilbert, which
hit this northern industrial city
on Sept. 17 and caused
widespread flooding that killed at
least 140 people in the area.

the opportunity to name six
judges this November, and he
urged voters to bé mformed
about the supreme court races.

“Money and politics result in
bad laws,”’ citing the $8.8 million
contributed to four current
judges from ‘‘a handful of plain-
tiff firms. We have a court bought
by the plaintiff's bar while
business has sat on its hands.”

He asked the mostly
businessman audience if anyone
could name the nine supreme
court justices. ‘‘A good
workman’s compensation bill
can be undone at the supreme
court level. The court is making
law and is making bad law.”’

In addition to electing non-
partisan judges, Perry suggested
the heart of legislative reform
would be to remove compensa-
tion claims from the civil courts.

Perry described the Texas In-
dustrial Accident Board as a
turnstile on the way to the cour-
thouse. He said Texas is only one
of three states that retain trial
de novo, which sends cases
directly to the civil courts. “‘Trial
lawyers will do anything to pre-
vent this reform. Trial de novo is
a narrow special interest system
that is antiquated.”

“It's an economic issue and
you can’t dance around it. There
are lawyers who make a massive
amount of money representing
injured workers. This is the gut
issue of the 71st session--who's
afraid of trial lawyers.”’

He said windfall of large
punitive damages is proof that
the purpose of workman’s com-
pensation has been lost. ‘““The
purpose was to take care of the
injured worker and to meet his
basic needs until he gets back on
the job. It was never designed to
be a windfall. Nobody is owed a
windfall.”

In addition, Perry said effec-
tive reform must also address
rehabilitation of injured workers
as well as job safety. ““This is a
two-way street, and business
must also pick up its feet.”’

Perry predicted thagt the
reform bill, HB1, has the full sup-
port of the House leadership and
that the bill will pass by more
than 100 votes and be sent to the
senate within 45 days of the open-
ing of the session.

Perry further suggested that
the bill will fall flat in the senate.
The house member said voters
will have to let senators know and
demand passage. ‘‘The con-
stituency must force the bill out
of the Senate.”

Shuttle carries escape system

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) The bulky orange
pressure suits are far less com-
fortable than the coveralls shut-
tle crews once wore — and they
take forever to put on. But they

could be lifesavers for
Discovery’s astronauts
The 75-pound suits, never

before worn into space, are to be
worn only during takeoff and lan-
ding and come packed with
parachutes, lifeboats and radios.
They are part of a new escape
system, including a telescoping
pole and an escape hatch, that
was devised in the aftermath of
Challenger, although it would not
have helped in the disaster that
killed seven astronauts.

“It’'s not a very comfortable
thing to walk around in, but it's
got a lot of capabilities,’’ said Ro-
ly Rice, project engineer for the
system, at NASA's
Johnson Space Center

It’s so uncomfortable, in fact,
that NASA has cut the “launch
window'' — the span in which lif-
toff could occur from three to
21> hours to reduce the time the
five crew members must spend
on their backs inside the orbiter
while dressed in the garments

The astronauts also will have to
wake up about 30 minutes earlier
than previously on launch day
because it takes extra time to put
the suits on

During the first four shuttle
flights, astronauts wore less
sophisticated pressure suits that
were to be used in combination
with ejection seats in case of a
launch emergency. But after the
shuttle was deemed ‘‘opera
tional,”’ the seats were removed
and the suits replaced with sim
ple coveralls
