HOLD THAT LINE

Jordan said his tiny 
son clung precariously to a 
thread of life as physicans at 
Methodist Hospital in Lub­
bock battled a 106-degree 
temperature for three days,
The attending physician Wed­

nesday told The Enterprise that 
the baby’s symptoms indicated 
encephalitis infection.

"If it is encephalitis, it can be- 
traced to mosquitoes,” the Lub­
bock doctor declared.

In the meantime, the baby’s 
father reported the child’s con­
dition as improved.

Mayor Ray said the city has 
been marking time on spray­
ing operations in an effort to 
determine whether the spray 
being used is actually detri­
mental to plants.

"However, we would like for 
the people to know that w'e- 
quit spraying because of the 
complaint and are trying to 
find out about the situation," 
Mayor Ray declared.
Mayor Ray said Jason Gordon, 

an insecticide expert from Plain- 
view, City Health Officer B. J. 
Souders and Lamb County Agent 
Bill Kimbrough would inspect 
the shrubs at the home of the 
complaining couple Thursday. * 

One local authority on insects 
and insecticides expressed an op­
inion that the shrubs might poss­
ibly be under attack by insects 
and that the spray being applied 
by the city might conceivably 
save the shrubs rather than kill 
them.

Mayor Ray said the city is 
using an insecticide mixture re­
commended by the State Health 
Department.

Mayor Ray said the city re­
sumed spraying Tuesday night 
but skipped a wide area adja­
cent the complaining parties.

The mayor expressed fear 
that the city might be sued by 
the parties involved. He said 
he is pursuing every possible 
means of settling the difficulty 
peacefully for the benefit of the 
entire town.
The city’s mosquito control 

had been excellent until the city 
ceased to spray about three 
weeks ago. Mosquito infestation 
became increasingly heavier af­
ter that time.
