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“Americans Are A  Fortunate People Says 
Captain Gibson Kemp On Return From Korea

“ ‘Incredible’ is the word,” de­
clared Capt. Gibson Kemp in 
describing his impression of Ko­
rea after returning from a 16- 
month tour of duty in that 
country.

“Americans who have been to 
Korea feel very keenly about our 
fortunate lot by contrast,” he 
continued. “Korea is the poorest 
section of the world I’ve ever 
seen.”

Captain Kemp, former Olton 
resident and brother of Bill and 
3 . B. Kemp, is a career army 
officer and plans retirement 
when his 20 years’ service is 
completed in three and a half 
years.

He landed in Amarillo April 1 
for a 30-day leave—no April 
Fool’s joke to him or his wife, 
Lynne, his English “bride” of 10 
years.

Olton was home to Mrs. Kemp 
while her husband was in Korea, 
although thousands of miles from 
her native soil. Maintaining that 
she would have stayed here re­
gardless, she had expected her 
mother for an extended visit to 
help alleviate the loneliness. Butj 
plans did not develop as her sis­
ter and three children who live 
in Canada decided to visit her 
mother in England.

So Lynne remained in Olton, 
where she had been for only 
short periods of time, and work­
ed at Anne’s Flower & What-Not 
Shop.

A tall slender blond, Lynne 
was stationed at Salisbury, Eng­
land, with the British Army 
Auxiliary when she met her hus-

band-to-be in 1945. After com- the principal farm commodities. [
pleting her service obligation in 
1947, she came to the States 
aboard the Queen Elizabeth and 
they were married in Columbia, 
SC.

She received her citizenship 
papers at Philadelphia in 1950, 
becoming a full-fledged Amer­
ican.

After their marriage they lived 
at Fort Bragg, NC, until late 1949 
when Kemp was sent to Japan. 
His wife joined him six months 
later during the Korean war and 
they remained in Japan for three 
years.

“I thought he was in Korea 
then,” Lynne laughingly said. 
“While on board ship going to 
Japan, Gib sent me a ‘Happy 
Birthday’ message on the 11th. 
Since my birthday was not until 
the 22nd, I thought this was 
code” telling me he would be 

in Korea when I arrived. But he 
had just gotten confused on the 
dates.”

When they returned to Fort 
Dix, NJ, her mother made her 
first trip to the United States to 
visit her daughter and son-in- 
law and was convinced that 
America was a truly wonderful 
country.

Talking of Korea, Captain 
Kemp said a bright spot in that 
poor and unfavored area is that 
Christian missions are very ac­
tive and apparently have a large 
following.

“Korea appears to be making 
a slow recovery,” Kemp stated. 
“South Korea has principally an 
agriculture economy. Although 
the most primitive of imple­
ments are used, the yield per 
acre is considerably more than 
in the United States.

Koreans have no petroleum, lit­
tle coal, and little wood. They 
need much industrial assistance, 
but who will trade heavy equip­
ment for rice?”

Kemp’s thinking is that a 
cheaper source of fuel would be 
the greatest hope for a reason­
able degree of industrial devel­
opment. At present a low-grade 
bituminous coal seems to be the 
best available. The industrial 
base is in Northern Korea where 
where there are hydro-electrical 
developments that the Japanese 
built and coal mines that they 
developed.

“The whole country appears 
to have been largely denuded of 
timber and looks as if it has 
been beseiged by unearthly-sized 
locusts,” said Kemp. Stating that 
the reforestation program is very 
slow, he described the main 
sources of home fuel as raked 
leaves, weeds and small brush.

The principal mode of moving 
freight for Koreans are “A- 
frames” on their backs on which 
they carry fantastically heavy 
loads. The women also carry 
pots perched atop a cloth-covered 
doughnut shaped apparatus on 
their heads. One result is that 
both sexes have the very finest 
posture.

Kemp maintains that ship­
ments of bicycle wheels would 
greatly aid Korean economy. As 
many Koreans do not even have 
carts, they expend much of their 
energy transporting freight on 
their backs.

Rice, vegetables, and small 
amounts of protein make up the 
basic diet of Koreans. Kimchi, 
a concoction of decayed vege

Kemp described a typical rural 
home as consisting of a frame 
work of twisted sticks plastered 
wdth mud and a thatched roof 
The “modern” heating system 
used to warm them in the ex­
tremely cold winters is a form 
of radiant heat, as the heat from 
their cooking pot area placed on 
the outside of the house flows 
under the floor and out through 
the chimney stack on the oppo­
site side of the house.

Floors, which are usually on 
a stone foundation secured with 
mud mortar, are surfaced with 
mud and a top layer of paper

Kemp says that the Customs, 
manners, and dress of Koreans 
differ from the Japanese. Incon 
gruous with the grime and pov­
erty of the country, the typical 
dress of men and women is 
white, the Buddhist symbol of 
purity.

There are numerous streams 
in the extremely mountainous 
Korean country, and it is here 
that the women do the family 
laundry by rolling their clothing 
on rocks.

Sanitation facilities are nil 
and the mode of life is very 
backward even in the cities of 
Korea. Road systems are very 
poor and anything but a dirt 
road is an exception.

But Captain Kemp’s Korean 
tour is over and he hopes to 
remain in the State until his 
retirement. “My own feeling is 
that the Army should shorten 
the Korean tour of duty to 12 
months,” he stated.

What are the Kemps’ plans 
three years hence when they 
become a civilian couple? They 
smiled at each other and agreed, 
A vacation trip to England.”

John P eter Z enger was arrested “for printing 
and publishing several seditious libels dispersed 
throughout his journals or newspapers...."

Zenger was a New York printer in the days when 
Governor Cosby ruled the colony. Governor Cosby 
ruled in such an autocratic, overbearing manner that 
several indignant citizens started a newspaper to 
arouse the public against his tyranny. Zenger un­
dertook to publish the newspaper.

Zenger was thrown into prison, and his bail was 
fixed at 800 pounds, a large sum for those days and 
quite beyond his ability to furnish. He stayed in jail 
•or months, and his situation appeared hopeless.

The case finally was called to the attention of 
Andrew Hamilton, a  distinguished Pennsylvania

lawyer, who took up Zenger's cause as a public 
service. Hamilton forced the case t*  trial, and his 
speech to the jury, which led to Zenger’s acquittal, 
is a ringing statement of what the press in America 
must still vigilantly fight for.

All men have the right. Hamilton maintained, 
"publicly to remonstrate the abuses of pow er...and  
to assert with courage the sense they have of the 
blessing of liberty...and their resolution at all haz­
ards to preserve it.”

Today in our country encroachments by govern­
ments and private interests alike upon freedom of 
the press are counter to law. Nevertheless, even 
today the press must battle constantly to keep that 

.freedom intact.
