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PRESIDENTIAL TOUR OF SOUTHWESTERN DROUTH
AREA REPRESENTS BASIC AMERICAN DEMOCRACY

Of greatest significance to this
writer was an awe-inspiring
realization stemming from Mon-
day’s coverage of the presiden-
tial tour of Curry County, NM.
Namely, that we live in a coun-
try where the opportunity exists
for an average citizen sto walk
alongside our president on a
dusty, wind-swept Southwestern
farm, far from the pomp and
ceremony of the Washington
Merry-Go-Round.

One can have the special hear-
ing and receiving lines of the
White House—we’'ll take the un-
forgettable sight of the leader of
our country scuffing his much-
polished shoes against dry,
parched earth as he walks and
talks with Mr, Average Farmer
on his own land.

From the moment President
Eisenhower alighted from his
personal plane—a silver beauty
bearing the name and picture
of a blue columbine, the state
flower of Colorado—we were
aware, regardless of political
leaning, that here was a truly

reat American. :

'Mﬁth marked sobriety, he
walked down the ramp from
the super constellation, a man
aware of his mission — that of
inspecting the drouth-parched
land that has imperiled the
livelihood of Southwestern farm-
ers and ranchers.

As a gusty wind swept across
the Clovis Air Base, he paused
to.greet the dignitaries at hand
and strode briskly through a 20-
man Air Force honor guard.

Standing behind a rope several
feet away, we closely observed
every outward detail of this man
—his proud. carriage and free
stride, his brilliant blue eyes,
and yes, his apparel. No pace-
setter in the fashion world, he
was clothed as an average busi-
ness man in a dark brown suit,
brown snap brim hat, brown
shoes well-polished but obviously
much worn, and a charcoal her-
ringbone topcoat. Because of
some unexplainable quirk, we
took special note of his tie—a
dark maroon marked with tiny
multi-colored stars. The thought
crossed our mind, “Wonder if
Mamie picked that one out?”

After a smile and wave to

the thousands of spectators, he
stepped into the awaiting black
limousine belonging to New
Mexico Gov. Edwin L. Mechem
to start his scheduled tour. With
him were Agriculture Sec. Ezra
T. Benson and Sec. of Interior
Fred Seaton.
" As we piled into buses with
approximately 200 newspeople
and cameramen, we were elated
that we had viewed the Presi-
dent from such close range and
felt that our trip was well re-
warded, never thinking that the
best was yet to come.

Within the-ensuing hour, the
President toured an area of four
square miles with our press
buses close behind. Our atten-
tion focused on the depressing
sight of sun-scorched fields, so
depleted of moisture that stubs
of stunted grain which never
reached maturity stuck up from
the powder-dry soil and mounds
of soil were piled in the corners
of the fields. | '

This our President had come
to see for himself, and we felt
that he had come to the very
source of greater understanding
of the drouth problem.

Highlighting the tour was a
half-hour stop at the Raymond
Worrell farm. Mr. and Mrs. Wor-
rell and their five children,
dressed in everyday work clothes,
greeted Mr. Eisenhower and his
party and took them on a per-
sonal inspection tour of their
farm.

Mr. Eisenhower strode along
with the Worrells — seemingly
oblivious to the newsmen and
photographers—deeply engrossed
in conversation with the Clovis

Albert Walthall, prominent Ol-
ton farmer and Masonic leader,
is dead. He was 58 years old.

Mr. Walthall died at 8:23
o’clock Sunday night in Olton
Memorial Hospital. Physicians at
the hospital said Mr. Walthall
died of a heart attack.

He had been transferred to the
Olton hospital - Saturday from
Methodist Hospital in Lubbock,
where he had undergone treat-
ment for injuries suffered in a
traffic accident last week.

Mr. Walthall suffered severe
injuries in the early morning
hours of January 9, when his
pickup truck overturned near
the Walthall home.

He was treated in Olton Memo-
rial Hospital and then trans-
ferred to Lubbock for treatment
by specialists. His condition ap-
peared improved and members
of his family said he was re-
turned to Olton to the care of
the family physician at his in-
sistence.

Mr, Walthall was born Oct. 2,
1898 at Emhouse. He was the
eldest of 12 children born to Mr.
and Mrs. A. T. Walthall. He was
brought up on the farm.

He was married Aug. 14, 1921
to Miss Era Maye Peters at
Kerens, The Walthall moved to
Olton in 1928 and had farmed
in the same general area since
that time.

He was a member of Olton
First Baptist Church, having be-
come a member of the church
when he was 12 years old.

Mr. Walthall became a Mason
when he was only 21 years old

farmer. As he tested the pow-
dery soil with the toe of his
shoe, inspected an ensilage pit,
and looked out over the Duroc
swine, his expression was grave
and of deep concern. Occasion-
ally we would gain a further
insight into the personality of
this man as his eyes would
crinkle into a smile when his
attention would be diverted to
the young Worrell children, ages
8, 6 and 4. The teen-age Worrell
boys, who work a 40-hour week
on the farm during school
months, were as intent on the
problem at hand as their father
and Mr. Eisenhower.

To be sure, secret service men
were on hand to guard Mr. Eisen-
hower at every moment; but
they were so unobtrusive that
they proved no barrier to our
full enjoyment of this half-hour
as we stood and walked only a
few feet away from the Presi-
dent, watching his every change
of expression and his every ges-
ture. =

There was no press conference
with Mr. Eisenhower after re-
turning to the Clovis Air Base,
for there he met only with a
group of New Mexico farmers
and ranchers for a short con-
ference before continuing his
drouth tour into Arizona.

Out on the flight line, an hour
and a half from his arrival time,
we caught our last glimpse of
Mr. Eisenhower.

As he stood alone for a brief
moment at the door of the plane
before disappearing from sight,
with no cheering or waving from
the crowd, we felt a deep peace.
Instilled into our being was an
even greater pride in our United
States. It seemed that the basic
principles of democracy were
embodied in this presidential
visit—a serious problem arises
and the people and their leader
join forces in an attempt to find
a solution.

Where else but in America?

him as worthy matron in 1953-
54.

He was a member of Khiva
Shrine of Amarillo ,and was
serving as special representative
of the Potentate at the time of
his death.

He was a member of El Paso
Consistory No. 3 and was a 32nd
degree Mason. He was a mem-
ber of Plainview Council 164,
R. & S. M. and a member of Plain-
view Chapter No. 228, R. A. M.

He was a past District Deputy
Grand Master.

Funeral services were held at
2:30 o'clock Wednesday after-
noon in Olton High School Aud-
itorium. Officiating were Rev.
John Lewis, pastor of Olton First
Baptist Church, and Rev. E . S.
Weathers of Plainview.

Masonic rites were conducted.
Burial was in Olton Cemetery
under direction of Lemons Fu-
neral Home of Plainview.

Survivors include the wife;
two daughters, Mrs. James Bled-
soe of Odessa and Mrs. Jack
Coleman of Olton; four grand-
children, Larry and Jimmy Bled-
soe and Lisa and Bentley Cole-
man.

Other survivors include the
mother, Mrs. A. T, Walthall; six
brothers, E. T. of Odessa, George
of Berkeley, Calif., Elmer of San
Bernardino, Calif., Loyd of Rich-
mond, Calif.,, Dale of Littlefield
and Johnny of Lake Dallas; and
two sisters, Mrs. .Foy Dodson of
Anaheim, Calif., and Mrs. Louise
Hively of Fresno, Calif.

Mr. Walthall’s father preceded
him in death exactly six years
to the day. He also was pre-
ceded in death by two brothers
and a sister.

Olton Reporters Get Close
Of President Eisenhower At Clovis

Air Transport’s most distin-
guished airplane banked steeply
as it headed into the wind and
sloped toward the Clovis Air
Force Base runways.

Seconds later the Columbine
III would touch down on the
concrete bringing the first Presi-
dential visitor to New Mexico
soil since its statehood.

Hosts for the occasion were
two distinguished young men—
General Bill Momyer, base com-
mander, and New Mexican Gov-
ernor Ed Mechem.

Days of planning were to be
climaxed during the 125-minute
visit of President Dwight Eisen-
hower.

There were some 118 of we
local and area reporters on the
spot to -cover the President’s
tour of the Clovis area. Just
before the Columbine landed
a commercial plane came in
with 77 members of the Wash-
ingto Press Corps.

This was old stuff to the
Washington boys and they
seemed content to let the local
yokels have a field day.

To begin the story at the
beginning, the Air Force had
invited several area represen-
tatives of the press to be pres-
ent. Names of these had to be
certified by various editors and
then presumably cleared by
security.

Myself, Mrs. Martin and Mrs.
Felicia Duncan made the trip
from Olton. Korkye represented
The Hale Center American.

We arrived at the air base
about 10 o’clock Clovis time and
were directed immediately to the
officers club.

There we were briefed on the
behavior expected of us while
we were in the vicinity of the
President.

At the officers club I renewed
old acquaintances with newsmen
with whom I had served in one
capacity or another during the
years in the business.

Some of those names are fair-
ly well-known. I chatted with
Claude Leyendecker of New Mex-
ico Farm and Ranch and talked
with Leonard Johnson of Salt
Lake City, who was covering the
event for the American Farm
Bureau Federation.

The Air Force graciously pro-
vided a battery of teletype ma-
chines for the convenience of
wire services and reporters. Op-
erators were brought in from all
over the area. Among them was
Mrs. Melvin Hinson of Hereford.

A public' information officer
told us to park our cars about
three blocks away from the offi-
cers club.

“If they are here when the
President arrives they will be

hauled away by the Secret
Service,” declared the Major in
charge.

We ate lunch with Morely
Drake and Bill Turner of Little-
field. We were two tables away
from that occupied by General
Momyer and Governor Mechem.

Soon it was time to go to the
flight line. We scrambled " into
buses — four big  specials were
provided.

The Air Force had constructed
an elaborate ramp for the bene-
fit of the Press. Just as we ar-
rived a big black Cadillac be-
longing to the governor pulled
onto the runway.

Secret Service men seemed to
sprout out of the concrete.

Judging by the way they went
over the car an uninformed ob-
server might have drawn the
conclusion that they suspected
the governor of evil intent upon
the life of the President.

They looked under the €Cad-
illac, inspected the cushions and

even examined the lights.

The President was protected
at the air field with a rope bar-
ricade lined with Secret Service
men whose sole purpose in life
is to protect Mr. Eisenhower.

Ike was whisked away from
the air base and naturally I
thought that this would be the
last we’d see of him. We clam-
bered back onto the buses and
followed the big black Cadillac
driven by a New Mexico State
Policeman.

We soon learned that we would
get a close-up look at Mr. Eisen-
hower and his party. We arrived
at the Raymond Worrell farm
and found that only newsmen
were to be allowed on the farm
during the President’s visit. -

The President already was
inspecting a pit silo when we
got there. It was some time
before we recognized Secre-
tary of Agriculture Ezra Taft
Benson and Secretary of Inte-
rior Fred Seaton.

Jim Rowley, chief of the
White House Secret Service,
personally directed the Presi-
dent’s body guard at the farm.
A rope was held up by Secret
Service men at the mouth of
the silo.

The Secret Service men were
very courteous but very firm
in their instructions. You im-.
mediately had the feeling that
behind those soft voices were
men of steel ready to start
shooting should their polite
instructions be ignored.

As soon oS the Secret Serv-
ice men had time to check to
see if any unauthorized per-
sons were among the news-
men—we all wore badges—the
rope was rolled up and the
party mingled with the news
group.

The Worrells and their five
children talked freely with the

President without seeming em-

barrassment or lack of self con-
fidence.

Mr. Eisenhower talked ear-
nestly with Ray Worrell. I stood
close enough to catch snatches
of the conversation, Worrell was
no groveling pity seeker, He was
a good farmer who had been
drouthed out.

He and Mr. Eisenhower look-
ed into each other’s faces with
a mutual respect which made
me proud of my President—even
though I voted against him—
and proud of the farming class
of my ancestry.

As I walked along by the Pres-
ident of the United States, close
enough to touch his shoulder I
thought, “Oh God how I“love my
country, where even-the top man
is just a man.”

Mr. Eisenhower’s face had a
rather tired appearance but he
walked with a spring in his
step that belied the recent health
problems with which he has been
beset.

We arrived back at the offi-
cers club for a brief and fruit-
less session with Jim Haggerty,
Presidential Press Secretary,
and then went back to the
flight line.

We stood by General Mom-
ver as the Columbine took off.

As the young general stood

there at attention we could
almost ‘discern his thought.
“God, let it be a good tcke-off.
Don’t let anything happen to
that plane on my field.”
" In his illustrious career
flecked with actual combat
command, he probably had
never been under greater pres-
sure.

The Columbine rose gracefully,
sucked up its landing gear and
headed west into the sinking
sun toward Tuscon.

General Momyer turned with
smile flashing. We shook hands.
I thanked him for his hospitality.

They ranged in age
from 16 to 21.

Officers confiscated eight pis-
tols, two switch-blade knives
and a dagger in the boys’ pos-
sesion. A considerable amount
of merchandise and clothing
was found in the car.

Three of the boys bragged
of having “done time"” before.

“We'll be out of here before
night,” one rock and roll type
with a duckl tail hair cut de-
clared with a smirk.

Deputy Sheriff Smith said the
boys would be charged specific-
ally with the early Sunday morn-
ing burglary of Elroy’s 66 Service
Station at Springlake.

The cash register was taken
from Elroy Wisian’s service sta-
tion and then tossed by the high-
way after being plundered of
about $25.00. The cash register
was recovered.

One of the boys said they
were frightened away from the
Springlake Texaco Service Sta-
tion by a huge dog which
stood guard over the property.

One of the boys was not as
cocky as the rest and told
Sheriff Dyer and Deputy Smith
of a burglary rampage half
way across the nation and
back as far as Olton. 1
