Instructions Given To One

Hundred Twenty-Eigh- t
Members of 10 Clubs

Members of ten 4-- Clubs in
Haskell county received instruc-
tions during April on "Four
Points to Consider In the Making
of Drcs:es" in preparation for the
annual Clothing Contest for girls
to be held at an early date.

A total of one hundred and
twenty eight girls were present
for the meetings, and instructions
were given on the following points
to be considered in making dress-
es:

"In order for a club girl to do
her sewing efficiently she should
have a well equippedsewing box
This box should contain a pair
of good sharp scissors; a well fit-
ting thimble, a tape measure 60
inches long which has metal ends
and is numbered on both sides;
a package of mixed needles, sizes
4 to 10, an emory bag to keep
needles sharp,a small pin cushion
stuffed with hair or wool, a paper
of good pins, and thread.

"You mu-- t consider the color
of your hair, the condition and
coloring of your skin and the color
of your eyes In making a wise sel
ection of material.

"Fit the collar to your face, a
thin face and long neck required a
round or boat shaped neck. A
round face and short neck re
quires a V shaped, deep narrow
oval, or tuxedo neck line.

"The trimming is important.
There are two kinds of trimmings

ready made and hand made.
Ready made trimmings are bias
binding, finishing braid?, ruffles
and laces. Handmade trimmings
are more unusual and individual,
such as shell scalloping, fine briar
stitching, fagoting and hemstitch--
ing Machine stitching may also
be u;ed as a decoration."

Vitamin C Healty gums and
teeth, includes milk, tomatoes
raw cabbage, turnips and onions,
Cavity of teeth can be filled by
ptoper diet.

Vitamin D For bones and teeth
Includes rich food (other than
milk) lean meats, eggs, mature
beans and peas, and butter.

Vitamin G For general well
being includes milk, eggs, ceraels,
cheese and green vegetables.

In summer months you can
store vegetablesso you can get
these vitamins In winter. For car.
rots: (1) Have a jar filled with
soil which covers the carrots and
then water, cover with cloth and
let the corner dip in a container
of water; (2) For any fall vege
table put in a trench as large as
you wish and cover with stalks
and soil. (3) For storing food in
cellar, but must be ventilated pro
periy.

ben. in 534 chartered posts, took the position that
as all other veteranswere getting something from
the governmentthey ought to have a bonus in aa
vance of their participation in the next war. Thej
wanted the money now in order to enjoy it before
being killed abroad.
