Springboard Ideas Challenge 
coming to Haskell Feb. 23

The Springboard Ideas 
Challenge, sponsored by 
ACU’s Griggs Center for 
Entrepreneurship  and 
Philanthropy, has made 
some big changes for 2016.

F o u n d e d  i n  2 0 0 7 , 
the program has made a 
name for itself by allowing 
local college students and 
members of the community 
a chance to pitch their 
ideas to local investors and 
possibly walk away with 
thousands of dollars in 
startup funding and other 
resources. Over the last 
nine years, the competition 
has awarded more than 
$400,000 in winnings to 
aspiring entrepreneurs. 

For 2016, the program 
will make significant changes 
to the overall process. 

“One of  the biggest 
changes has been moving 
f rom a  bus iness  p lan 
t o  a  b u s i n e s s  m o d e l 
competition,” Karen Heflin, 
Spr i ng b o ard  pro g r am 
c o ord i n ator,  s a i d .  “A 
business plan, which is 
what we’ve required in the 
past, is a lengthy report. A 
business model is more of 
a storyboard presentation 
with initial research done by 
participants. It gives aspiring 
entrepreneurs valuable 
information before they 
ever launch their business, 

helping them be more 
successful.”

In 2016, the Springboard 
Id e a s  C h a l l e n g e  w i l l 
be making it easier for 
entrepreneurs across the 
Big Country to compete. 
Participants will get started 
by presenting a two-minute 
elevator pitch instead of 
submitting a plan or written 
application. These first 
round elevator pitch events 
will be hosted in several 
cities including Sweetwater 
(Feb. 8), Brownwood/Early 
(Feb. 11), Haskell (Feb. 
23), Abilene (Feb. 22) and 
Snyder (TBD).

Training and mentors 
will be available to teams 
that advance past the first 
round of the competition. 
These resources will help 
prepare contestants to 
take their initial idea, and 
transform it into a working 
and applicable business 
model that investors would 
be interested in. 

The competition will end 
in May with the top three 
teams presenting their final 
business model to a group of 
local investors for a chance 
to win $15,000.

New district assignments released by UIL

T h e  U n i v e r s i t y 
Interscholastic League this 
week, released the realigned 
district assignments for Texas 
high school football and 
basketball for the 2016-17 
and 2017-18 school years.

Earlier the UIL announced 
the conference cutoff numbers, 
which saw no changes for the 
three Haskell County schools. 
Haskell High School remains 
in 2A-Division II, while Paint 
Creek and Rule continue as 
1A, Division II.

Changes in classifications, 
often bring changes in district 
assignments. There will be 
185 2A schools, with  ninety-
three Division I schools 
having 158 to 220 students 

and ninety-two Division II 
schools having 105 to 157 
students. 

For Haskell High School 
Region 2, 2A, Div. II, District 
7, will see four of the same 
teams as last year. Travelling 
north for district play, the 
Indians will meet Electra, 
Munday, Petrolia, Archer 
City and Quanah. Hamlin 
moved to Region I, District 
4 and Seymour moved up to 
Div. I. Coach Grady Benton 
stated, “The realignment sent 
a familiar opponent in Archer 
City and a new opponent 
in Quanah into an already 
very competitive District 
7-2A. We are surrounded 
by very talented and well 
coached football teams. Our 

main concern is controlling 
the controllable and that is 
making sure we are ready 
for the opportunity. We look 
forward to the challenge.”

Haskell basketball teams 
are now Region I, District 
8, which includes Albany, 
Anson, Hamlin, Hawley, 
Haskell, Roscoe Collegiate, 
and Stamford. Winters moved 
to District 6. Vying for the 
Class 2A state championship 
will be 202 schools, divided 
into four regions and thirty-
two districts.

Class  1A is  reser ved 
primarily for six-man football 

with 139 schools across four 
regions and sixteen districts. 
Cutoff numbers for 1A, Div. 
I are 59 to 104.9, while Div. 
II is 58 and below. There will 
be 232 schools competing in  
Class 1A basketball.

The Paint Creek Pirates 
and the Rule Bobcats will 
again try for the District 
10, 1A, Div. II six-man 
title. They are joined by 
Aspermont, Lueders-Avoca 
and Throckmorton. 

In basketball, District 13-

foodborne illness continues 
to be a health issue in the 
United States. Each year, 1 
in 6 Americans will become 
sick, 128,000 will become 
hospitalized, and 3,000 
will die due to a foodborne 
illness.  

Texas Food Establishment 
Rules state that each food 
establishment is required 
to have one certified food 
manager on site. 

Texas A&M AgriLife 
Extension Service in Taylor, 
Jones and Nolan Counties, 
is offering a professional 
food manager certification 
training course. This two 
day program will be offered 
for $125.00 on March 21 
and March 22 at the Taylor 
County Extension Office.  
Cost includes training, 
materials, and the ServSafe 
food manager certification 
examination. The food 
manager’s certif ication 
will be valid for five years. 
Registration deadline is 
March 7. 

This program is designed 
t o  n o t  o n l y  p r e p a r e 
fo o ds er v ice  managers 
to pass the certification 
examination; it will provide 
valuable education regarding 
the safe handling of food.  
Almost 50 cents of every 
dollar Americans spend 
on food is spent on meals 
prepared away from home.  
Therefore, careful attention 
to food safety will help keep 
customers safe and satisfied. 

Foodborne illnesses are 
estimated to cost thousands 
of dollars in lost wages, 
insurance, and medical 
bills. With these statistics, 
knowledge of how to prevent 
foodborne illness is essential.

Have a game plan for Super Bowl 50

The Super Bowl is America’s 

most watched national sporting 
event. On Super Bowl 50 Sun., 
Feb. 7, there will be lots of 
game day socializing that may 
include drinking. That’s why the 
Texas A&M AgriLife Extension 
Service Watch UR BAC program 
is urging football fans to call the 
play now: Drinking OR driving. 
If you plan on drinking on 
Super Bowl Sunday, designate 
a sober driver to get you home 
safely.

“Drunk driving is completely 
preventable,” said Texas A&M 
AgriLife Extension Service 
agent DaLinda Black, Haskell 
County. “All it takes is a little 
planning. We want fans to 
remember that it’s a choice–
drink or drive, but never do 
both. Law enforcement agencies 
will be out in large numbers to 
stop anyone who makes the 
dangerous decision to drive 
impaired.”

According to the Texas 
Department of Transportation, 
1,041 people were killed in 

drunk-driving crashes in 2014, 
accounting for 29 percent of 
the total motor vehicle traffic 
fatalities in Texas. Super Bowl 
Sunday is a risky day for drunk-
driving crashes.

The Watch UR BAC program 
advises that if you’re attending 
a Super Bowl party or watching 
the game at a sports bar or 
restaurant:

•Designate your sober 
driver, or plan another way to 
get home safely before the party 
begins.

• I f  y o u  d o n’t  h av e  a 
designated driver, then ask a 
sober friend for a ride home; or 
call a cab, friend or relative to 
come and get you. If you are at 
a friend’s house, stay the night.

•Never let friends drive if 
they have had too much to 
drink.

If you’re hosting a Super 
Bowl party:

•Make sure all your guests 
have a non-drinking driver to 
take them home, or arrange for 
alternate transportation to see 
that they get home safely.

•Serve plenty of food and 
non-alcoholic drinks at the 
party.

•Host your party just like 
they do at the stadium. Stop 
serving alcohol at the end of the 
third quarter of the game, and 
begin serving coffee and dessert.

•Take the keys away from 
anyone who has had too much 
to drink.

•Remember, you can be 
held liable and prosecuted if 
someone you served ends up in 
a drunk-driving crash.

Prepare for tax season now
Wit h  2016  a l re ady 

upon us, tax season will 
be here before you know 
it. There are several things 
you can start doing today 
to make April 15, 2016 
as easy as possible. The 
Internal Revenue Service 
(IRS) expects to receive at 
least 150 million individual 
income tax returns this 
year. Listed below are tips to 
help make filing your taxes 
a painless experience.

Organization is key
The first step to filing 

your taxes is to gather the 
necessary forms. While you 
should get a W-2 from each 
workplace where you’ve 
received a salary and a 
variety of other government 
forms–including 1099 for 
interest earned and 1098 for 
mortgage interest paid–in 
early February, you can start 
now by gathering records 
of deductible expenses 
from throughout the year. 
Creating a file for all tax-
related documentation will 
help come crunch time.

Use the Free File 
program

The IRS offers the Free 
File program available 
at IRS.gov every year. 
This program opens for 
taxpayers in mid-January, 
and it provides two options. 
The first option is brand-
name software, provided 
b y  I R S  c o m m e r c i a l 
partners, that is available 
to individuals and families 
with incomes of less than 
$60 ,000 .  The  s e cond 
option, which is available 
to all income levels and 

is especially helpful to 
those who are comfortable 
complet ing their  own 
return, is the online fillable 
forms. This is the electronic 
version of IRS paper forms.
 Deduct, deduct, deduct

Taxpayers often overlook 
deductions, which is the 
equivalent of giving away 
money. Many people are 
familiar with the child and 
dependent care credit that 
can be claimed if you’ve 
paid a provider to care for 
a dependent while you’ve 
either worked or looked 
for a job, but there are quite 
a few others. Additional 
credits include charitable 
contributions paid through 
payroll deductions when 
employees  retain pay 
stubs as proof; job search 
expenses for costs such as 
travel and resume printing; 
and the earned income tax 
credit for families with 
lower incomes.

Beware of scammers
S c a m  a r t i s t s  a n d 

unethical tax preparers 
come out in droves during 
tax season. The IRS will 
never email you to ask 
for confidential financial 
information so be aware 
this is a phishing scheme. 
Additionally, steer clear 
of tax preparers who earn 
commission based on the 
size of your refund. This is 
incentive to inaccurately fill 
out forms, which puts you 
at risk with the IRS. Always 
ensure your tax preparer 
guarantees to pay penalties 
resulting from filing errors.
 Pass on tax refund loans

While some tax preparers 
may offer tax refund loans 
or other immediate refund 
programs, you won’t get 
your refund that much 
q u i c k e r.  P l u s ,  t h e s e 
providers skim a percentage 
of your return off the 
top for the convenience 
of getting your refund 
a few days sooner. The 
IRS expects to issue more 
than 90 percent of refunds 
within 21 days. To ensure 
the expediency of your tax 
refund, electronically file 
your refund and choose 
direct deposit. The IRS 
reports that more than 
three out of four refund 
recipients will  go this 
route. For comparison, 
paper returns will take a 
minimum of seven weeks 
for refunds to be issued.

Lastly, remember that 
under  the  Af fordable 
Care Act, individuals and 
families will face fines if 
they did not have health 
insurance in 2015. These 
fines will increase every 
year and are already much 
higher than 2014, so make 
health insurance a priority.

I f  Apr i l  1 5  c om e s 
around and you’re still not 
prepared to submit your 
tax return, you can file for 
an extension. Particularly 
if you expect to receive 
a return, it is important 
to be thorough in your 
documentation. If you need 
more time, the IRS will give 
you six more months–until 
Oct. 15–to finish filing if 
you complete the 4868 form 
by April 15.

•From Superior Video–At 
the latest female video auction 
on Dec. 18 bred heifers sold 
from $1,450 to $2,125 per 
head, and open replacements 
at $1,175 to $1,325. In 2014, 
the same auction had the 
price floor higher than 2015’s 
ceiling. Bred heifers sold for 
$2,175 to $3,000 in 2014, with 
replacements going for $2,050 
to $2,250.

• O t h e r  e s t a b l i s h e d 
replacement heifer auctions 
have not been immune.  Like 
Superior some sales showing 
20-25% drop in values.

•According to CattleFax 
a n a l y s t s – d u r i n g  h e r d 
expansion, good rule of thumb 
is a bred female is valued 1.5-
1.7 times the calf value. Based 
on this relationship and calf 
value at end of 2015 versus end 
of 2014, value of bred cows 
dropped $900/head.

•For 2016, values should 
stay above 2013 values for 
females and calves

From the Jan. 2016, Long 

Term Outlook from CattleFax
•Per capita net meat and 

poultry supplies increased 
9.4 lb (about 5%) per capita in 
2015 (net supply is domestic 
product ion + impor ts–
exports). Largest increase 
year-over-year on record. Pork 
and poultry were responsible 
for almost all of the increase. 
This was combined effect of 
higher domestic production 
(pork and poultry), slowed 
exports (pork, poultry, and 
beef), and increased import 
(esp. beef).  Net supplies are 
expected to grow slightly 
(about 0.4-0.5%) in 2016.

•The strong valuation 
of the US$ against foreign 
currencies has slowed exports 
and incentivized imports. 
A higher US$ makes our 
exported domestic products 
cost more in the importing 
countries while the goods 
imported to the US from 
those countries cost less in our 
domestic markets. Hence, as 
the value of the US$ increases, 
exports tend to decline and 
we have to consume more of 
our domestic production at 
home while imports will tend 
to increase bringing more 
supplies into our domestic 
markets. 

Jap an ,  S out h  Kore a , 
Canada and Mexico are four 
major export markets for meat 
and poultry and their currency 
values have dropped 14, 15, 24 
and 27%, respectively, against 
US$ since July 2014. Also 
Russian currency has dropped 
54% against the US$.

If the Federal Reserve 
changes our monetary policy 
and begins to increase interest 
rates, the value of the US$ will 
increase further.

•Cattle feeders started 2015 
selling cattle for near break 
even (cash-to-cash, unhedged) 
and ended 2015 with more 
than $500/head losses (cash-
to-cash, unhedged).

(cash-to-cash, unhedged) per 
head by late year

Cow/calf producers selling 
calves in the fall saw a $300-
500 drop in per head revenue

•Domestic demand for 
beef has held up and increased 
during the 2010 to 2015 run in 
prices.  Demand is expected 
to decline in 2016 reflecting 
a projected decline in retail 
beef prices resulting  from 
(1) increased beef supplies 
and better opportunities for 
retailers to purchase beef at 
lower cost and (2) largely 
because of competing supplies 
of pork and poultry.

Beef exports are projected 
to increase 3% in 2016 while 
imports are projected to 
decline 8%.

•Larger cattle and beef 
supplies will result in lower 
prices moving forward (now 
to 2020?), but the biggest 
decline in prices may be 
behind the industry.

Demand is the key to 
how much further prices 
will decline. Global demand 
for US exports (beef, hide 
and offal) is as important 
and possibly more so than 
d om e s t i c  d e m an d .  For 
example, from 2014 to 2015 
hide and offal losses were 
equivalent to $118/head (- $9-
10/cwt on fed cattle); this can 
be related back to slowdown 
in global economies and rise 
in the US$ value.

•Expansion of the US cow 
herd is well underway.  Project 
the Beef Cow inventory to 
increase 1.1 mil head from Jan 
2015 to Jan 2016 and project 
to add another 800K cows by 
Jan 2018.

As a result commercial 
beef production will rise from 
about 23.7 bil lb. in 2015 to 
26.4 bil lb. in 2018 (similar to 
2008 and 2010).

Early voting for 
March primary
set Feb. 16-26

T h e  b a l l o t s  h a v e 

been set for the March 
Primary and now it is up 
to the registered voters to 
decide who will proceed 
to the November general 
election.

T h e r e  a r e  m a n y 
contested races on the 
federal, state and local 
levels. At present, there 
are still several republicans 
seeking the of f ice  of 
president, in addition to 
several democrats who 
have filed.

We will also be voting on 
a new U.S. Representative 
for District 19, since our 
current representative, 
Randy Neugebauer, has 
announced his retirement. 
Running for this position 
are nine republicans. In 
addition, voters will be 
deciding on Rai lroad 
Commissioner, Supreme 
Court Justices for places 
3,5 and 9, and three judges 
on the Court of Criminal 
Appeals.

On the state  level , 
Haskell County voters will 
help elect a member of the 
State Board of Education 
for District 15, our State 
Senator in District 28 and 
the State Representative for 
District 68. All three are 
unopposed and will appear 
in the Republican primary.

In Haskell County, there 
are three contested races, 
including Haskell County

You may only vote 
in one primary, either 
t h e  R e p u b l i c a n  o r 
Democratic, but not both. 
In the November general 
election, all registered 
voters are eligible to vote, 
regardless of the primary 
in which they voted. 

If necessary, a Primary 
Run-off Election will be 
held May 24, 2016, and 
the general election is 
scheduled for November 
8, 2016.

Texans can help fight 
crime, terrorism through 
tips to state website

The Texas Department 
of Public Safety (DPS) is 
reminding Texans to remain 
vigilant with respect to potential 
crime and terrorist activity in 
their communities, and to 
report suspicious behaviors 
to the department’s iWATCH 
website at www.iwatchtx.
org. The iWATCH program 
was created as a partnership 
between communities and 
law enforcement, and utilizes 
citizen-sourced tips related to 
criminal activity.

“In the wake of the terrible 
tragedies in Paris, we are 
reminding Texans of the 
important role they can play 
in helping law enforcement 
combat those intending to 
do harm to others,” said DPS 
Director Steven McCraw. 
“Texas faces the gamut of 
threats to public safety from 
organized crime to potential 
terroristic plots, and DPS works 
around-the-clock with our 
local, state and federal partners 
to keep our residents safe. 
Because truly effective crime 
fighting depends on a united 
effort between law enforcement 
and the public, we urge Texans 
to always be watchful, and 
report to iWATCH or their 
local authorities any illegal 
or suspicious activities they 
witness.”

In addition to the attacks in 
Paris, France, senseless attacks 
have also occurred closer to 
home in recent years, including 
tragic shootings at Fort Hood, 
and a shooting incident in 
May of this year in Garland, 
Texas. Concerned citizens can 
visit the website to fill out a 
report, which includes contact 
information and specifics 
about a particular incident. A 
report usually takes fewer than 
five minutes to complete, and 
once submitted, each report is 
reviewed by law enforcement 
analysts. The website also lists 
a phone number for possible 
anonymous reports.

Here are some examples 
of behaviors and activities to 
report:

•Strangers asking questions 
about building security features 
and procedures.

• B r i e f c a s e ,  s u i t c a s e , 
backpack or package is left 
behind.

•Cars or trucks are left in 
no-parking zones at important 
buildings.

• C h e m i c a l  s m e l l s  or 
fumes that are unusual for the 
location.

• P e o p l e  r e q u e s t i n g 
sensitive information, such as 
blueprints, security plans or 
VIP travel schedules, without 
a need to know.

•Purchasing supplies that 

could be used to make bombs 
or weapons, or purchasing 
uniforms without having the 
proper credentials.

•Taking photographs or 
videos of security features, such 
as cameras or checkpoints.

DPS urges residents who 
see something unusual to 
simply speak up. Preparations 
for terrorist attacks may 
often be seen, but rarely 
reported. When in doubt, 
report the suspicious activity 
through iWATCH. For more 
information on the iWATCH 
program or to submit a report, 
visit www.iwatchtx.org. To 
make an anonymous report, 
individuals can contact DPS 
at 1-866-786-5972. (iWATCH 
is not designed to report 
emergencies. If a situation 
re q u i re s  a n  e m e r g e n c y 
response, call 911.)

The iWATCH website is 
part of the DPS Intelligence 
and Counterterrorism Division 
(ICT), which serves as the 
central clearinghouse for the 
col lect ion,  management, 
analysis and dissemination of 
law enforcement and homeland 
security intelligence in Texas. 
This DPS intelligence strategy 
is essential  to proactive, 
preventive and effective law 
enforcement operations to 
combat crime and terrorism.

The intelligence strategy 
encompasses a variety of 
other programs, including 
the multi-agency Texas Joint 
Crime Information Center, 
which provides around-the-
clock analytical assistance 
to more than 1,500 local 
law enforcement agencies; 
Counterterrorism Analysis 
Program; State Intelligence 
Assessment Program; Texas 
10 Most Wanted Fugitive 
and Sex Offender programs; 
Operation Drawbridge border 
camera program; Missing 
and Exploited Children Unit;
