Extent of Wheat Freeze Damage
Awaiting Weather Warmup

Briscoe County Extension Service

With last week’s low tempera-
tures, you can expect that this
year’s wheat crop was damaged.
The extent of the injury cannot
be determined until tempera-
tures warm up and remain warm
for a few days (4-7 days). As long
as temperatures remain cold, tis-
sue will not deteriorate, and in-
jury cannot accurately be evalu-
ated. Many of you are experi-
enced at evaluating wheat for
freeze damage. For those of you
who are not, there are three types
of injury that will occur. These
are: (1) leaf injury, (2) damage to
the stem, and (3) death of spike
and growing point.

Damage to the leaves will
have the least effect on wheat
yield. Damage can vary from
dead leaf tips to complete loss of
the leaf. Severely damaged fields
will have a strong odor similar
to silage once temperatures
warm. Generally wheat will re-
cover with little effect on yield
from this type of injury. In some
cases if wheat was rank, and a
lot of leaf damage occurred, there
may be an advantage in flash
grazing the crop or mowing to
remove the dead vegetation.

Stem damage can be one of the

April is National
Child Abuse

Prevention Month

Calley Payne
County Extenson Agent
A Presidential proclamation in
1983 declared April as child
abuse prevention month. Since

then the National Committee for

the Prevention of Child Abuse
(NCPCA) along with thousands
of concerned citizens and groups
have provided the impetus and
support to institutionalize it.
Joining Texas affiliates in this
effort is the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, the state’s
largest informal educational Sys-
tem.

Many Texas children are vul-
nerable to conditions which add
stress to their families and which
prevent healthy environments
for their growth and develop-
ment. While child abuse is not
restricted to any particular
group, it is seen more frequently
in families. where parents are
troubled by alcoholism, drug
abuse, marital strife, low self-es-
teem and joblessness.

The stereotype of the child
abuser is a male authority figure-
-the child’s father or stepfather,
or the mother’s boyfriend. How-
ever, the alleged abuser in Texas
is more likely to be female, mar-
ried and in nearly half of reported
cases, the natural mother of the
child, while a smaller percentage
(about 10 percent) are steppar-
ents.

The cost to Texas society is tre-
mendous. When abused children
begin to enter adolescence, they
are more likely than others to
exhibit self-destructive, antiso-
cial behaviors. They may run
away, drop out of school, abuse
drugs and alcohol, or commit a
crime. When abused and
troubled children become par-
ents, they tend to perpetuate self-
destructive conditions with their
own children.

Individuals can personally
help to prevent child abuse:

*They can improve their own
parenting knowledge, skills and
practices

*They can report suspecteded
cases of abuse

*They can work as volunteers

or counselors in programs de-

signed to prevent abuse

*They can serve as foster par-
ents

*They can financially support
prevention programs

In addition, Texas citizens can
work with policy makers to in-
sure that all families in need of
basic life support receive ad-
equate food, shelter, health care
and opportunities for employ-
ment thereby reducing the risks
for child abuse.

most deceiving types of injury.
Damage to the steam will appear
as discoloration, splitting, col-
lapse of internodes, and enlarged
dark colored nodes. These stems
will often break over resulting in
death of the tiller or to the
ground. A severely damaged tiller
(stem) with a collapsed intérnode
will often die as temperatures
warm up and transplratlon de-
mand increases in the plant. The
first symptom of a severely dam-
aged internode is often little re-
sistance of the tissue when the
internode is pinched between the
fingers.

The most serious injury occurs
when the immature spike (head)
is frozen. Generally, if the spike
is damaged the growing point
Jjust below it also is killed. These
tillers may remain green for a
period of time, but they will no
longer grow. The spike will ap-

pear white or brown and water-
soaked. This tiller will not pro-
duce grain. This type of damage

can be evaluated by splitting the
stem longitudinally with a sharp
knife (razor blade works best)
and inspecting the spike. ‘The
spike will be located above the
last visible node and the hollow
portion of the stem. A healthy
spike will be yellow-green and
turgid. Its size can be less than
1/4 inch depending on the stage
of maturity of the wheat.

It has been my experience that
a field sustaining 50 percent fro-
zen tillers (frozen spike or se-
verely damaged stem tissue) dur-

ing the jointing stage will not re-'

sult in a 50 percent reduction in
yield. A ballpark estimate is to
expect yield potential to be re-
duced by 1/2 of the percent of lost
tillers. In other words, 50 percent
killed tillers in a field would
translate into a loss in potential
yield of 25 percent.

If farmers experience major
damage to their wheat crop some
may want to explore alternatives.
Grazing out the wheat is an op-
tion. New tillers will be produced
for grazing, although these would
not be expected to contribute
much to a grain yield.

A summer crop such as corn,
sorghum, soybeans or cotton also

‘could be considered. The wheat

will be difficult to kill with till-

age. Roundup at 0.5 to 0.75 qt/A

will be required to kill the wheat.

If herbicides such as Ally or Am-
ber have been used, this could

create some crop rotation restric-

tions. Give me a call if this is the

case for some suggestions on

what can be done.
