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Hospital Board Finds It Can 
Initiate Self Insurance Plan

Every item on the 
agenda of last Monday 
night’s Fisher County 
Hospital Board meeting 
had to do with the plan­
ned saving of money.

B oard  m em bers 
listened to Attorney 
Kelly Gill of Abilene 
discuss a self-insurance 
program (designed to 
cu t out insurance 
prem ium s); they 
d iscussed  p ro jected  
cash flows for 1987 and 
met with two represen­
tatives of Allied Phar­
macy Service, Inc. con­
cerning saving money.

The meeting opened 
last Monday night with 
Kelly Gill, Attorney, in­
forming the board that 
the hospital could legal­
ly become self-insured. 
The board discussed 
with Gill some of the 
steps to following doing 
a preliminary study in 
self insurance and they 
were briefed on some of 
the advantages and 
disadvantages of the 
plan; - -   —

Gill inform ed the 
board that the main 
hazard in self-insurance 
is the big major claim, 
the catastrophic claim. 
He discussed with the 
board the tort claim act, 
spelled out specific 
limits as defined by the 
tort act and answered 
questions by board 
members on liability in­
surance for doctors, 
board members and 
hospital employees. 
Rotan Insurance Agen­
cy owner Joe Dale Burk 
was present for the 
meeting.

Gary McGee, Admini­
strator, had asked the 
Allied Pharmacy Ser­
vice, Inc., to send 
representatives to the 
m eeting to d iscuss 
prices. John Weaver 
and Rick Bixler were 
present and informed 
the board that they were 
decreasing medication 
prices by 10% thus giv­
ing the hospital the op­
portunity to realize a 
greater profit from the 
sale of pharmacy items.

In final action the 
board authorized Gary

McGee to enter into a 
m arketing effort to 
make the public more 
aware of the services be­
ing o ffered  at the

hospital and by the two 
doctors associated with 
the Fisher County Doc­
tor’s Clinic.

programs have targeted 
restaurants and school 
lunch programs.

Texas prices have 
been up because lamb 
and mutton production 
has been down. There is 
a small specialty or 
ethnic demand for lamb, 
and lamb will clear this 
market withbut much 
price sensitivity. When 
lamb supplies increase, 
however, there is not 
much demand for the 
additional lamb except 
at much lower prices. 
Broadening the base of 
lamb consumers will 
help this situation.

Wholesale and farm 
prices for lamb have 
been tren d in g
downward since early 
August, but weakness 
in lamb prices during 
this time of year is 
usually expected. Pro­
ducers, however, are 
concerned about the 
magnitude of the decline 
at a time when commer­
cial lamb slaughter is 
down some 8 percent 
from 1985 levels.

Two factors are the 
cause of the greater- 
than-expected decline in 
lamb prices. First, lamb 
imports in 1985 and '86 
doubled those during 
1982 and ’83. Favorable 
domestic lamb prices 
have attracted foreign 
suppliers, and there is 
no import quota protec­
tion for lamb. So addi­
tional supplies can 
disrupt the sensitive 
lamb market.

Domestic lamb car­
cass w eigh ts are 
heavier, a lso  co n ­
tributing to the price

problem. Heavier car­
casses mean more meat 
production per animal, 
so lamb production has 
not declined as much as 
lam b slau gh ter. 
Heavier lamb carcass 
weights also can mean 
more fat on carcasses; 
lower corn prices have 
contributed to this. 
Lamb feeders are cau­
tioned of overfinishing

at a time when con­
sumers are focusing on 
lean meat.

Cotton farmers are 
having a terrible time of 
getting their cotton.
