University of Texas
Recipient of Letter
Written Jan. 21,1843

|

Congressman  Maury Maverick
of San Antonio has presented to
the University of Texas Library|
the original of a valuable letter
written by his grandfather, Sam-|
uel A. Maverick, Texas pioneer|
and patriot, while he was impris- |
oned at Perote prison in Mexico

The letter, dated Janupary 21,
1843, was addressed by Maver-|
ick—a Yale University graduate, |
participant in the Battle of San
Jacinto, signer of Texas Declara-
and first
Texas Congressman from Bexar
district—to Jose Maria Bocanegra,
Mexican secretary of state and
foreign affairs. After detailing
that he was one of 55 Texans
prisoners imprisoned at Perote and |
giving particulars of their arrest|
Maverick wrote in part. |

“Here at Pierote, after being
locked up twelve hours, on i'ﬂldl
stone floors, without rul'fu'wnl!
clothing, in chains and misery, we
were turned out to a breakfast
consisting of a very small cup of
hot water of a darkish color Iund
4 frogment of bread which weighs
three little Mexican ounces. We
are then hurried out, with hand
barrows and cart, loaded ~with
horse manure and the multiplied

Pensions, Social
Security Reach
Thirty Millions

The state government already is
rather liberal in financing social
security, The report of George H.
Sheppard, comptroller, of Austin, |
shows state aid totals approxi-
mately $36,000,000 a year

Included in social security must
be listed not only old age assist-
anee but support of all the elee-
mosynary institutions, the Child |
Welfare Buresu and relief, while|
ald for school teachers, needy|
blind and dependent children are’
yet to come. The state maintains.
a school for blind and two for de-|
pendent children. f
Old age assistance is received by |
115,000 persons. Since the aver-
age monthly payment {s slightly
under §14, the total yvearly pay-
ment to these pensioners is about
$19,000,000. Should the legisla-
ture do what some are proposing,
extend these payments to everyone
over 65 and give each $30 a month,
this tatal would soar to $108,000,-
000 a year, although advocates of |
this plan seldom make this public,
There are more than 300,000 per-
sons in Texas who would be en-
titled to $30 monthly should the
system be adopted.
