Calvin Horn was named general
chairman of the Olton Agricultural
Development Association Thursday
night of last week as that group
gathered to hear the presentation
of the Doane Agricultural Sur-
vey.

The association was formed to
do follow-up work on the Doane
Survey which was run on the
Olton School District. Only a hand-
ful of farmers turned out for the
meeting. Olton spent $5,000 in
getting the survey run.

More than half those who show-
ed up were from out of town. One
vegetable grower from Central
Texas made it to the meeting.

The general chairman of the
development association is begin-
ning his second year as a, voca-
tional agricultural instructor here.

Olton cleaning plants still are
processing beans from Lazbuddie
and Bovina. Most. of Olton beans,
except for late crops, already
have been harvested. There is
considerable late acreage in the
Hart area.
Cowart said that there have
been some kidney beans here this
year, Melvin Hines reported a
yvield of 900 pounds per acre.
Kidney beans are going at $9.00
per hundredweight.

Great Northerns
Some great northerns made as
much as 800 pounds per acre.
Cowart said he does not know
what they are bringing now.
He said there are several hun-
dred acres of blackeyed peas in
the community. They are selling

‘at $5.50. He said he made about

1,450 pounds per acre last year.
Léegumes are nitrogen fixing
plants. Peas fix about 90 pounds
of nitrogen per acre, valued at
about $5.00. Cowart said beans
fix about half that amount of
nitrogen.

Of the many improvements in
-Olton School in the last few years,
one of the most outstanding is
its library system.

Formerly the library was a
hodge-podge of books, labeled ir-
rationally and shelved inacessibly.
“The library was situated in the
vear of the study wall behind a
wire partition. It was unattractive
and unhandy as well as inade-
quate.

Last year school officials moved
the library into a new part of
the building. It is spacious, at-

tractive and
ranged.

The library is now large enough
for a whole class to assemble
there. Mrs. Mac Keating keeps
the room supplied with growing
plants and ivys which make it
one of the most attractive rooms
of the high school building.

The library is systemized by
the Dewey Decimal Classification,
which was initiated by a traihed
library science instructor: She
was retained by the school last
fall and worked six months set¥ing
up our current library.

The library is equipped with
3,000 books. Books of science,
pure, social and applied, history,
biography and autobiography, arts,
philosophy, recreation, fiction and

literature have recently been add-

Library

ed to the shelves. Well over 100’
new books have already  beem
added this year.

Reference: Books:

A large section of reference
books is on reserve in the library:
World Books, Encyoclopedias A-
mericana and Britannica, Popular
Science Series, Creative Science
Series, Cambridge History of En-
glish Literature, Who’s Who, 20th
Century Authors, World History
and It’s Makers, and volumes
from the Lincoln Library -are
some of the sets of reference
books included in the library. The
library also has three large Mer-
rium-Webster New International
Dictionaries, each of which con-
tains some 3,200 pages of words.

Among the books kept on re-
serve are Children’s Classics,
which include famous bocks by
the Bronte sisters, Jane Austin,
Charles Lamb  (collection of
Shakesphere), Dickens, Swift, Mark
Twain 'and many others.

The school librarian de-
clared that all donations or orders
of magazines for the school li-
bra}y would be very much wel-
comed, as they desire to build up
the magazine files.

Library Cards
Each book in the library has
from four to five cards on file
for it. Each book is listed under
separate file according to alpha-
