DEPARTMENT GETS FINE NEW EQUIPMENT

‘‘Far-sighted school administra-
tors have done an outstanding job
of providing atmosphere, leader-
ship and facilities to bring about
a vast improvement in the science
program’’, stated James Caley,
science instructor.:

“Last year at this time the
science lab contained a dozen
test tubes, three beackers and
far too few tables.” The most
tragic thing about this, said Mr.
Caley, was the fact that he had
fourteen very interested and in-
telligent students.

According to the sciénce \in-
structor, these good’ minds were
suffering because of lack of equip-
ment. Previously the science bud-
get for the entire school was
$300.00 annually. Considering the
drastic need for equipment, this
amount was not nearly adequate
to present’ a modern up-to-date
program.

: NDE Program

In order for Olton High School
to participate in the National
Defense Education Program, the
science budget was increased to
$2000.00 a year. This program
makes it possiblée for the school
to gain nearly twice. as much
equipment as they could normally
gain for the amount of money
they spend.

Under this program, each dollar
the school spends on equipment
for science, foreign language,
mathematics and guidance will be
matched by the federal govern-
ment. This includes only material
that is not expendable. 3

Mr. Caley stated for the $2000.00
the school will spend’ this year

School Has

research,, and radioactivity will
be 'studied.’

If the equipment is made avail-
able to them, Mr. Caley hopes to
introduce radio isotopes by using
a geiger counter to measure radio
activity in animals.

The department will receive a
Wilson Cloud Chamber, which de-
vises a fog in which radioactive
particles will leave traceable
tracks. In this way, the instructor
will introduce- radioactive pro-
cesses to students.

Mr. Caley stated he is very
pleased the students are learning
how - and when to operate the
valuable new instruments. He said
they are taking very good care of
them.

Adminstrators are satisfied that
the science department is being
brought up to date and the latest
developments in science are being
taught by actual experimentation
rather than reading.

Improved Program

The Junior High is sharing this
improved program. It now possess-
es two completely equipped por-
tables. The younger students will
also enrich their experience by
‘“‘seeing and doing.”

Science kits are being placed in
the elementary buildings. These
will contain general equipment
and can be used to perform simple
experiments.

With the continuation of this
improvement, Mr. Caley hopes an
expansion program can be worked
out to enable all students to have
access to all facilities in the
science department. Presently,
there are about seventy students
who do not have access to the

Good Coaching

A Hereford punt was blocked
by Harold Featherngill. Instead of
following the 'ball, Featherngill
threw a key block for Robert
Priest, who was on top of the
pigskin.:

Priest grabbed the ball and, his
nearest opponent put out of com-
mission by Featherngill, scamper-
ed for the double stripe.

More than one spectator made
the remark that 75 percent of the
time a high school player would
have fallen on the blocked punt
instead of picking up the ball and
running with it.

Play in the rain soaked game
unreeled as follows:

Phil Neinast kicked to the White-
face 25 from where it was re-
turned to the 37 before Kenneth
Hooper made the tackle. The
home team picked up a first down
at the 47, needing three plays to
do so. Two plays later on a roll
out Robert Duncan brought down
the Whiteface quarterback at the
Olton 36 yard line which was
enough for a first down.

Facing fourth down and three
yards needed the Hereford eleven
picked up a first on the 20 yard
line. Robert Duncan fell on a
Whiteface miscue at the 19 yard
line.

Through Center

Priest carried through the cen-
ter of the line to the 22 yard
line. The Mustangs were off side
on the next play and were penali-
zed back to the 17 and on third
down John Wayne Hair quick-kick-

ed to the Whiteface 25 yard line.

Because of tough defensive play
the Whitefaces, gained only to the
28 in three plays and were forced
to punt. The kick was taken at
the Olton 30 by Hair, who took
it back near the midfield stripe
at the 47 yard line, but an Olton
clipping penalty cost the Mustangs
15 yards and they quick Kkicked
from the 25 on the first play
from scrimmage.

Hair’'s kick was good to the
Whiteface 28, where a Hereford
player touched the ball and an
Olton player made the recovery,
but the officials ruled in favor of
Hereford as: the Whiteface eleven
took over at the 28 yard line.

Two plays later Eddie Loveless
fell on another Hereford fumble
and the Mustangs took over at the
40 yard line. Hair carried around
right end to the 38 yard line.
Priest hit the left side of the line
good to the 30 just inches short
of a first’ down. Hair went into
the line to the 29 picking up the
needed yardage for a first down.
Priest ran around left end to the
27 and on the next play carried
through the center of the line to
the 25 yard line.

Hair carried around left end
for no gain and on fourth down
Priest’s pass to Riney fell incom-
plete as Hereford took over deep
in it’'s own territory at the 25
yard line.

Yards Needed

Four plays later the Whiteface
eleven needing 6 yards for a first
down kicked to Hair at the Mus-
tang 39 yard line, who returned
the pigskin to the 46. James
Loveless carried into the left side
of the line for a yard loss. Priest
hit through the center of the line
to the 48 yard line on third down
Hair quicked kicked to the 23.

Using a combination of power
and running plays the Whitefaces
picked up first downs at the 33,
44 and again at the Mustang 45
yard lines. At this point the Mus-
tang defense tightened and on
fourth down Featherngill broke
through to block the Hereford
punt. Playing heads up ball Priest
picked up the pigskin, aided by
Featherngill, who threw a good

block on the Hereford punter,
and went the distance to the
double stripe for the first score
of the game. A pitch out to Hair
around right end was short for
the 2-point attempt and the Mus-
tangs led 6-0.

Neinast’s kick was taken at the
23 back to the 35. The fired-up
Mustangs yielded but 3 yards and
Hereford kicked to the Olton 27.
Hair hit right tackle to the 31
yvard line. Priest on an option
lost 4 yards back to the 27. The
Mustangs were penalized 5 yards
for off side back to the 22 and
on third down Priest’s pass to
Hair was good combined with
some fine running by Hair, to the
Whiteface 44 for another first
down. In two plays Priest carried
to the 33 yard line for another
first down as the first half of
play ended. Olton 6-Hereford 0.

Run Back

Opening up the second half of
play Neinast kicked to the 20 as
the run back was good for yard-
age to the 35. The first play
from scrimmage Hereford com-
bined good running and blocking
to tie the score with a 65 yard

.{scoring jaunt around right end. A

quarterback sneak failed to pick
up the extra two points and the
game was tied at 6-6.

The Whiteface kick was taken
by Hair at the 20 and returned
to the 37. Priest hit left tackle
and cut back to ‘the 42. A White-
face player was off side on the
play and the Mustangs elected to
save a down and took the penalty
good for yardage to the 41.

Priest ran through the -center
of the line to the 43. Priest’s pass
to Riney was complete for a loss
of a yard. Hair’'s pass to James
Loveless fell incomplete.

Priest faked a hand off, hid the
ball behind his left leg, and picked
up another first down at the 34.

Priest on a fullback spinner hit
right tackle good to the 30. Hair
tried right tackle picking up 4
yards to the 26. On an attempted
end run around the Ileft side
Hair was thrown for a loss at
the 28 and on fourth down Priest’s
pass to Duncan was incomplete as

the slippery ball fell from his

arms on a well executed play.

No Gain

Hereford running from their 28
hit the Mustang line for no gain.
The Mustangs were penalized to
the 33, because of an off side
infraction and on second down,
after carrying through the Mus-
tang line to the 39, the White-
faces were penalized 15 yards
back to the 24 for offensive hold-
ing. The next play saw Kenneth
Hooper fall on a Whiteface fumble
at the 28.

Priest running hard picked up
yardage to the 19 and on second
down he hit right tackle for a
first down at the 12. From this
point Hair ran wide around right
end to score the winning touch-
down. Priest’s kick was good and
the Mustangs led 13-6.

Neinast’s kick was taken at the
20 and returned to the 35. The
Whitefaces picked up steam and
marched 65 yards using a total
of 10 plays and four first downs
to score their second touchdown
of the game. Playing -catch-up
ball, they attempted to run around
right end for two points, but the
alert Mustang defense threw the
ball carrier for a loss and the
Mustangs still led by a score of
13-12.

Plows Through

Hair returned the kick from the
20 to the 27. Priest plowed through
left tackle to the 30 and carried
around left end to the 33. Priest
tried right tackle for a loss to
the 32 and kicking on fourth down
a slippery ball caused Priest to
fumble and he was unable to get
the kick away.

The Hereford eleven took over
deep in Mustang territory at the
20 yard line and on the first play
was thrown for a loss at the 24.
Fourth down found the Mustangs
holding Hereford short of the yard
needed for the all important first
down and Olton took over at the
11 yard line, as the rain really
started to come down.

Priest carried over right tackle
to the 13 and on second down
Hair quick kicked to the White-
face 46. Hair made the tackle as
the kick was returned to Olton’s

45. Hereford was forced to kick

after picking ‘up just one yard on
three: downs and the punt rolled
dead at the 24 yard line.

Priest carried into the line ta
the 25 and around left end to the
27. Third down attempt by Priest
around left end lost yardage tao
the 25 and Hair’s kick rolled dead-
at the Whiteface 40.

With four minutes remaining in
the game, the Whiteface fullback
picked up yardage to the 42 and
on second down a pitch out play
around right end was good for
58 yards and what looked like
might be another Hereford touch-
down, but a clipping penalty cost
them the score and they were
operating from their 40 yard line.
At this point the Mustang defense
tightened and they took possession
of the ball at their own 35, with
only seconds more than two mine
utes remaining to be played.

Olton was penalized 5 yards for
taking too much time in the
huddle back to the 40 yard line.
Priest carried off right tackle to
the 36 yard line. Hair swept left
end to the 31. Priest lost 3 yards
attempting to run around the left
side to the 34 yard line.

Facing fourth down and needing
9 yards Priest’s kick sailed inta
the end zone and Hereford took
over at the 20 yard line with
1:13 remaining in the game.

Hair Intercepts

On the first play Hair inter
cepted a Hereford pass at the
36 yard line. Priest attempted ta
run around left end and couldn’t
hold onto the slippery ball as
Hereford gained possession with
0:49 remaining on the clock.

Hereford was playing against
the clock.

Resort Shooting
Season Starts
On Upland Birds

The hunting of pleasant and
quail on Texas shooting resorts
began October 1, according to the
director of law enforcement of the
Game and Fish Commission.

There are a number of such
shooting resorts scattered through-
out the State which are permitted
under the law to raise and release
game birds for fee hunting. Some
of these places have been in
operation for several years. How-
ever, within the last two years
there has been an increase in the
number of shooting resorts in the
State, according to the director.

Be Wise—Advertise

Some of these resorts are oper-
ated on a club basis, while
others charge a fee for the day’s
shooting. On some of them dogs
are furnished, and on others
shooters must provide their own
dogs.

Under the statutes, a shooting

resort is defined as an area not
less than 600 acres contiguous to

each other, on which pen-raised’

fowl and-or imported game birds
are released. They must be banded
and marked. The bag limit on the
shooting resorts is unrestricted
on banded birds.
