DPS Warns On 
Registration 
Of Trailers
Officials of the Texas Depart­

ment of Public Safety, Monday 
termed the issuing of warnings to 
High Plains farmers and others 
about the registration of cotton 
trailers an educational program 
aimed at obeying the law.

At a meeting in the Plains Cot­
ton Growers office in Lubbock, offi­
cials said that only warnings had 
been issued at various gin points 
over the High Plains and letters 
outlining the policy of the Depart­
ment of Public Safety are being 
distributed.

This program started in the Val­
ley with the cotton harvest and 'it 
has now reached the High Plains, 
they explained.

The law concerning registration 
of farm trailers was passed in 
1941 and the county tax collector 
has all information concerning the 
trailer registration.

Public Safety officials said, “ We 
would like this to be considered an 
educational program for voluntary 
compliance with this law.”  Some 
safety rules suggested include a 
burning red light on the rear of 
trailers, pulling of only one trailer, 
and adherence to the speed limits 
while pulling trailers.

Prior to the meeting between 
officials, House Speaker Waggoner 
Carr had been in contact with Col. 
Homer Garrison, Director of the 
Texas Department of Public Safety 
in Austin.

Crux of the situation is that trail­
ers which exceed 4,000 pounds, 
gross weight, must be registered. 
Public Safety officials said the 
minimum registration fee for a 
3,000 pound trailer for five months, 
the remaining time in this regis­
tration year, is $4.13. Permits for 
higher gross weights will be from 
$10.39 for 7,000 pounds graduated 
up to $17.68 for 10,000 gross per 
trailer for farmers. Fees for gins 
who own trailers would be higher.

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JOE WILL USE LUCKY BUCK FOR FLIP

Conference Win A  
Personal V ictory

One of Coach Joe Turner’s great­
est personal victories came last 
Friday night as he saw his cellar- 
destined Mustangs clinch the right 
to represent District 2-AA in the 
state football playoff.

Turner’s team was picked by the 
“ experts” —people who sit at far 
away sports desks in big towns and 
never see them play—to win only 
one game this season. That was 
supposed to be over Petersburg, a 
non-conference match.

If Lockney beats Morton Friday, 
the Mustangs will be undisputed 
2-AA champions.

Coach Turner came to Olton in 
the fall of 1952. Since that time 
Olton has won four district cham­
pionships, one bi-district champion­
ship and has lost only seven con­
ference games in the past eight 
years.

Coach Turner, whose home is in 
Weatherford, received his BS De­
gree from Texas Wesleyan College 
in Fort Worth. While in college he 
lettered four years in football and 
was captain of the TWC team dur­
ing his senior year. Coach Turner 
was captain of the last football 
team that TWC sponsored.

After a “ hitch” in the Navy, 
Turner returned to college to com­
plete his graduate work. He holds 
a Master of Administrative Educa­
tion from Texas Christian College 
in Fort Worth.

In 1946, Turner was assistant 
coach at Olney High School. Dur­
ing that year, the Olney basketball 
team won district championship. 
This was the first time in fifteen 
years that Olney had won any 
championships.

From Olney, Turner went to No- 
cona, where he was head coach for 
three years. In Nocona, Coach Tur­
ner also coached basketball and 
took two teams to the state meet.
In 1950, Coach Turner was head 
coach in Tahoka.

At Tahoka
After coaching a year at Tahoka, 

Turner decided that some field 
other than teaching and coaching 
might be more lucrative. Conse­
quently, he went into the insurance 
business in Austin.

Finding it impossible to get 
coaching out of his system, Tur­
ner came to Olton in 1952 to coach 
football, baseball and track. Tur­
ner s baseball teams have gone to

regional two years.
Turner has coached track three 

years and each year his teams 
have competed at state level. He 
has had the pleasure of coaching 
two High-School All-Americans— 
R. V. Allcom was named All- 
American in football and J. Frank 
Daugherty was an All-American 
track man.

Coach’s Wife
Coach Turner has had the backing 

of his wife, Gwynne, through “ thick 
and thin.” It was Gwynne who en­
couraged him to return to coach­
ing, after discovering his dissatis­
faction in another field.

Gwynne, whose home is in Fort 
Worth, was married to Coach Tur­
ner after their freshman year at 
TWC. She has missed very few of

the coach’s games since they were 
married.

Gwynne missed her first game 
when their son, David, was bom. 
She was forced to miss two games 
this year while at the bedside of 
Joe’s sister who is ill. At one time, 
Gwynne was determined not toi 
miss a football game and attended 
the game in an ambulance.

Coach and Mrs. Turner adopted 
their first son, Bobby, in 1950 on 
their eleventh wedding anniver­
sary. Three years later their sec­
ond son, David, was born. Bobby is 
now a fourth grader, and David is 
in his first year of school.

Lots Of Luck
Coach Turner credits “ luck* with 

many of his successes as a coach 
He wears brown to every football 
game and has a suit which he 
bought in 1950 that he has worn 
each time his team has won dis 
trict championship.

Coach Turner also carries 
lucky silver dollar, with which he 
“ flipped” in bi-district and region­
al playoffs. He initiated a motto

for the team, “ One for all and all 
for one,”  which they have used for 
eight years at every football and 
basketball game.

‘More Visitation’  Urged Parents 
By School Officials A t P -T A

"New reasons for visiting school" were given to P-TA mem­
bers by Olton School's three principals last Thursday even­
ing.

Curriculum coordinator Elmer Moore directed the discus­
sion, with Fred Gordon, Morrison Asman and Don Waldrip 
making explanations and answering questions asked by in­
dividuals.

Mr. Moore explained that there 
is a general misconception of the 
term “curriculum.” He clarified 
that “ curriculum is the total of 
all experiences planned in the 
school that will help to further 
the education of the child.” 
Elementary school principal Fred 

Gordon pointed out some of the 
progress Texas schools have made 
in “ competing” with outside in­
terests of the younger student. 
Colorful texbooks and furnishings, 
he mentioned, are now provided 
generally.

Gordon went on, however, to 
assert that Olton Elementary 
School has had a much greater 
growth of Latin American students 
in recent years, which fact makes 
it necessary to educate all the 
youngsters slower because of the 
“ language barrier.”

“ We are doing the best we can 
under these conditions,” he assur­
ed patrons. “ We are trying to 
teach the Latin Americans to talk 
English at home, so they will be 
able to do so in the classroom.” 

Some parents never come to 
the school unless they have a 
‘terrific problem’,” Asman, jun­
ior high principal, stated. “We 
appreciate those who drop in oc­
casionally without any problems, 
and would like for all parents to 
do so.”
High School Principal Waldrip 

discussed what is perhaps the 
newest innovation in curriculum 
here in a number of years—the 
change from six to seven periods 
a day, with 15 to 20 minutes more 
time in the school day.

“ We now have seven 55-minute 
periods,”  he stated, “ with at least 
the last 15 minutes of each class 
spent in study. All schools are 
eliminating study halls. It is be­
lieved about 90 per cent of the 
time spent there was wasted, any­

LEGAL NOTICE

ORDINANCE NO. 110
AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING 
THE KEEPING OF HOGS, CAT­
TLE, HORSES, SHEEP, GOATS, 
JACKS AND JENNIES WITHIN 
THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY 
OF OLTON, EXCEPT FOR EXHI­
BITION OR SHOW PURPOSES, 
AND PROVIDING THE PENALTY 
FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF. 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OL­
TON:

SECTION I: That from and after 
the passage of this Ordinance and 
the publication thereof, it shall be 
unlawful for any person, firm or 
corporation to keep any living 
hogs, cattle, horses, sheep, goats, 
jacks and jennies within the city 
limits of the City of Olton.

SECTION II: It shall not be a 
violation of this Ordinance where 
hogs, cattle, horses, sheep, goats, 
jacks and jennies are kept for a 
period of not more than seventy-

two (72) hours where such animals 
are in a show or on exhibition and 
are kept in a barn or on grounds 
used for such purposes.

SECTION i n :  Any person, firm 
or corporation violating any of the 
provisions of this Ordinance shall 
upon conviction be fined in a sum 
not less than $5.00, nor more than 
$100.00, and each and every day 
that any such animal is kept and 
maintained in the said City in vio­
lation of this Ordinance, shall con­
stitute a separate offense.
