For many of the youngsters it 
was the third polio shot. For some 
it was the first.

Final rites for Ed Kiser, 
Plains pioneer and father of 
Mrs. Marshall Stone, were held 
Monday afternoon in Edmonson 
First Baptist Church.
Burial was in Memorial Park 

Cemetery at Plainview under di­
rection of'Lem ons Funeral Home. 
Pallbearers were Martin Phillips, 
Carl Belk, Ralph Block, Clyde 
and Claude Witten and Cecil Wat­
son.

Mr. Kiser, 87 years old, died 
Friday morning at Plainview Hos­
pital and Clinic. He was an uncle 
of Mrs. Eldon Franks of Olton.

Mr. Kiser moved to the Plain- 
view area in 1887. As a lad he 
rode the range, working for sever­
al ranchers. Among them was a 
brother-in-law, R. W. O’Keefe, and 
in his young manhood he took a 
hand in converting range land to 
farm land.

Mr. Kiser took a contract for 
providing fence posts for many 
land owners and cut cedar trees 
in the canyons and breaks.

Mr. and Mrs. Kiser were resi­
dents of Runningwater community 
for 36 years. Their neighbors de­
scribed them as “ the salt of the 
earth.”

One of Mr. Kisers neighbors, 
A. B. Tarwater, described Mr. 
Kiser as “ one of the very first 
citizens to come to this part of 
the country.”

His wife taught one of-the first 
schools in this area. Mr. Kiser 
helped build the first school house 
in Plainview. It was a half-dugout, 
sod roofed, and had only one room.

After lending a hand in con­
struction of the school, Mr. Kiser 
enrolled as a pupil. He never com­
pleted high school but possessed 
a keen, self-educated mind.

In 1892 he went to Terry County 
and worked on a ranch for sever­
al years. He returned to this area 
and in 1902 bought a section of 
land near Olton. He sold the tract 
to his son-in-law, Marshall Stone, 
in 1946.

The Kisers moved to Running- 
water in 1922. At one time he 
owned an interest in the Doorkey 
ranch near Sudan.

Mr. Kiser served many years on 
the Runningwater school board. 
He was a member of the Ed­
monson Baptist Church.

Mr. and Mrs. Kiser were mar­
ried May 4, 1904 at Plainview. 
Mrs. Kiser is the former Alice 
Beasley, a school teacher.

The couple were parents of 
four children, two sets of twins. 
The girls are Mrs. Bill Pinker­
ton, Edmonson and Mrs. Stone. 
The twin sons are Jim and Ed 
Kiser, Edmonson.

Mrs. Kiser survives her hus­
band as do four grandchildren 
and two great grandchildren.

Golfing Rules
Are Listed

v-------------  1
COMPETITIONS

Rule 36
The Committee (Def. 9)

1. Conditions

The Committee shall lay down 
the conditions under which a com­
petition is to be played.

Certain special rules governing 
stroke play are so substantially 
different from those governing 
match play that combining the two 
forms of play is not practicable 
and is not permitted. The results 
of matches played and the scores 
returned in these circumstances 
shall not be accepted.
2. Order and Times of Starting

a. GENERAL
The Committee shall arrange 

the order and times of starting, 
which, when possible, shall be 
decided by lot.

b. MATCH PLAY
When a competition is played 

over an extended period, the Com­
mittee shall lay down the limit of 
time within which each round 
shall be completed.

When players are allowed to 
arrange the date of their match 
within these limits, the Committee 
should announce that the match 
must be played at a stated hour 
on the last day of the period un­
less the players agree to a prior 
date.

c. STROKE PLAY
Competitors shall play in couples

unless the Committee authorizes 
play by threes or fours. If there 
be a single competitor, the Com­
mittee shall provide him with a 
player who shall mark for him, 
or provide a marker and allow 
him to compete alone, or allow 
him to compete with another 
group.
3. Decision Of Ties

The Committee shall announce 
the manner, day and time for the 
decision of a halved match or of 
a tie, whether played on level 
terms or under handicap.

A halved match shall not be 
decided by stroke play. A tie in 
stroke play shall not be decided 
by a match.
4. The Course

a. NEW HOLES
New holes should be made on 

the day on which a stroke com­
petition begins, and at such other 
times as the Committee considers 
necessary.

b. PRACTICE GROUND
Where there is no practice

ground available outside the area 
of a competition course, the Com­
mittee shall lay down the area 
on which players may practice on 
any day of a competition. On any 
day of a stroke competition, such 
area shall not include any hazard 
or putting green on a competition 
course.

c. COURSE UNPLAYABLE

If the Committee or its author­
ized representative consider that 
the course is not in a playable 
condition, or that insufficient light 
renders the proper playing of the 
game impossible, it shall have the 
power in match and stroke play 
to order a temporary suspension 
of play, or in stroke play to 
declare play null and void and to 
cancel all scores for the round in 
question.

When play has been temporarily 
suspended, it shall be resumed 
from where it was discontinued 
even though resumption occur on 
a subsequent day.
5. Modification Of Penalty

The Committee has no power to 
waive a Rule of Golf. A penalty 
of disqualification, however, may, 
be waived or be modified or be 
imposed under Rule 1 if the Com­
mittee consider such action war­
ranted.
6. Defining Bounds and Margins

The Committee shall define ac­
curately :—•

a. The course and out of bounds.

b. The margins of hazards, 
water hazards, and lateral water

Three hybrid com  yield tests, 

•each containing 49 entries, were 
conducted during 1958 at the High 
•Plains Station, Halfway, Texas. 
Average yields in these tests 
range from 97 to 77 bushels per 
acre and yields of individual en­
tries range from 135 to 56 bushels 
per acre. Yields and data on 
plant characteristics are present­
e d  in three tables. Entries report­
ed  in Tables 1 and 2 include most 
-of the hybrids now available to 
High Plains farmers, plus a 
^number of midseason and early 
maturing commercial and experi­
ment station hybrids. These tables

time, some entries appeared com­
pletely dry, with no green on the 
leaves, and were graded 1. Those 
with q little green were graded 2. 
Those plots with only a few leaves 
dried down were rated 8. While 
those ratings were expected to 
pi'ovide only a record of the ap­
pearance of the plots, a high 
correlation (degree of association) 
was found between them and the 
actual moisture percentages of the 
grain, determined at harvest 
(r equals 0.828; 1.0 is perfect).

Percent of moisture in the 
shelled grain at harvest deter­
mines whether the grain can be 
marketed immediately, or must

include several Texas Research be dried. No entry had grain with 
Foundation experimental hybrids jess than 13 percent moisture, 
and Table 3 consists entirely of ■ safe for storage, or below 14
of them.

In Table 1, nine hybrids gave 
yields significantly above the test 
average, 97.0 bushels per acre. 
These include Tx. 26, 28, 30 and 
36, As. 104, Con. 1 and 3, W. I l l  
and H 2124A. In Table 2, the six 
highest yielding hybrids are white, 
including TRF 9w, PAG 633w, 
G 779w, and As. lOlw, 105w and 
107w. TRF 9 and TRF 13 were 
included in all tests for compari­
son and their yields (97.4, 105.2 
and 98.9 for TRF 9; 78.6, 88.3 for 
TRF 13) are consistently good.

The tests were planted April 25, 
on  a Pullman Clay Loam and 
"thinned on June 11 to an average 
stand of 18,670 plants per acre 
(one plant per 8.4 inches, in 40 
inch rows). 26-78-0 fertilizer was 
applied in bands at planting and 
150-0-0 fertilizer was applied as a 
sidedressing on May 5. Three 
cultivations were given as follows: 
with crustbuster (knifing sled) 
when plants were 3-5’? tall, with 
cultivator when plants were 8-10” 
tall, and with clean-out sweeps 
(water-furrow openers) when 
plants were 12-15”  tall. All plots 
were hoed once, on about June 4.

From January 1 through October 
1, a total of 29.90 inches of water 
was available to the crop. The 
usual preplanting irrigation was 
not needed; 5.60 inches of rain 
was recorded between January 1 
and May 1, as follows: January, 
1.35” ; February, 0.00” ; March, 
1.95” ; April, 2.30” . Between May 
1 and September 1, 6.65 inches 
more rain was recorded, as fol­
lows: May, 2.65” ; June, 1.35” ; 
July, 2.65” ; August, 0.00” . Dur­
ing September, 2.65”  of rain was 
recorded, 2.55” of it from Sep­
tember 23 to 28. Five irrigations, 
of three inches were applied, on 
June 3, June 13, July 3, July 25 
and August 16.

“ Average” rainfall (40 years) 
for Olton area, as reported in 
“ Climate and Man” , 1941 Year­
book of the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture, is 21.78 inches. By 
months, (January through De­
cember) it is distributed as fol­
lows: 0.43” , 0.69” , 0.88” , 1.79” , 
2.80” , 2.96” , 3.08” , 2.69” , 2.74” , 
1.94", 1.10” , 0.68” . In 1958, Jan­
uary, March and April were wet­
ter than “ average’ , February, 
June, July and August drier, and 
May and September about aver­
age.

An inspection of the moisture 
percentages presented in the tables 
shows a wide range, from 25.27 
percent down to 14.16 percent. A 
major problem of corn production 
on the High Plains is that of 
moisture in the grain, or matu­
rity. For that reason, a large 
number of midseason and early 
maturing hybrids were included in 
the test, along with the late 
maturing hybrids which are nor­
mally grown in Texas.

Data on maturing is presented 
in three ways. Percent moisture 
was determined on the shelled 
grain from one replication of each 
test, at harvest. Maturity was 
rated, by inspecting one replication 
of each test, on September 18. All 
plots were checked on June 30, 
and a record made of plots with 
silks showing, tassels shedding 
pollen or with tassels showing 
but not yet shedding pollen. The 
third of five irrigations was ap­
plied on July 3.

The data on flowering (bloom 
code) is presented as three 
numbers, for example: 001 or 004 
indicates one or four plots of that 
entry had tassels showing. 031 
indicates tassels were shedding on 
three plots and only showing on 
one. 400 indicates all plots had 
silks showing (and tassels were 
shedding) on all plots of the 
entry. Some plots were well silked 
out on June 30; 100 was added 
to the rating of the entry for each 
such plot: 410 indicates one plot 
well silked, two plots showing 
silks and one plot with no silks 
showing but with pollen shedding. 
The data on flowering is interest­
ing in that it permits comparisons 
among the early maturing entries. 
Inspection at several additional 
dates would be required to pro­
vide data on flowering for till 
entries.

Maturity grades were rated 
visually, on one plot of each re­
plication, on September 18. At that

percent, maximum for No. 1 grade

justed yields may provide a fairer 
basis for comparing the yields but 
are not necessarily more accurate, 
since the adjustments are based 
on data from only one replication 
in each test.

No root lodged plants were 
found at harvest, but stalk break­
ing was excessive, ranging from 
55.4 percent down to 15.0 percent. 
Among the entries in Table 1 there 
is a fair association (r equal 0.59; 
1.0 is perfect) between yield and 
stalk breaking; slightly less asso­
ciation (r equal 0.42) between 
maturity grade and stalk breaking, 
and even less association (r equal 
0.37) between ear height and stalk 
breaking. These associations are 
statistically significant but are too 
low to explain the stalk breaking 
recorded; most of it is due to

A fairly large number of factors not identified in taking
entries had grain with moisture 
less than 15.5 percent, maximum 
for No. 2 grade com, while grain 
of several entries had more than 
23 percent moisture, maximum 
allowed for No. 5 grade corn. The 
rains, 2.55” , recorded from Sep­
tember 23 to 28, undoubtedly con­
tributed to the high moisture by 
preventing drying and, possibly, 
actually increasing it. The ground 
was wet when the tests were 
harvested, from October 9 to 
October 14; light rain prevented 
field work on October 10.

Those entries whose grain con­
tained more than 15.5 percent 
moisture would have required ad­
ditional drying before marketing. 
Facilities for artificially drying 
grain, or cribs such as are used 
in the com  belt in which the ear 
corn could dry naturally, would 
advance the date at which these 
midseason and late maturing hy­
brids could be harvested. Some 
grain is damaged or lost when 
ear com  is piled on the ground 
for drying; much grain may be 
lost by lodging and harvesting 
may be made more difficult if the 
corn is allowed to stand in the 
field for drying. Much of the stalk 
breaking shown in the tables is 
reported to have occurred on the 
weekend of October 1, just before 
harvest.

Since no moisture determina­
tions were made on September 18, 
it is not possible to say whether 
any of the entries were dry 
enough to harvest on that date. 
A maturity rating of 4 indicates 
that the plants appeared mature 
enough to harvest if grain drying 
facilities or cribs (for ear com ) 
were available.

In harvesting with a picker- 
sheller on a warm dry day, it is 
possible that the grain would lose 
some moisture, but no data is 
available as a guide. It seems 
unlikely that the loss would be 
more than one or two percent. 
Therefore, any entry is these 
tables with more than 16 percent 
moisture probably would have re­
quired further drying if harvested 
in mid-September. Taking 16 per­
cent or less moisture as indicating 
entries whose grain could be mar­
keted on September 18, there are 
four such entries in Table 1, 
twenty in Table 2, and five in 
Table 3. Yields among these 
entries range from 88.0 to 56.2 
bushels per acre. Since kernel 
moisture seldom drops below 14 
percent for com  in the field, it 
is possible that several of these 
could have been harvested before 
September 18, with grain as dry, 
or drier, than when harvested in 
October.

It is reported that with modern 
equipment, com  may be harvested 
and shelled at a moisture con­
tent as high as 30 percent, or 
even 35 percent (maximum dry 
weight, physiological maturity, 
is reached at about 34 percent). 
Ear com  with more than 20 per­
cent moisture in the kernel is con­
sidered unsafe for cribbing. 
Shelling com  at moistures above 
20 percent results in mechanical 
damage and this may be ex­
cessive at moistures above 25 
percent. Taking 16 percent to 20 
percent as indicating entries which 
could be harvested and cribbed 
safely or shelled and dried, on 
September 18, there are still a 
fairly large number of entries in 
each table with kernel moisture 
too high for harvest.

The shelling percentages shown 
in the tables are low, due both 
to incomplete shelling, and high 
cob moisture. Freshly harvested 
ears with kernel moisture of 25 
percent are reported to have about 
48 percent moisture in the cob. 
Approximate cob moistures, for 
kernel moistures from 15 percent 
to 25 percent are, respectively: 
17, 19, 22, 27, 31, 35, 39, 42*44, 
46 and 48 percent. For com­
parison among entries, yields may 
be adjusted to bushels of shelled 
grain at 15.5 percent moisture by 
multiplying as follows: reported 
yield x shelling percent x (100- 
reported percent moisture); divid­
ed by 80 percent x (100-15.5 per­
cent equals 84.5 percent). Mul­
tiplying by 1.4793 is equal to 
dividing by 80 x 84.5. These ad-

notes. In Table 2, these same 
three associations were calculated 
and found not to be significant, 
the “ r”  value being below 0.10 in 
each case.

The probable cause of much 
(but not all) of the stalk breaking 
was infestation by the southwestern 
corn borer (Diatraea grandiosella). 
Examination of some of the broken 
plants revealed borer damage, but 
time did not permit the detailed 
examination of all plants, broken 
and standing, which would have 
been necessary to determine 
whether all infested plants were 
broken and whether all broken 
plants were infested. Many of the 
hybrids included in the tests are 
known to be tolerant to attack by 
the European corn borer (Pyrausta 
nubilalis) and it is possible they 
are among the entries with low 
stalk breaking.

Husk cover was rated visually 
as the average for plants in one 
replication of each test. A grade 
of 1 indicates a closed husk ex­
tending one to two inches beyond 
the cob tip. An entry was rated 
3 if no tips showed, although the 
husk might be somewhat loose and 
did not extend beyond the tip. A 
grade of 3 is satisfactory but is 
less desirable than the complete 
protection indicated by grade 1.

Ear pendency was rated visually 
as the average for plants in one 
replication of each test. A grade 
of 1 indicates all ears were hang­
ing down, while 5 indicates all 
were standing up. Ear pendency 
grade is highly associated with 
maturity grade (r equal 0.72), but 
there are individual differences.

While it would be possible to 
recalculate yields to adjust for 
differences in percent moisture in 
the grain, shelling percent and 
even percent stalk breaking (since 
much lodged com  is lost in har­
vest), this has not been done. 
Yields reported are based on 70 
pounds of ear com  per bushel. 
Plots were two rows, spaced 40” 
apart, and 21 feet long, with four 
replications. Coefficients of Varia­
tion (C.V.) are low in all tests, 
indicating consistent performance 
of the entries. Differences in 
yield between entries (L.S.D.) 
needed for statistical significance 
are low, considering the high 
average yields.

With adequate moisture, late hy­
brids outyield early ones. In 
Tables 1 and 2, correlations be­
tween yield and moisture were 
high (r equal 0.76 and 0.67). With 
artifical drying, the high yielding, 
late hybrids might be used. Other 
wise, early maturing hybrids 
should be planted. Even with early 
hybrids, which might require few­
er irrigations, artificial drying will 
speed harvest, reducing- losses 
from lodging. . - -

Wood enumerated some of Mr. 
Hawkins’ achievements for the 
benefit of his community during 
the past few years.

Mr. Hawkins received the Texas 
Bank and Trust Company award 
in 1952 for being Farmer of the 
Year in Soil Conservation, Run­
ning Water District, Zone 1.

In 1956 he helped organize and 
incorporate the city of Hart and 
is now serving as the town’s first 
mayor. In 1957 he helped organize 
Hart’s first bank and is now 
serving as the chairman of its 
board.

In 1958 he was instrumental in 
getting a doctor to locate in 
Hart—first doctor in the town’s 
history. He helped to bring a 
drug store to town and helped to 
organize Hart’s first fire depart­
ment.

He planned and had the new 
Hart city hall and fire station 
built and was instrumental in 
bringing about the paving and 
guttering of three of Hart’s bu­
siest strets.

He "helped in the installation of 
city water at Hart cemetery and 
was one of the leaders in pur­
chase by the city of its own 
water system.

Among other things, Mr. Haw­
kins is a past president and mem­
ber of Hart school board. He 
helped to organize the High Plains 
Underground Water District. He 
served as the first soil conser­
vation District supervisor in Cas­
tro County.

He is an active member of Hart 
First Methodist Church and Hart 
Lions Club.

Mr. Hawkins has been ably 
assisted in his career. Mrs. Haw­
kins is one of the most active 
civic workers in Hart and one of 
the most beloved women leaders 
in Castro County.
