Light Vote Polled In Giving
Approval to ChangesIn

Constitution

Complete returns from thirteen
of the county's 22 voting boxes
Tuesday morning indicated that
Haskell county voters had given
indifferent approval to six propos-
ed amendmentsto the State con-

stitution in the special election
held Monday. Voting was the
lightest of any election held in
years, and many voters marked
their ballots on only one or two
of the propositions submitted.

Included in the list of thirteen
boxes reported were all of the
largest voting boxes in the county
with the exceptionof weinert.

Returnstabulatedwere from the
four Haskell boxes, two Rule
boxes, Rochester, Sagerton,Tanner
Paint. Jim Hogg. Cliff and Jud.
Three hundred and seventy votes
were totalled from the thirteen
boxes, with the following results:

Amendment No. 1, bank stock
liability 279 for, 78 against.No. 2,
aid for destitute children 280 for
and 90 against.

CAN HELP SOLVE

REVENUE PUZZLE

Encouragement, Not Tax1
Threats,Plus Economy, Is

Col. Thompson'sIdea

AUSTIN, August 21 (Special)
Revenueaccuring from the natur-
al expansionof industries, com-
bined with some decrease in gov-
ernmental expense, can and will
solve the Texas taxation-financi- al

problem without the imposition of
new tax burdens that Is the viewf
of Col. Earnest O. Thompson,
member of the Railroad commis-
sion and chairmanof the Interstate
Oil Compactcommission.

Col. Thompson, recently return-
ed to Paris, where he was Presi
dent Roosevelt's delegate to the
World Petroleumconference, sub-
stantiated his assertionwith facts
regarding the oil industry and the
revenuesit yields to the state,and
showedthat "what was done with
oil can be done with other Indus-
tries, but they must be encouraged
instead of threatened constantly
witn too strict regulationand high-
er taxes."

"Everything goes back to pur-
chasingpower, and when this let-
ter increases, revenues for con-
duct of stategovernments increase,
as facts prove," Thompson is quot-
ed in a report of the All-Sou- th De-
velopment Council. "When thestate
encourages industry to ex'pand, it
meansmore investments,expand-
ed payrolls, greater purchasesof
suppliesandequipment,thus bene-
fitting the merchant, the farmer
and the rancher for all threemust
sell to industrial payrolls.

"The Texascitizens, government
and legislature should do all in
their power to encourage this in
dustrial expansion,and when it
takes place there will be no need
to worry over state finances, for
that will solve itself," Thompson
said.

Pointing out that although Tex-
as in 1936 produced and sold 463,-000,0- 00

barrels of oil, the state
closed the year with 740,000,000
more barrels in reserve than it
startedwith, the commissioner said
that thestatehas enough oil last
40 moreyearsunderprorationeven
if no new fields are brought in,
although 44 new fields were
brought in last year. He said that

are bringing In about 900 new
wells per month while only 100
per month would maintain pro
duction, the net gain of 800 wells
per month meaning increased busi
ness, payrolls, purchasesand state
revenues.

"Considering the immensity of
Texas and its great resources we
have far to go yet in development
and now is the time begin,"
Thompson said. "If we all quit talk
ing about tax increases and spend
more time developing what we
havehere andcreatingmarketsfor
our products, the people and the
state government will be better off
financially but they will not be
until we embark upon sucha pro-
gram.

"Even with more revenuesfrom
morediverseindustries,if we have
trouble making ends meet
shoulddo it by decreasing the cost
of governmentrather than boosting
taxes. Other states and counties
have done tills and there is no
reason why it can't be done In
Texas.

"We should capitalizeon the ad-
vertising the Centennial shows
gave us to interest new industries
and develop new markets.

PROTECTING THE UNWORTHY

A businessman writing in a newspaperin an-

other State recently related thatfor thirty years he
5d watchedbusiness men "gang up" againstneed-
ed reform and thus protect those who were dis-

gracing their class.
Certainly, when a business, an industry or a

profession harbors those who make a jest out of
jtcrvice and a racket out of the privileges they en-

joy the public is justified in believing that the busi-jies- s,

industry or profession defends and approves
Ihose who are unworthy of their tolerance.

We have no particular class of people in mind
Dui the observation appliesvery forcefully, we think
lo certain professions

Examplescould beused but are unnecessaryto
.advancethe plea that men of all walks in business
life seriously consider the obligations that they owe
the public and ascertainwhether their associates
arc, as aclass, renderingsociety a full value for the
compensation received.

CAN WOMEN CONTROL BUSINESS?

The fact that the women of the United States
already own 70 per cent of the country's private
wealth is assertedby Ralph B. Wilson, vice-preside-nt

of Babson's Reports, a business statistical or-
ganization.

This leads us to the thought that many years
ago it was fondl imagined that women, once their
influente penetrated business and industry, would
ameliorateconditions that men in their hardnessof
heart, permitted to continue. The idea was that the
mother inst.net of women would lead the world to
a greater w.llingness to share economic blessings
and that. graduall , a better racewould thus result.

The fact that women own a great portion of the
wealth of the nation, however, does not necessarily
meanthat they control business and industry, which
probably continuesto be dominatedby men. How-
ever, the day cannot be far off when women will
control the business that they own and then, what
will be theeconomic policy dictatedby the women?
It may be time for women of conscience to consider
an answerto the question.

Mr. Wilson insists that women own one-four- th

to one-thi- rd of our industries and comprise from
one-thi- rd to one-ha- lf of the stockholders of our large
corporations.This means that they should begin to
havesome voice in the conduct of business generally
and exert some pressureto alleviate the ills of sel-
fishness in the business world.
