Abston Appeals From
50-Year Sentence

The appeal of Clarence (Puny)
Abston, convicted murdered unde:
a S0-year sentence assessedd by a
Kent county jury last year for
complicity in the slaying of an
aged O'Brien woman in 1036, has
been set for hearing by the Court
of Criminal Appeals in Austin
Wednesday, February 23. Defen-
dant's counsel, who represented
Abston during the trial at Jayton
and who are seeking a new trial
in the case, are T. R. Odell of this
city and James Engledow of Jay-
ton.

Opposing the plea for a new
hearing of the case will be Dis-
trict Attorney Ben Charlie Chap-
man and Tom Davis, Haskell at-
torney, who was employed to as-
sist in the State's prosecution in
{the previous trial.

Abston and a companion, C
Matura, were both indicted fui
murder, by a Haskell county Grand
Jury investigating the fatal beai-
ing of Miss Rebecca Coursey at
her home in O'Brien in May, 1836
Both defendants were tried in
d8th District Court, Abston here.
and Matura at Aspermont, and
both were convicted and assessed
the death penalty. On an appeal
jof the State court, judgment of
the lower court was reversed and
a4 new trial ordered for Abston. ‘

Granted a change of venue, Ab-|
ston's second trial was held at
Clairemont May 3, 1937, resulting|
in conviction carrying a 50 year
prison term.

Lincoln and Slavery

Among the notable anniversaries of the month
is the birthday of Abraham Lincoln on February
12, which each year serves to revive memorieg of

| our first martyred President. So rich in human in-
| terest was Lincoln's life that it presents almost un-
limited material for the writer—material of which
wide use has been made during the last seventy
vears

But it I probable that Lincoln's paramount aim
during the Civil War is not so well understood as
it should be. Doubtlesz the general impression 12
that his chief object was the abolition of slavery.

While Lincoln was always against slavery on
principle, his original idea was to abolish it by
paving slave-owners for their property from the
national trensury, thus gradually emancipating the
negro. Such a proposal was made by him as early
as 1849 when a member of Congress, and was re-
newed in 1862, while the war was in progress

But his real aim during the war was the pre-
servation of the nation as one union, with the
ibolishment of slavery as a secondary considera-

won. This 1s best illustrated by his famous letter
to Horuce Greely on August 22, 1862 in which he
said

“My paramount objective |s to save the Union
and not either to save or destroy slavery. 1f I could
gave the Union without freeing any slave 1 would
do it; if I could save it by freeing all the slaves, 1
would do it and if I could do it by freeing some
ind leaving others alone,l would also do that."

Forty Years Ago

Forty vears ago this month events were mov-
ing rapidly toward that short but spirited struggle
known to history as the Spanish-American War,
which free Cuba, Porto Rico and the Phillippines
from Spanish misrule

American feeling has running high because of
Spanish atrocities in Cuba, when the battleship

Maine was blown up in Havana harbor on Februarye

15, 16888, killing 266 officers and men. On Apnl
11 President McKinley told Congress that in the
name of humanity and civilization the war being
waged against the Cubans by the Spaniards must
stop. On April 19 Congress demanded that Spain
withdraw from Cuba, and authorized the use of
American land and sea forces to accomplish the
result, War officlally began on April 21,

Regular Army and National Guard troops were
mobilized at Tampa, Mobile and other Southern
points; Dewey's fleet was ordered from Hong Kong
to destroy the Spanish fleet at Manlla; Sampson
and Schley prepared to meet Cervera's Spanish
fleet which was on its way to West Indian waters
from Cape Verde Islands

The end of April thus saw the stage set [or
action. On May 1 Dewey casily defeated the Span-
ish fleet in Manila Bay: on July 1 the main assault
n Santiago by Shafter's Army began; on July 3
Cervera's fleet was destroyed while trying to es-
from Santiago harbor, and the Spanish land
forces at Santiago surrendered to Shafter on July
17. Aside from minor engagements in Porto Rico,
the fall of Santiago virtually ended Spain's resis-
tance, hostilities being formally ended by the pro-
tocol of August 13

Peace was declared Jhrough the Treaty of
Paris, signed on December 10, 1898, and later rati-
| fied by both nations, whereby Spain asknowledged
Cuba's independence, ceded Porto Rico to the
United States and received twenty million dollars
for the Philippines,

These are the high spots in a brief but drama-
tic war which had far-reaching consequences for
many millions of people.

The Indian Stone Hoax
IN 1838, workmen, digging in the

Grave Creek mound, a 70-foot |
earthen cone in Moundsville, W, Va
discovered severai human skeletons
and a number of relics of those
prehistorie mound builders who had
used the mound as a gigantic tomb
They also discovered a serap of |
sandstone, less than two inches |
long, covered with some Iirﬂrs:r'|
symbols.

Sclentists tried in vain to decipher
their meaning. A Frenchman de
clared that it was a Canaanite n-
scription. A scholar deelared that
four of the characters were an
cient Greek, four Etruscan, flve Ru-
nie, six ancient Gaelic; seven old
Erse; 10 Phoenlician; 14 old Brit
ish and 18 Celtiberiec.

For nearly a century the true
meaning of the “Indian stone" bat.
fled the scientists. And then a West
Virginia printer and publisher
solved the mystery. His name was
Andrew Price and as a printer
who handled much handwritten
copy in the old “handset” days, he
was accustomed to deciphering bad-
ly written manuseript. He began
studying the “Indian stone' in 1020
and announced that its translation
was this: “Bill Stump's Stone Oct
