GERMANY ADMITS
INABILITY TO PAY

CITE POINCARE PLAN AND GIVES
THAT A8 AUTHORITY TOR
BEING UNABLE TO PAY

Disagreement of Reparations Com
mission Will be Countsr When
France DeYvers One

Berlu.—The German Government
admita tts Inability to meet the pay-
ment of 500,000,000 gold marks which
I8 due Jan. 15, o accordance with
the London reparations schedule, as
It naturaily assumed that the whole
question of reparations would be
subject to overhauling after the Ger-
man payment of treasury bonds to
Belgium.

“\When the brie! moratorium was
granted to Germany, the Govern-
ment announces, it was believed the
reparations commission would be In
& position to devise a new schedule
which would becume effective with
the new year. As authority for its
Inability to meet the January pay-
ment offfelal quarters cite the repa-

rations plan of Premler Poincare
which desizgnates as Indispensable
& two years’ moratorium for Ger-
many.

The Gevernment apparently now
s awaiting some sort of communica-
tion from the Reparations Commis-
sion and in all probability will coun-
ter an wit matum from France by

making reference to the treaty pro-
viso which prescribes that the rep-
arations demands must be authoriz-
ed and supported unanimously by
the commission. It is polnoted out
In some quarters, however, that M.
Poincara bas a loophole in a para
graph of the treaty which entitles
him to proceed Iindependently or
with the consent of Italy and Bel
glum (8 event of a German default
a8 cited I connection with the tim-
ber and eoal deliveries

Unless the situstion suddenly be-
comes eritical the Reichstag will not
be convened befeore Jan. 16, Chan-
eellor Cuno, mean-hile, will keep In
touch with the foreign relations
committes. Both the Government
and party leaders believe a session
of Parlioment at this stage can de
dispenscd with.

The Bourse was exceptiona'ly firm
and forelgn moneys failed to score
the heavy advance which had been
anticlpated. Findncial experts are
displaying curiously in the immediate
future of the French franc, whose
pronecu are viewed by the experts
a3 not foo auspiclous.

BRECKENRIDGE EXPLOSION
INJURES FOURTEEN MEN

Plpe Carrying Three Million Cuble
Feet of Gas is Cause of
Expicsion
Breckenridge, 7Texas—The explo-
plon of a pipe carrying 3,000,000 cu-
bic feet of gas inside a 46x120-foot
building at the plant of the Central
Gasoline Producing Company, ten
milea north of Breckenri!.., Injuved
eloavan men, three of whom are be-
lleved to be fatally injured and an-
pther who may die. Three rescuers

were slightly hurt.

The pipe becoming disjointed, the
gas was ignited and the explosion
which followed demolished the bulld-
ing, the roof of which was blown
100 feet Into the air.

The building became a veritable
furnace of blazing gas following the
explosion and the men are suffering
chiefly from burns.

Only six of the twenty employea
at tha plant escaped injury and #t
was almost miraculous that the elev-
en men who were in the building at
the time were not killed outright.

Five of the Injured are in a local
hospital, four are at Eliasville and
two at the plant.

The following men here are be-
YMeved to be dying: Robert J. More-
land, 30; Joe Blackwood, 50; Gunner
Lundburg, 20. Floyd Russell, 21, is
nlso seriously injured and may die.

Three of the employes were slight-
ly injured In rescuing the eleven
who were in the building.
