In a ruling this week District
Judge Dennis P. Ratliff upheld
the action of the Haskell County
Board of School Trusteesin deny
ing an order grouping five com-
mon scohol districts with the
SagertonIndependentSchool Dis-
trict.

After canvassingreturns of an
election held in the six school
districts several months ago, the
County Board ruled that the pro-
posed grouping had failed to re-
ceive a majority vote in each of
the six districts to authorize the
grouping.

Contesting the action of the
County Board, school trustees of
the Sagertondistrict filed a plea
for writ of mandamus,styled R.
O. Gibson et al vs. the County
Beard of Trustees,seekingto have
the original order set aside and
authorizing the grouping.

Hearing of the case was had
before Judge Ratliff last week,
and at the conclusion of the hear-
ing he announcedthe uling would
be Issued this week.

Each troop will not collect all
of this material but will take an
Inventory and make a complete
duplicate list, one copy to be re
tained by the troop and the other
to be collected by the mobiliza
tion officer in Novemberat a date
to be announcedlater.

On the Four ProposedAmendments

State Representative Courtney
Hunt of this cityv in the following
article gives his views on the four
Constitutional Amendmentsto be
voted on in the general election
Tuesday,Nov. 5th. In the opinion
of the Haskell legislator, three
of the proposed amendmentsarc
deserving of support, but he
warns against HJR No. 45, the

ed "Red River county bill"
which if adopted would exempt
a single county from provisions of
the Constitution relating to de-

finite limits of tax rates.
Mr. Hunt's views on the four

proposed amendments follow:
"There will bo four Constlution-a-l
Amendmentsto be voted on in

the general election November 5.
How will you vote? Have you
studied these amendments?

"The nverage voters gives lit-

tle, if any, thought to Constitu-
tional Amendments beforevoting.
Some voto for them becausethe
Legislature submits them, others
are prone to vote against all
Amendments,thereby giving the
proponents of such amendments
an opportunity with an organized
unit vote, to put over many
amendmentsthat should never be
voted.

S. J. R. No. 4
''This Amendment if carried

will empower the Legislature to
pass laws providing for appeal
direct to the Supreme Court of
this state from an order of, any
trial court granting or denying an
interlocutory or permanent in-

junction on the grounds of Con-
stitutionality or unconstitutionali-
ty of any statute of this state, or
the validity or invalidity of any
administrative order issued by any
state agency under any statute of
this state.

"I recommendthat you vote for
this amendment,becauseof the
saving in time and expense of
litigants; and it will have a ten-
dency to put to an end the prac-
tice of powerful corporations in
keeping important cases on appeal
indefinitely.

"This amendment in brief is
to empowerthe Secretaryof State
to make appointmentsof Notaries
Public of each County, while the
Legislature is in recess.

That after the ballots are counted and the
winner certified, America's real courseof action in
the world scene will begin.

There is a suspicion that ultimately America
will become involved in the war, no matter which
ride may triumph at the polls Not because either
party will deliberately seek such involvement but
rather becausethe force of events Is driving this
country more deeply into a position which may
becomeuntenable without resort to arms.

Whether or not we enter that war dependsnot
so much on the citizens of the United Statesor their
governmentas it does on the conductof the other
nations already involved, if the causeare beyond
our control, we can have no hand in shaping the
effect.

War for America neednot yet be considereda

fait accompli. We must play our cards the right
way There can be no mistakes,no fumbling.

That is the issue on electionday It would be a

Today one of the great services that govern
ment renders to its people is to provide means to
defend themselvesjointly against any who would
take away their rights.

By the free choice of our own representatives,
we have decided that all must share this burden
So our young men set down their namesand await
the call for whatever servicethe people have de-
cided to require of them.

Health Official

With open season for colds nt
hand, Dr. Geo. W. Cox, state
health officer, suggests ways by
which they can be avoided or
reduced to a minimum. Here they
arc:

1. Keep yourself as fit as pos-

sible. Substitute the simpler and
more nourishing foods for rich
mixtures. Eggs, mllki and other
dairy products, fruits and green
vegetablesarc rich In the vita-
mins that arc a protection against
colds. Add them to your diet.
Drink several glasses of water
daily.

2 Dress according tothe weath-

er. Keep comfortably warm. Have
a sweater handy or a warm coat
to slip on when the day turns
cold suddenly.Light a fire or' turn
on the heat If your house Is damp
and chilly. If you are a house-
keeper,get your warm bedclothes
out and use them.

3. Avoid sudden chilling
Change as quickly as possible to
dry shoes and dry clothing if ou
are cought unprepared in a
drenching rain.

4. Get some exercisein the open
air every day a brisk walk,
if you can't do more than that.
Hold your head up and .breathe
deeply as you walk. Keep your
sleeping quarters and your work-
ing quarters well ventilated, and
get plenty of sleep

5. Colds are catching. Don't get
where pePle or coughing or
sneezing. Wash your handsbefore
eating.

6. If your powers of resistance
have been lowered and a cold
"catches" you. don't fight it You
will save time and strength and
cet well more quickly if you go

bed, eat lightly, drink plenty
water and stay in bed until

your physician says you may get
up. Don't wait, either, until you
are seriously ill to send for your
doctor. Send for him promptly,
and follow his advice.

7. Don't give your cold to others.
Have your own towel and drink
ing glass Don't broadcast your
germs. Don't sneeze or cough in
your neighbor's face.
