The lottery in which 17 DOD.l'mﬁ
men throughout the nation hold|
“tickets" good for a year's ser-
vice in the U S. Army, will be
launched by a radio address by
President Roosevelt. After Mr,
Roosevelt's address Secretary of
War Stimson will draw the first
number, and succeeding numbers
will be drawn until places are
determined for every jregistrant
in the nation. The drawing |is
expected to require from 12 to
15 hours. About 10,000 numbers
will be drawn, it was estimated,
this figure representing the larg-
est number of registrants in any
of the nation's 6500 draft dis-
tricts.

Working of the lottery in detail
was explained by a Washington
draft official as follows:

“Let us suppose the first num-

ber drawn is 110. That would
mean that registrant No 110 at
each of the 6,300 draft boards

throughout the country is drafted.
Say the second number is 4,356—
all the men who have that num-
ber are drafted. And so on. until
the order in which all 17,000,000
men who registered will be called
into service is established.
“Some boards are handling as

many as 10,000 registratipn cards |

other boards a much  smaller
number, For that reason, 10,000
numbers must be placed in the

draw. Drawing of a high number,
such as 9,782 might affect only a
few men. as there aren't many
boards with that many registrants.

“Naturally, the drawing of a
man's number near the top does
not mean he will be placed in
military service immediately. He
will, though, be among the first
to receive questionnaires, Wheth-
er he actually serves, or not—and
when—will depend on the infor-
mation he furnishes in the ques-
tionnaire regarding dependent,
occupational indispensability ete.”

EXPAND RESTOCKING
PROGRAM

Austin, Texas — Trapping of
deer, turkey and antelope by the
Texas Game, Fish and Oyster
Commission will be on an even
larger scale this year tahn it was
last. when a new all-time high
in trapping and restocking was
reached in the Lone Star State.
In addition, the Game Department
through the use of federal Pitt-
man-Robertson funds, is preparing
to trap quail, muskrats, raccoon
and possibly several other kinds
of game birds and animals. the
executive secretary of the De-
partment has announced.

Last year 257 antelope, 420 deer

| and 551 turkeys were trapped and

| transplanted on areas upon wheih
| the spccies of game suitable for
the various areas once roamed. By
the use of new and improved traps
the Game Department has high
hopes of restocking twice as many
deer, turkey and antelope areas
this year as were replanted last
vear, when the deer trapping was
doubled.

A new single deer trap has been
perfected. Twenty-two of them
used for a short time late last
season trapped nearly 100 deer.
The Department is building 100
additional traps and will place
them in use as soon as possiMe.
The new trap captures deer with-
out injuring them. Deer are trap-
ped on state game preserves, areas
set aside under asgreement with
the owner of the land. No hunting
of any kind is allowed on the
game preserves. of which Texas
has 127.

An all net turkey trap built in
octagon shape has proved the most
successful of several tested during
the last few years. The Game
Department will place two and
possibly three turkey trapping
crews in the field this year. It is
believed more than 1,000 deer, as
