BalancedFarm Program En-
ables Borrower to
Envision Future '

Through strict adherenceto the
farm managementplan outlined
by tlie Farm Security Administra-
tion, V. R. Anderson former ten-
ant farmer who purchasedhis own
farm this year by virtue of a loan
from tho Farm Security Adminis-
tration, last week was able to meet
his first paymenton the FSA loan
with money to spare.In addition,
Mr. Andersonpajed all his taxes
for the current year and insurance
premiums on his farm buildings
for the coming year.

The loan payment was not due
until December31, 1939, and was
made in full approximately two
months before the duo date, but
was made by Mr. Anderson in or-
der to reducethe loan rate on his
farm loan and to tako advantage
of discountpaymentsof 1939 state
and county taxes which offered a
reduction for prompt payment.
Repaymentson the FSA loan,
taxes and insurancefor the cur-
rent year entailed an outlay of
approximately $425.00 and tills
was provided from the current
year's farm proceeds of one-four- th

of the cotton yield and one-four- th

of the Government sub-
sidy paymentson Anderson's 160-ac-re

farm purchasedunder terms
of a Farm Security Administration
loan.

In addition to the cashreturn
from this year's crops, Anderson
retains three-fourt- hs interest in
tho remaining cotton crop of the
farm, together with a heavy yield
from maize and other feed crops
planted on the farm. Ho expects
to harvestat least 15 tons of maize
and will store two thousandbun-
dles of feed from this year's crop,
ho estimated.

Proper Lighting and Feeding Plan
Will Keep Up In

Cold Weather

Thecoming of cold weather brings
with It tho Inevitable problem of
keeping egg production up as tho
mercury goesdown. That Is largely
a problem of getting enough feed
into tho birds, according to O. S.
Johnson, Manager of tho Poultry
Departmentof Purina Mills.

"Egg production often goes down
during a severe cold snap because
birds don't eatasmuch feed as they
should," Johnson says. "It takes
more feed to maintain heat and
energy In the bird's body during
cold weather and still produce the
same number of eggs. That's why
hens must be kept eating If they're
going to keep on laying.

Hens Need Longer Days
"Short days and long nights call

for special lighting and feeding in
order to get Increasedfeed consump-
tion. Hens In heavy production need
a 13 to ur day to eat enough
feed to maintain their egg output,"
says Johnson. "At tho Purina Ex-
perimental Farm wo have found
that morning lights are more satis-
factory than both morning and eve-
ning lights or all-nig- ht lights.

A Dies
Millions of fiction lovers whose tastes run to

tales of the old West were saddeneda few days ago
by the sudden death from heart diseaseof Zane
Grey, one of the most popular and prolific novelists
of his generation.

Grey was 64 years old, and beganhis literary
career 35 years ago, after about six years in the
practice of dentistry. His earlier novels were not
very successful and it is said that only two persons

n h other andLina Eliso Roth, whom he married
gave him any encouragementto continuewriting.

His mo t spectacularlysuccessfulnovel, "Riders
oi the Purpic Sage," was produced in 1912. eight
years after his first book was accounteda dismal
failure. He wrote in all about 50 novels, which
madehim a handdsomefortune.

Grey was often infuriated by people who
would write him, thinking his first name, Zane,
was that of a woman. It is a family name, his mo-
ther having been Alice Josephine Zane, whose
pioneer ancestor founded Zanesville, Ohio, where
the author was born.

Several years ago Grey becamean enthusias-
tic deep sea fisherman, and indulged in the sport
from his palatial yacht, on which he spent much
time. Severalof his later books dealt with the sea
and fishing.

While he could hardly be classed as a great
literary figure. Grey was an author whose books
hod a wide popular appeal,and theworld is poorer
Dccauseor nis passing.

Following the bringing of the Baltic states of
Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania under virtual do-

Hunting By Airplane
What sounds like a tall story of hunting coy-

otes with an airplane cames from Idaho, but it is
told convincingly by a writer in the Farm Journal,
so wo pass it along.

In the Twin Falls district of southern Idaho,
farmers have long suffered losses from coyotes,
which kill their sheep, and sometimes even attack
cattle. Other methods of combatting this menace
having proved unsatisfactory,shooting the coyotes
from an airplane was tried with success.

Sheepmenhired Lamoine Stevens and Grant
Kilboumo to engage in this mode of ex-

termination, with n small airplane and sawed-ot-f
shotgun as equipment. Stevenspilots the plane,
flying low at slow speed, while Kilbourne liquidates
the coyotes with chargesof buckshot.

When possible the plane is landed near each
dead animal, which is then skinned,the pelts bring-
ing from $5 to $10 each. Working over several
counties, the aerial hunterskilled more than 600
coyotes during the last two winters.

In addition to the practical benefits of this
coyote war from the air, it must be great sport for
any one who caresfor that sort of thing.
