It is well known that the railroads have been

in serious financial difficulties for quite a while
because of the depression, loss of traffic to other
forms of transportation, high taxation and exces-
sive governmental restrictions.
Reguests for increases in rates sufficient to re-
lieve the situation have been denied, and a propos-
ed wage reduction has been abandoned on recom-
mendation of a fact finding committee. Legislation
now seems the only hope, if the roads are to be en-
ebled to maintain their present high efficiency in
serving the public

A program =uggested by the Association of
Amerwan Railroads some time ago is being studi-
ed. 1t includes a revision of rate-making procedure,
granung of low iaterest government loans, payment
of full freight rates by the government, repeal of
the long and short haul rate law, and new regulation
of water transportation.

Besides it was  pointed out that the [looding
f lands has removed large areas from taxaton, and
destroyed their value for farming purposes, It was
therefore urged that effor's be made to cause the
TVA w0 pay taxes the same as privale business en-

terprises must do. There may be no legal way to
do this, but in the interest of fairness it ought to be
done

The TVA has proved to be a costly experiment
of doubtful value, even to the states in which
