Times by Officer

As the result of a shooting af-
fray which occured on the south| e——0——
side of the square Saturday night
about 10:30 o'clock, Clarence
Lewellen is in the Haskell county
hospital with serious gunshot
wounds which could result fatally,
and Dan Kirkpatrick, deputy Con-
stable of this city is under bond
of $6,000 charged with assault
with intent to murder in a com-
plaint signed by a member of the
gheriff’s department.

The shooting, occuring while
the streets and sidewalks were
thronged with people who had
gathered to hear election returns,
created a near-panic among the
crowds near the scene.

First shot which struck Lew-
ilen was fired while he and the
officer were standing in front of
the Western Auto Associate Store,
The wounded man ran, bystanders
said, followed by the officer who
fired three more bullets, all of
which struck Lewellen, penetrat-
ing his chest, left side, and right
arm. Lewellen, unarmed, fell in
the lobby of the Texas Theatre,
about fifty feet from where the
shooting began. He was bleeding
profusely from his wounds. An

A Mexlcan lion measuring more
than 7 feet was recently killed
north of Bruni in Webb County
by a Mexican hunter who used
only a 410 gauge shotgun with
which to bring down the huge
cat, It i5 reported to the State
Game Department by a game
warden.

To a fast-growing collection of
prehistoric  animal skulls  and
' gkeletons, Texas Memorial Mu-
seum at Austin  recently added
two new “junior” members —
the skulls of two giant buffaloes.

Skulls of the buffalo—not so
old as some of the Museum's fos-
sils—were taken from University
of Texas-WPA excavations in
Stonewall and San Patricio coun-
ties, Dr. E. H. Sellards, Museum
director, said.

With horns eighteen inches
round at the core and having a
spread of four feet, the bison is
considerably larger than the type
known today although both pro-
bably lived at the same time 30.-
000 years ago, Dr. Sellards pointed
out.

While the skulls—rare speci-
ments—are in good condition, the
rest of the skeletons have not been
located, he added.

So far, the Stonewall "dig" has
also vielded fossils of ancient
camels, horses, turles and sloths.
