times a year, according to J. H.
Burrell, Purina Mills Poultry Spe-
clalist, This is rwuch more efficient
and profitable, he says, than the age-
old practice of starting one or two
bunches of chicks in the spring with
resulting “peaks and valleys” in egg
volume and earnings throughout the
whole production cycle.
