RateFixed

At a called session or the City
Council Friday night for the pur-
pose of conductinga Rate Hearing
as provided in a recently enacted
City Ordinance, Aldermen voted
unanimously to adopt a schedule
fixing tho minimum rates that can
be charged for electric service in
Haskell. The schedule is in tho
form of an ordinance,which was
passedon its third reading and
becomes effective after publication
this week. Full text of the Ordi-
nance Is printed on page seven in
this issue of the Free Press.

The rate scheduleasadopted
"pecs" the minimum rate but
docs not fix a maximum rate
and electric utility companies
arc not required, under pro-
visions of the new schedule, to
lower rates to the minimum
level fixed in the schedule.
Minimum rates.for 'four types of

electric service are set out in the
scheduleas follows:

CommercialService Minimum
monthly bill $2.00, which allows
consumer tho first 25 kilowatt
hours used per month.

ResidentialService Minimum
monthly bill $1.20, which allows
consumer the first 15 kilowatt
hours used per month.

Small Power Service $1.00 per
horsepowerper month, which al-

lows consumer 20 kilowatt hours
per month.

Off-Pea- k, or Intermittent water
heater service lc per kilowatt
hour per month.

StateAdvertising
Until about five years ago only six states of

the Union officially engaged in advertising cam-
paigns for the purpose of attracting tourists, ob-
taining now industries and promoting sales of the
btato's own products Tins year 39 statesare con-
ducting such campaigns.

'Besides these39 stateswhich appropriat-
ed state funds for advertising purposes, eight othcrc
will benefit through being advertised by counties,
municipalities or private organizations. This leaves
the state o Deleware as the only one not engagea
in some form of promotional activity.

The largest state advertising appropriation is
that of Florida which will spendS825.000 this year,
followed by New York's S500.000. Pennsylvania's
$394,000 and Maine's $300,000.

Most of tho states are placing stresson their
desirability as vacation resorts, as the war in Eu-
rope will keep millions of dollars in vacation
money in this country, which otherwise would go
abroad. Tho effects of the war were seen last win-
ter, when resort cities of the South were crowded
as never before.

One northern state reported an increase in
gasoline tax receipts from $6,500,000 in 1936 to
$8,000,000 m 1939, after its advertising program
had beon in effect for three years. The experience
of the statesgenerally has been that the right kind
of advertising brings returns far beyond its cost
just as it does for private enterprises.

Women Study Taxes
Women of this countr have lately begun to

take a greater interest in the workings of govern-
ment, particularly as it affects their home economy
and are asking questionsabout public expenditures
which may give officials and candidatesfood for
thought.

For example, women in many communities are
meeting once a month to study the impace of taxes
en the family budget and to find means of easing
the load through improved efficiency of local gov-
ernments.

If you are interested, curious, or
have the desireto learn moreabout
T. B., such informationmay be ob-
tained from the school. It has been
said by medical authorities that
every personhaswithin his system
the tuberclebacilli which lies wait-
ing for the right opportunity when
one'ssystemis not up to par to de-
velop into a case of the dreaded
disease.

In the district are eligible to vote
in the electionon Rlay 25, provid-
ing they are eligible voters under
the general election laws of Tex-
as, that is, they must have paid
their poll taxes. Persons holding
equitable interest in land in the
district are eligible to vote. All
heirs to undivided estatesarc eli-
gible to vote if they live within
the proposed district and aie
otherwise eligible voters under the
election laws.

2. Can the District levy taxes or
vote bonds? Rlr. Hohn pointed out
that the State Soil Conservation
Act docs not permit any district
to vote bonds or levy taxes.

3. If a district is created,will it
force landowners to do certain
things? The creation of a soil con-
servation district does not force
anything up on anyone,stated Rlr.
Hohn. The creation of a district
only makes possible for landown-
ers to do certain things, and even
though a soil conservationdistrict
is created,any landwner living in
the district is not "forced to carry
out soil and water conservation
practices on his land unless he
wants to do so.

By having a Soil Conservation
District landownerscan work to-

gether in carrying out soil and
water conservationmeasures.Rlr.
