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City Council proposes lower tax rate for 2024

The Friona City Coun-
cil met in regular ses-
sion on Monday, August
12, 2024 at 6:30 p.m. in
the City Council Cham-
bers at 617 Main in Fri-
ona, Texas. The meet-
ing began with roll call,
an invocation, and the
Pledge of Allegiance. All
council members were
present.

Three members of the
Chamber of Commerce
Board of Directors ad-
dressed council mem-
bers during the public
comment portion of
the meeting. They high-
lighted the successful
and important relation-
ship the Chamber has
had with the Economic
Development  Corpo-
ration in the past and
would like to see that re-
lationship continue into
the future.

After public com-
ments, Municipal Court
Judge Marie Samarron
conducted the swear-
ing in ceremony for
four new peace officers
which included an oath
of office and the pinning
of badges.

Next, Mayor Greg
Lewellen presented Joy
Morton a Certificate and
Key to the City in recog-
nition of her 62 years of
Meritorious Service to
the community of Frio-
na.

Council members dis-
cussed a report from the
Parmer County Apprais-
al District regarding the
2024 effective tax rate.
A motion was approved

to set the Proposed 2024
Tax Rate at .5852 per
$100 valuation which
is a decrease from last
year’s .5900 tax rate.

Public Works Direc-
tor Salvador Garcia told
council members that
the EPA-mandated lead
analysis for city water
lines was approximately
75% completed and will
be completed by the
end of September.

A variance request
from Ida Vazquez to
build a carport at 901
West 4th was approved.
Also, arequest from Lio-
nel Ruiz Mateos to place
a trailer house at 103
Ashland was approved
pending a mailed noti-
fication/receipt to two

non-resident property
owners.

Discussion of a Waste
Management Agree-
ment with  Parmer

County for out-of-city-
limits bulk item waste
disposal was tabled un-
til the September meet-
ing.

A motion was ap-
proved to transfer an
amount not to exceed
$66,740 from the Street
Creation Escrow Fund
to the General Fund for
the Street Department
2024 Sealcoat Project.

A motion to approve
an ordinance amending
the Code of Ordinances
regarding regulations
for the selling of alco-
holic beverages which
includes issuing a “City
Certification” to busi-
nesses which have a

Pandemic relief funds for schools
about to end

Texas public schools received
more than $19 billion in pandemic
relief funds over the last four years,
but that pipeline of cash will largely
end on Sept. 30, The Texas Tribune
reported.

That means many Texas schools
already struggling with budget defi-
cits will begin the school year with
even more serious deficits, espe-
cially since the Texas Legislature has
not increased base per-student pay
since 2019 — a year before the pan-
demic began.

Congress passed the Elemen-
tary and Secondary School Emer-
gency Relief package in 2020 to
help schools deal with the impacts
of the COVID-19 pandemic, which
caused enrollment declines, teach-
ers exiting the profession and falling
test scores. That funding is about to
end, with essentially nothing to take
its place for many school districts
already at the maximum allowed
property tax rate.

“It’s not about making up ESSER,
because we all knew that was one-
time funding,” said La Joya ISD Su-
perintendent Marcey Sorensen. “I
just would ask, without getting po-
litical whatsoever, that everybody
just look in the mirror and say, OK,
if we really haven’t provided addi-
tional funding since 2019, maybe it’s
time that we just give school districts
a little bit more of what they need,
knowing that kids have different
needs now.”

A recent survey conducted by the
Texas Association of School Busi-
ness Officials concluded that out of
313 school districts across the state,
nearly 80% reported deficit budgets
or a lack of resources as one of their
top challenges.

Abbott orders hospitals to report
immigrant care data

All Texas hospitals enrolled in
Medicaid or the Children’s Health
Insurance Program have been or-
dered by Gov. Greg Abbott to report
costs incurred by treating undocu-
mented immigrants, the Austin
American-Statesman reported. In a
news release outlining his executive
order, Abbott blamed the Biden ad-
ministration’s border security poli-
cies for health care costs related to
those immigrants.

“Texans should not have to shoul-
der the burden of financially sup-
porting medical care for illegal im-
migrants,” Abbott said.

Some Democratic lawmakers crit-
icized the order.

State Rep. Gene Wu, D-Austin,
posted on X: “Texas has the HIGH-
EST uninsured healthcare in the na-
tion. Texas has the WORST mental
health care in the nation. Texas has
one of the worst (mortality) and in-
fant mortality rates in America. But
these are the Republicans priorities.”

Five more counties added to disas-
ter list

In the aftermath of Hurricane
Beryl, five more Texas counties
have been added to the federal di-
saster list, the governor’s office an-
nounced.

The counties of Austin, Bowie,
Shelby, Trinity and Waller have
been added to the list, which already
included Brazoria, Chambers, Fort
Bend, Galveston, Harris, Jackson,
Jasper, Jefferson, Liberty, Matago-
rda, Montgomery, Nacogdoches,
Orange, Polk, San Jacinto, Walker
and Wharton counties.

Texans can apply for FEMA disas-
ter assistance online at disasteras-
sistance.gov or by calling 800-621-
3362.

Carbon monoxide
spike in wake of storm
Carbon monoxide poisonings rose
dramatically in the wake of Hur-
ricane Beryl, with about 400 peo-
ple ending up in Texas emergency
rooms since the storm struck on July
8, the Texas Standard reported. That
is the highest number reported since
the 2021 winter storm, the Texas
Standard reported. Two people died
of CO poisoning in Harris County.
CO poisonings caused by wide-
spread power outages are growing
more common as climate change
causes more extreme weather
events, according to scientists.
“Whether you want to blame it on
this, that or the other, I don’t care.
The world is changing. The climate
is changing,” said Dr. David Persse,
Houston'’s chief medical officer.

School about to start; watch for the
kiddoes

With school about to start, drivers
are urged to stay alert and exercise
caution in school zones, the Texas
Department of Public Transporta-
tion advised. School zones can be
chaotic, and 748 crashes were re-
ported inside them last year. In ad-
dition, 2,523 collisions involving
school buses occurred in Texas last
year, killing 11 people and injuring

63.

TxDOT has launched its “Be Safe.
Drive Smart Back-to-School” cam-
paign in hopes of reducing crashes.
The most common causes of crash-
es are preventable, such as speed-
ing, distracted driving and failure
to yield the right of way. Among the
tips offered by TxDOT:

- Be aware. Traffic patterns around
schools may have changed since last
school year.

- Stay alert and put your phone
away. Using a handheld electronic
device while driving in an active
school zone is against the law.

- Stop and vyield the right of way
to a pedestrian, bicyclist, or other
vulnerable road user in a crosswalk.
The Lisa Torry Smith Act of 2021 en-
hanced the penalties for failing to
follow the law and protect people in
crosswalks. Seriously injuring some-
one who is lawfully in a crosswalk is
now a state jail felony.

- Obey school zone speed limit
signs. Remember, traffic fines in-
crease in school zones.

- Know where to go. Drop off and
pick up your kids in your school’s
designated areas, not the middle of
the street.

- Be on the lookout. Keep an eye on
children gathered at bus stops.

- Watch for children who might
dart across the street or between ve-
hicles.

Yup, it’s hot in Texas

Exactly how hot is it in the Lone
Star State as a heat dome covers
much of Texas during these dog
days of August? According to the
Statesman, our state has the fourth-
highest average temperature so far
this year, coming in at 65.8 degrees.
That might not seem all that hot, but
keep in mind it includes temps re-
corded in January averaged in with
that summer heat.

Topping the list of hottest states
is Florida, followed by Hawaii and
Louisiana, according to data com-
piled by The Blogler. After Texas
comes Georgia, Mississippi and
Alabama. Surprisingly, Arizona —
even with triple-digit temperatures
recorded regularly around Phoenix
— is tied for ninth place.

Commissioners oppose wildlife refuge expansion plan

Parmer County Commission-
ers met in regular session on
Monday, August 12, 2024 at 10:00
a.m. in the County Courtroom
of the Parmer County Court-
house in Farwell, Texas. The
meeting began with prayer and
the Pledge of Allegiance to the
American Flag and Texas Flag.

There were no comments from
the public during the open fo-
rum. Minutes from the July 22nd
regular meeting were read and
approved. Commissioners ap-
proved the payment of the ac-
counts payables as presented by
County Treasurer Sharon May.
The Treasurer’s Payroll Report
was also approved.

A Resolution was passed op-
posing the Final Land Protection

Plan and Environmental assess-
ment for the Muleshoe National
Wildlife Refuge. The U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service’s plan is to
expand the Muleshoe National
Wildlife Refuge from 6,400 acres
to 700,000 acres through land
purchases (by the Federal Gov-
ernment) and voluntary con-
servation easements. Currently,
the United States federal gov-
ernment owns about 640 million
acres of land, which is roughly
28% of the country’s total land
area.

Sheriff Geske reported that the
Parmer County Law Enforce-
ment Center is currently hous-
ing 22 inmates, 25 from Par-
mer County and 8 from Lamb
County. A motion to approve

the Watch Guard Camera Sys-
tem was approved. The system
includes body cameras and pa-
trol unit cameras which will be
updated every four years. State
grants stemming from Senate
Bill 22 will be used to fund the
program which will take effect in
2025.

In other business, renewal of
Bonds for county employees
were approved, conservation
work on County Road 7 was ap-
proved, and the Parmer Coun-
ty Road and Bridge Fee in the
amount of $10 was renewed. The
next regular meeting is sched-
uled for August 26th.

Diesel at lowest
level in two years

Average gasoline prices in Texas fell 0.9 cents per
gallon last week, averaging $2.99 per gallon, accord-
ing to GasBuddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas.
According to GasBuddy price reports, the lowest
price in the state was $2.39 while the highest was
$3.79 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline fell 3.2 cents
last week, averaging $3.41 per gallon. The national
average price of diesel declined 3.4 cents last week
and stands at $3.72 per gallon. This is the lowest level
since January of 2022.

“As summer driving season comes to a gradual
close, we continue to see gasoline prices declining in
most of the country as demand remains muted. In-
credibly, the drop has also caused diesel fuel prices
to crumble to their lowest level since before Russia’s
invasion of Ukraine,” said Patrick De Haan, head of
petroleum analysis at GasBuddy.

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas
stations across the country.
