But the spirit of Thanksgiving, the consecra-
tion of the holiday itself, is also, and perhaps pri-
marily, one of obligation. Thanksgiving calls upon
us to share. It teaches us on this day that no one
should go hungry. There are many things we can-
not share at this moment with our fellow human
beings across the ocean. We cannot share the
material things we have in abundance of our securi-
ty, our peaceful churches, or our serene and happy
homes. These are, unfortunately, beyond our power

We love peace. We love democracy. We believe
the little man has a tight to speak and be heard
Our sense of justice is as vet and forever, we hope

unclouded by passions. As a people we are gener-
ous, We hate the sight of suffering. We are strunge- |
ly imbued with the belief that every man desery
well at the hands of every other man—a  beliel
which seems to be sadly out of date in mucl
the world

We know that there s much of injustice in the
Clda World, great deal of whicl stem back
through confused years which have been seed-bed
of hate and aggression. We know now to our sor-
row that these hatreds and aggrestions cannot b
resolved save by the sword. Yet we like to  feel

that 1t could have been otherwize and we dare to
hope it can be otherwise aguin,

But we must do more than hope. The time
will come when the calm counsels of America will
be desperntely needed to bring not only a just
peace but a merciful peace so that the world may
again and for all time turn its back on war,

And so, at this time, Thanksgiving, it is
enough that we give thanks to the benevolent Pro-

vidence that has spared us. In our hearts we pray
that we may be permitted to hold fust to all those
fruits of two thousand years of civilized endeavor:
Peace, Democracy, Justice for all men and all na-
tions. These things blossomed once in the western
world. They will flower again, but only if we
jcherish the seeds, ready to cast them, when the
time comes, on scarred and hungry soil.

In Fairness to Franklin D.

In December of 1038, President Franklin D.
Roosevelt announced his intentions of setting up
