Newnham Files
,For Legislature

Mayor Morris L. Newnham of
lRm\ger formally filed his can-
| didacy Monday for State Rep-
| resentative  with Democratic
| chalrmen in the five counties

Eastland, Palo Pinto, Ste-
phens, Callahan and Shackel-
ford — comprising the 63rd leg-
islative district.

The Ranger mayor sald he
had discussed his candidacy
with a number of citizens over
the five-county area and had
spent considerable time and
serious thought on his decision
to enter the legislative contest.

“There have been rumors re-
lating to my eligibility to be a
candidate for the office of State
Representative during the term
to which I was elected as mayor
of the City of Ranger,” Newn-
ham said “But there is no ques-
tion in my mind as to my eligi-
bility to run.

“If elected to the leglslature,”
he added, “I will not take office
until January, 1967, at which
time I will resign the office of
mayor.” Newnham's present
term expires in April, 1967.
| A provision of the Texas Con-
|stitution — Section 19 of Ar-
ticle III — reads:

‘ No judge of any court, Sec-
retary of State, Attorney Gen-
‘eral, clerk of any court of rec-
ord, or any person holding a
lucrative office under the Uni-
ted States, or this State which
he is elected or appointed, be
eligible to the Legislature.”
“Neither myself as mayor, or
any member of the Ranger City
Commission receives any pay
for services rendered. As a mat-
ter of fact, no elected city of-
ficlals in Ranger have received
any financial remuneration
since Sept. 15, 1957, Newnham
explained. “In my opinion my
position cannot be considered a
‘lucrative’ office as defined in
the constitutional provision.”
The Ranger mayor and busi-
nessman, 43, was first elected
to the city commission in 1959,
and has been serving as mayor
since 1961.
