The new 195Joanwill be on
oats grading iuxabcr three-- or bet
ter from 50 cents to 60 cents a
bushel by counties.

The oats may be stored in ap-

proved warehousesif the, produc-
er is willing to pay storage costs
of seven cents a bushel to April
30. 1946. All oat counties are
also eligible for farm storage,

Deadline for putting the 1945
oats In a loan has been sot for
Dec. 31. These loans will mature
April 30, 1946.

Although loans have been given
on wheat, grain sorghums and
cotton in the past, this k the first
loan announcedfor oats1. Crocker
said that this would probably aid
the market during the coming
year.

Wheat acreage In the county is
estimated at approxmately 63,000
acres and thq yield is averaging
.between18 and 20 bushels per
acre. In the area south of Rule,
some yields have been
reported, but the generalyield ov-

er the counts Is much lower.
Yield of oats is reported run-

ning from 40 to 70 bushels per
acre, for an average of 40 to 45
bushels, farmers estimate. The
county has approximately 24,000
acresin oats and barley.

Much of the wheat coming on
the local market thi3 week .has
contained too much moisture,
drawing a consequentpenalty In
price. Growers have been com-
pelled to harvest much of the
early wheat becauseof rust dam-
age to the stalk, which they fear-
ed would not hold up much long-
er in the field.

On the local market, top price
for wheat has been $1.40, while
oats brought 40 centi.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION

Proposing an amendmentto the
Constitution of the'Staf Texas,
amending Sections51a,51b,51c and
51d of Article III so that the same
shall consist of one section to be
known as Section 51a, providing
that the Legislature shall have
the powder to provide assistance
to and provide for the payment
of same to actual bonafide citi-
zensof Texas who ore needy aged
personsover the age of sixty-fiv- e
(65) years, needy blind persons
over the ago of twenty-on- e (21)
years, and needy children under
the ageof sixteen (16) years; pro-
viding for the acceptanceof fi-

nancial aid from the Government
of the United States for such as-
sistance; providing that the pay-
ments of such assistance from
State funds shall never exceed
either the payment from Federal
funds or a total of more than
Thirty-fiv- e Million Dollars ($35,-0()0,00- 0)

per .year; providing for
the necessary election, form of
ballot, proclamation, and publica-
tion, and malting an appropria-
tion to defray the necessaryex-
penses of proclamation, publica-
tion, and holding the election.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATUiRE OF THE STATE
OF.TEXAS:

Section 1. That Sections 51o,
51b,. 51c and 51d of Article III
of the Constitution of the Stateof
Texas be amended and the samo
arc hereby amended so that the
same shall hereafter consist of
one section to be numbered 51a,
wnicn snau read as follows:

"Sec. 51a. The Legislature
shall Have the power, by general
laws to provide, subject to limi-
tations and restrictions herein
contained, and such other limita-
tions, restrictions and regulations
as may by the Legislature be
deemed expedient for assistance
to, and for the payment of assist-
anceto;

"(1) Needy aged persons who
are actual bona fide citizens of
Texas and who are over the age
of sixty-fiv- e (65) years; provid-
ed tfeat tie such assistanceshall

such inmate, or to any person
who shall not have actually resid-
ed in Texas for at least five (5)
years during the nine (9) years
immediately preceding the appli-
cation for such assistance and
continuously for one (1) year im-
mediately preceding such appli-
cation; provided that the maxi-
mum payment per month from
State funds shall not be more than
Twenty Dollars ($20) per month.

"(2) Needy blind persons who
are actual bona fide ctlizens of
Texas and are over the age of
twenty-on- e (21) years; provided
that no such assistanceshall be
paid to any inmate of any State
supported institution, while such
inmate, or to any person who
shall not have actually resided in
Texas at least five (5) years dur
ing tho nine (9) years immediate
ly preceding the application for
such assistanceand continuously
for one (1) year immediately pre-
ceding such application.

"(3) Needy children who are
actual bona fide citizens of Texas
and are under the age of sixteen
(16) years; provided that no such

never exceed the sum of Thirty-fiv- e

Should the Legislature enact
enabling laws and provide an ad
ditional appropriation hereto in
anticipation of the adoption of
this amendment, such Acts shall
not be invalid by reason of their
anticipatory character.

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Marred Monuments
The most pathetic piece of statu-

ary I ever saw wasa 92-fo- image
of Ramcscs II, flat in a jungle, shy
an arm and a leg and all but lost.
It weighscountlesstons. Uprighting
it baffled Egyptian engineers for
centuries. I am no art critic but I
was impressed most of all by the
skill and devoted craftsmanship still
showingon the weathered stone. Its
helplessnesswas depressing.

Monuments resemble reputations. '
They can be damagedbeyond repair
by commonplacethings, soon forgot-
ten. Storms too trivial to have a
name can, ln a few short hours,
undermine hugo foundations and
leave stalwart landmarks burled in
dirt. There are only two factors in-

volved, whether you view It literally
or figuratively: How sturdy Is the
structure? How fierce Is the storm?

Noble Intentions
Looking with a sort of pity at the

supine figure,a relic of Moses' day,
my thoughts raced back to a well
learned chapter of American history.
As a youth I almost wept over An-

drew Johnson, a truly great man.
Before he was many years dead,
the things he advocatedwere proved,
ln the light of actual events, to be
sound and right. But Tennessee
school children were forgetting bis
name.

By birth a Southerner and by al
legiance a Democrat, Johnson was
an independent thinker who wanted
the United Statesto stay all in one
piece. He wanted to carry out most
of the policies that Abraham Lincoln
had established, but he couldn't.
Maybe Lincoln could have succeed-
ed with the. 1858 postwarproblem;
maybe nbludy could. History shows
only this: A great man's reputa-
tion scaled down; all but lost.

People the Same
In my high school years I had

imagined that PresidentJohnson's
misfortune was primitive, too crude
for my enlightenedtime but not so.
In a few years it became our un-

happy lot to watch Woodrow Wilson,
one of the grandest characters
America ever produced, racked on
the same bed of torture: postwar
prejudices, a divided party, a Con-
gress he could not manage, and
some personal traits wide open to
ridicule.

President Johnson had amazing
foresight and a will that would not
be walked on. We know that now.
He opposedthe people's representa-
tives and his place in history was
carved for an unsympathetic crank.
President Wilson had vision un-
clouded by prejudice, vision that
overreached his century. But Wil-
son's contemporaries called him a
dreamer and painted out a name
that should have brightened the
pages of history.

Might Have Beea
President Wilson's 1920 postwar

plans for revamping Europe (called
so visionary), if they might have
been backed by other men of bis
day and political station, could have'
made World War U unnecessary.
More than a trillion of dollars and
millions of lives might have been
spared. But avaricious rulers
couldn't see the vision any better in
Wilson's day than In Johnson's day,
or today.

Through lensesfashioned from the
past, we can watch history repeating
itself with alarming fidelity. Storms
lower again over postwar problems.

the time for holding an elec
tion; directing the Governor to
issue the necessaryproclamations;
and making an appropriation.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. There shall be sub-
mitted to the qualified voters of
the State of Texas the matter of
amending Article VI of the Con-

stitution of Texas, by adding
thereto a new section which wlll
modify the present restrictions
concerning voting. This new sec-
tion shall be inserted between
Section 2 and Section 3 of said
Article VI, and shall be known
as Section 2a, and shall read as
follows:

Section 1. That Section 2 of
Article 5 of the Constitution of the
State of Texas be amendedso as
hereafter to read as follows:

The Su-
preme Court shall consist of a
Chief Justice and eight Associate
Justices, any five of whom shall
constitutea quorum, and the con
currenceof five shall benecessary
to a decision of a case;provided,
that when the business of the
court may require, the court may
sit in sections as designated by
the court to hear argument of
causes and to consider applica-
tions for writs of error or other
preliminary matters. No person
shall be eligible to the office of
