“Some farmers are being tempt-
ed by especially high prices for
certain crops and livestock items
to specialize in these products at
the expense of their other farm-
ing enterprises,” Mr. Dodd point-
ed out. “Diversified farming,
which means a well-rounded pro-
gram of small farming enlerprises
is the only safe way for little
farmers to follow," the FSA Su-
pervisor emphasized.

FSA since its inception has ad-
vocated diversification. It charges
the one-crop system with res-
ponsibility for many of the ills
of southern agriculture in de-
pression and pre-depression years.
FSA families, according to Mr,
Dodd are shown the advantage of
having many, rather than ane,
enterprise. Cows, pouliry, hogs,
feed, cash crops snd vegetable

“The only way the small far-
mer, the family-type farmer who
is the true backbome of our de-
mocracy, will survive and mauke
a coniribution to the nation's
food needs is through diversifica-
tion,” the supervisor said.

“Let the big industralized farm
do the specializing.

@ total of approximately 185
miles of terrace lines on farms
in this District,

Despite the cold weather and
wet soil the line running crews
have made considerable progress
toward the needs of the farmers
in establishing terrace lines in
this vicinity according to Jim
MeCulloch, Chairman of the
Board of Supervisors,

There has been a great demand
by the farmer cooperators of the
Disirict for terrace lines this past
winter, due to the face that well
constructed terraces on properly
run lines have very definitely
increase production in this terri-
tory.

The above amount of terrace
lines have been established in
addition to those established by
the County Agent, Vocational Ag-
ticultural teachers, and other far-
mers who have had experienge in
such work.

Approximately 15 miles of lines
were established last week on
the following farms: Raymond
Bean, 8 1-2 miles; W. J. Majors,
1-2 miles; Howard Campbell,
1-2 miles; all located in the New
Hope Conservation Area. and J.
M. Ashcroft, 2 miles of lines.

Statistics show that in the last five years
communilies have been increasingly reluctant to
burden themselves with dbt to go into the utility
business.

One very good reason for the about face of
public epinion on the question of socializing the
electric industry, can be found wi 2in the industry
itself. The private power companies are turning
in an excellent performance. The record of a typi-
cal company, the Puget Sound Power & Light, in
the stale of W on which has been notorious
for 0 p promction, is illuminating.
Yood are up 48 per cent; rent 42 per cent;
clothing 29 per cent, while the average cost ol
electricity per domestic and farm cusiomer served
by that eompany has gone down over 40 per cent
—notwithstanding the fact that its tuxes loday are
five times greater than they were in 1930, its
payroll doubled, and material cos s substantially
ncreased since 1933. If this company were tax
exempt, as are the Federal power projects which
promote tax-subsidized utilities, there would be
over 54,000,000 annually—20 cents out of each dol-
lar of gross income—which would not have to be

included in ils customers' churges, snd it would
still have the same net earnings! But who would

pay the $4,000,000 tax loss” [ would be added to

Another, and bigger reason why public own-
ership of the electric industry is becoming loss
popular with vo.ers, is forcefully set forth in the
words of Frank McLaug!

Lives Vs. Abbey

The boribing of the ancient Abbey of Monte
Cassino in Italy by airplases and i's bombardment
by field guns of the American Fifth Army led to
a discussion as to whether it was necessary.

President Roosevelt at his press conference
explained that the Germans had used the eccles-
ias.ical building as a fortress from which they
observed the movements of American troops and
directed firing upon our troops, calculating that

because it was church property the Americins
and British vould not at’aek it.
A newspaper correspondent who returned

from Italy reported that of B00 of our men who
went out on a certuin day, only 24 returned alive.
This sta.ement uroused the indignation of thou-
sands of Protestants in the United States who
wanted to know why the lives of thejr brothers,
sons and husbands must be sacrificed to protect
papal property, and whether this war was being
fought in Ituly to save church property or to put
down Fascist tyranny. The Germans had been us-
ing the Abbey as a lookout and foriress for more
than a month before the American forces demo-
lished 1t, the delay being due not to lack of in-
formation about the Germans being there, but
possibly because of fear of political repercussions
from Cutholic voters in the United States and Eng-
land.

The White House statement was followed by

aliements trom Catholic prela‘es, umong them

Archbishop Michael J. Curley of Baltimore, Md.,
who said: "Every Catholic throughout the world,
I am sure, will understand the bombing by our
boys.” He placed the blame on the Germans, who
vvidently ook advantage of the American atti-
tude toward such a monument” to carry out their
“nefarious warfare.”

Something Saved
Recently I attended two meetings
in one night. They were nothing
alike but together they threw reveal-
ing light on America's post-war

planning, Both were open and in-
formal. Anybody might have at-
tended either gathering but both
were small. The first, lasting until
late, was a group of earnest busi-
ness men firying to plan so their
firms could avoid laying-off work-
men after the war,

In order to ‘‘shift gears” from
war production to peace-time work
and avoid bankruptcy, employers
will need a great deal of capital but
they can't save enough. Tax laws,
designed originally to keep profiteers
from getting rich off the war, are
being used in a way to keep em-
ployers from saving enough, Un-
necessary government red-tape uses
up the time of high-paid men. Un-
fair labor decisions overload costs
and make the future look uncertain.
