THE AMERICAN LEGION
POST WAR PROGRAM
FOR AMERICA

A recent meeting of the Na-
ational Executive Committee of
the American Legion a post war
program was agreed upon, which
to carry out the Legion will
throw all of its resources in an
effort to have Congress adopt as
a National Program. This Pro-
gram was brought out by the Na-
tional Defense Commiitee, of
which Michael T. Kellerher, of
Massachusetts, is chairman.

In a Resolution denouncing ap-
peasement movements ,as adopt-
ed said:

“The American Legion reiter-
ates its past statements of policy
regarding the preparedness of
our country, to~-wit:

“To preserve our democracy
and maintain the American way
of life, the American Legion de-
mands the unconditional surren-
der of our enemics prior to any
peace proposals.

“We condemn any group which
advocates peace at this time ex-
cept an the basis of uncondition-
al surrender because in so do-
ing they are giving aid and com-
fort to our enemies, prolonging
the war and thereby sacrificing
the lives of our men and women
in the armed forces, who are at-
tacking the enemy on every front
in their drive towards Berlin
and Tokyo.

“The American Legion appeals
to all patriotic ciaizens to care-
fully examine and thoroughly in

vnt:nu- all such movemenst prl-
to giving support or financial

The highlight of, the Resolu-
tions were in regard to future
prdparedness, which though, is
very little more than the Legion
has advocated for the past twen-
ty-five years, but is as follows:
“]. That the United States
maintain permanently an Army
of sufficient to defeat an enemy
or combination of enemies dan-
gerous to national security.

3. That every qualified male
citizen of the United States be
required to take at least one year
of training in the armed forces
in order to builld up and main-
tain an adequate reserve for the
fighting forces."

Chairman Kellerher in intro-
ducing the Resolutions to the
Executive Committee said among
other things:

“We have had only one Pearl
Harbor in American History,
and there must never be another.
To this end the future policy of
the American Legion on National
Defense and Security must be
directed"”.

Another thing that must never
happen again is for our govern-
ment to hang out such “Green
Light Signals” as the adoption
of the Embargo and Neutrality
Act, such as were adopted in the
thirties as signals for would be
dictators, with burning ambitions
to trample liberty loving people
under-their iron feet to go ahead
with their criminal acts.
