Cover Crop Now

Available

Efforts ore being made by the
local Triple A office to securethe
delivery of one car load of Aus-
trian Winter Peas for planting in
Haskell county this fall, according
to Bob Crocker, Triple A Secre-
tary. Farmers are urged to place
their orders for seed now. The,
seedwill be made available under
the Purchase Order Plan on n
"first come, first served basis."

Seed will be available under the
PurchaseOrder Plan which pro-
vides that cost of seedcan be de-
ducted from 1946 AAA Payments.
A payment will be made under
the 1946 Triple A Program for the
seedingof the peaswith the pay-
ment offsetting the cost of the
seed.

To obtain the best results Aus-
trian Winter Peas are seededin
the fall of the year from about
September 20 to December 1st.
The recommendedrate of seeding
Is 28 poundsper acre drilled. The
crop is usedas a cover crop dur-
ing the winter and can be harvest-
ed for seed or hay in the late
Spring or early Summer. It al'o
furnishes good grazing for

Good results from the planting
of Austrian Winter Peas have
been obtained in adjoining coun-
ties this year. Baylor county had
approximately 1000 acres planted
to Winter Peasin the fall of 1944.
The majority of this acreagehas
beei grazed or cut for hay. The
yields of hay have ranged up to
ashigh as three tons per acre.

Haskell county farmers inter-
ested in obtaining seed should
place thoir order with the Triple
A office immediately. The seed
must be orderednow in order that
they can be obtained in sufficient
time for planting.

S. J. R. No. 7
SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION

NO. 7
PROPOSING an amendment to
Article VI of the Constitution of
Texas providing that any person
ii, the armed forces of the Unit-t- d

States,or the Armed Force Re-
serve of the United States, or of
any branch or component part
thereof, or the United StatesMar-
itime Service, or the United States
MerchantMarine, or who has been
a memberof same within eighteen
monthsprior to the holding of any
election in this state authorized
by law, and is otherwise a quali-
fied voter, shall not be required
to pay, or to hold a receipt for the
payment of, a poll tax in order
to vote at any such election, if
same is held while the United
States is at war or within a cer-
tain stated time thereafter; pro-
viding that membersof the regu-
lar Army, Navy, or Marine Corps
of the United Statesshall not be
permitted to vote; providing that
other membersof the armed for-
ces shall be entitled to vote un-
der certain conditions; providing
tho form of the ballot for voting
on said proposedamendment;fix-
ing the time for holding an elec-
tion; directing the Governor to
issue the necessaryproclamations;
and making an appropriation.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. There shall be sub-
mitted to the qualified voters of
the State of Texas the matter of
amending Article VI of the Con-
stitution of Texas, by adding
thereto a new section which will
modify the present restrictions
concerningvoting. This new sec-
tion shall be inserted between
Section 2 and Section 3 of said
Article VI, and shall be known
as Section 2a, and shall read as
follows:

"Section 2a. Nothing in this
Constitution shall be construedto
require any person, who at the
time of the holding of an election
hereinafter referred to is, or who,
within eighteen months Immed-
iately prior to the time of holding
any such election was, a member
of the armed forces of the United
States,or of any branch or com-
ponent part of such armed forces
or Armed Force Reserve,or the
United States Maritime Service
or the United StatesMerchantMa
rine, and who Is otherwisea qual-

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
PROPOSING an Amendment

to the Constitution of the State of
Texas so as to provide for contin-
uous salary per diem of all mem-
bers of the Legislature during
their tenure of office.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 24 of
Article III of the Constitution of
Texas be amendedso as to here
after readas follows:

"Section 24. Members of the
Legislature shall receive (from
the public Treasury a per diem of
Ten Dollars ($10) per day during
their tenure of office. In addition
to the per diem the members of
each House shall be entitled to
mileage in going to and returning
from the seat of government,
which mileage shall not exceed
Two Dollars and Fifty Cents
($2.50) for each twenty-fiv- e (25)
miles, the distance to be comput-
ed by the nearest and most di-

rect route of travel by land, re-
gardless of railways or water
routes;, and the Comptroller of
the State shall prepare and pre-
serve a table of distancesto each
county seat, now or hereafter to
be established;and by such table
the mileage of each member shall
be paid; but no member shallbe
entitled to mileage for any extra
sessionthat may be called within
one day after the adjournment of
any regular or called session."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Const-
itutional Amendment, shall be
submitted to a vote of the quall- -
fJd .electors of, this State at an
election to be heldthroughout the
State on the fourth Saturday in
August. A. D. 1925,.at which all
ballots shall have printed there
on:

"FOB the Constitutional
Amendment providing for contin-
uous salary per diem of all mem-
bers of the Legislature during
their tenureof office" and

"AGAINST the Constitutional
Amendment providing for contin
uous salary per diem of all mem
bers of the Legislature during
their tenure of office."

Each voter shall mark out one
of said clauses on the ballot,
leaving the oneexpressinghis vote
on the proposed Amendment.
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Sec. 3. The Governor shall is-

sue tho necessary proclamation
for said election and have the
same published as required by
tho Constitution and laws of this
State.

Sec. 4. The provisions of this
Constitutional Amendment shall
be self enacting,and if a majority
of votes at said electionshall be
cast for same the Governor shall,
within thirty (30) days after said
election, Issuea proclamation de-
claring this Amendment to be a
part of the Constitution of Texas.

Section 1. That Sections 51a,
51b, 51c and 51d of Article III
of the Constitution of the State of
Texas be amended andthe same
are hereby amended so that the
same shall hereafter consist of
one section to be numbered 51a,
which shall read as follows:

"Sec. 51a. The Legislature
shall have the power, by general
laws to provide, subject to limi
tations and restrictions herein
contained, and suchother limita-
tions, restrictions and regulations
as may by the Legislature be
deemed expedient for assistance
to, and for the payment of assist-
ance to:

"(1) Needy aged persons who
arc actual bona fide citizens of
Texas and who are over the age
of sixty-fiv- e (65) years; provid-
ed that no such assistanceshall
be paid to any inmate of any
State supported institution, while
such inmate, or to any person

who shall not have actually resid-
ed In Texas for at least five (5)
years during the nine (9) years
Immediately preceding the appli-
cation for such assistance and
continuously for one (1) year im-
mediately preceding such appli-
cation; provided that the maxi
mum payment per month from
State funds shall not be more than
Twenty Dollars ($20) per month.

"(2) Needy blind persons who
arc actual bona fide etiizens of
Texas and are over the age of
twenty-on-e (21) years; provided
that no such assistanceshall be
paid to any inmate of any State
supported institution, while such
inmate, or to any person who
shall not have actually resided in
Texas at least five (5) years dur-
ing the nine (9) years immediate-
ly preceding the application for
such assistanceand continuously
for one (1) year immediately pre-
ceding such application.

"(3J weedy children who are
actual bonafide citizens of Texas
and are under the age of sixteen
(16) years; provided that no such
assistanceshall be paid on account
of any child over One (1) year
old who has not continuously re
sided in Texas for one (1) year
Immediately preceding the bddII--
catlon for such assistance,or on
account of any child under the
age of one (1) year whosemother
has not continuously resided in
Texas for one (1) year immed-
iately preceding such application.

"The Legislature shall have the
authority to accept from the Fed
eral Government of the United
States such financial aid for the
assistance of the needy aged.
needy blind, and needy children
as such Government may offer
not inconsistent with restrictions
herein set forth; provided how
ever that the amount of such as
sistance out of State funds to
each person assisted shall never
exceed the amount so expended
out of Federal Funds; and, pro-
vided further that the total
amount of money to be expended
out of State funds for such as-
sistanceto the needy aged, needy
blind, and needy children shall
never exceed the sum of Thirty-fiv- e

Million Dollars ($35,000,000)
per year."

Should the Legislature enact
enabling laws and provide an ad
dltlonal appropriation hereto in
anticipation of the adoption of
this amendment, such Acts shMl
not be invalid by reason of thei.
anticipatory character.

The, church ot Jesus,Christ, glori-

ous in spite of her failings, ,1s the
greatestinstitution known to this
world. That Is true .because while
it Is in this world, the church is not
ot the world, but of God. He estab-
lished the church as the fellowship
of believers to do His work in the
world. For more than 19 centuries
the Christian church has served
Hkn with varying degrees of conse-
cration .and; usefulness.

Sugar 1". not necessaryto keep
canned fwK from spoiling, but it
does he'p most canned fruit to
hnift r . shnno. color, and flavor.
The general war-tim- e rule is one
pound or two cups or. sugar i

four quarts of fruit. One cup of
syrup will covtvr a quart of fruit
when it' is well packed.

Corn syrup or corn sugar may
be substituted for part or all of
the sugar. One cup or. sugar anu
two cups of corn syrup to six
cups of water manes n qishuuic
syrup. Urc one-ha- lf to three-fourt- hs

cups of sugar to one cup
of water, if the syrup Is to replace
all of the sugar.

Brown sugar or syrups, such as
sorghums, are not desirable ior
canning. Honey aiiecis me na-v-or

of the fruits, but may be used
for part of the sugar in fruit
pickles. Do not use saccharin in
canning. Heat makes it bitter. It
is bost to consult a doctor before
using it, becausetoo much sacch
arin may be narmiui.

Who will deny that we need a
renewal of that spirit in the church
today? We need to lose our fear of
men and their little authority, and
regain a larger measureof obedi-

ence to God.
II. A CaHTicttaf Message (v. 33).
When God's Word is preached

with complete obedience to Him,
something Is sure to happen. Men
and women will be convicted ot their
sin. They will be cut to the heart

That conviction will show itself in
one of two ways. Some will be re-
pentant and will cry out with the
jailer at Phllippl, "What must 1 do
to be saved?" (Acts 16:30). Turn-
ing to Christ, they will And deliver-
ance from sin.

Others will harden themselves In
their wicked ways and become even
more bitter in their hatredof Christ
and the church. In our lesson we
find them taking counsel to kill the
disciples. Knowing themselves to be
wrong and seeing that God's work
revealed their sin, but not being
willing to give it up, they tried to de-
stroy the witness againstthem.

We sec that same spirit opera-
tive today. To be sure, It docs not
usually show itself in such crude
action as physical killing, although
the day when that may happen
again may not be far away.

In our cultivated time, it is re-
vealed in a scholarly attack upon
God's Word, an undermining of the
faith of our young people in schools
'or colleges, or a ridiculing ot those
who wish to live a separated,con-
secratedlife.

m. No Compromise (w. 34, 35,
38-40-).

A wise man, Gamaliel, presented
what we would now call a program
of appeasement.He urged that they
wait and seewhat would happen.

At first glance his idea seems
to be most commendable, and of
course it did save the lives pf the
disciple's at the moment. But.it was
essentially a "do-nothin- policy of
compromise. If he believed in what
the disciples were doing, he should
have come out boldly on their side.

Notice that the believers had no
part in this scheme. They lis-
tened, but did not give assentThey
took the.beVttng and went right out
and preached the gospel again.
What a fine example for us to fol-
low I Those who are alert to the real
problems ot the church today recog-
nize that the willingness to com-
promise with the world, the flesh,
and (so it seems at times) the devil
himself for the sake of peace, Is
destroying the real ministry of the
church.

IV. Absolate Fearlessness(w. 40.
42).

The early church was a very
small; group of believers with no
position ot influence or power in the
world. Humanly speaking, it would
have been expedient for them to
heed the admonition now twice giv-
en (compare Acts 4:18) and confine
their testimony to a private wit-
ness.

But they had hearts which were
aflame with the fire of God, a com-
mission to take the good news ot
God's saving grace to all men, and
the assuranceof God's presence
(see Matt 28:19, 20, Acts 1:8), and
they,were absolutely fearless.

The world admires true courage
not only on the battlefield, but in
the pulpit

The criUcism which men In the
armed services make of the church
centers at this point, namely, that
the church has been too timid about
giving out the Word of God, about
really believing and practicing it

"Article 5. Section 2. Th Supreme Court shall constat of aJ!'lfeu

to a decision of a case; provided,
that when the business of the
court may require, the court may
sit in sections as designated by
the court to hear argument of
causesand to consider applica-
tions for writs of error or other
preliminary matters. No person
shall be eligible to the office of
Chief Justice or Associate Justice
of the Supreme Court unless he
be, at the time of his election, a
citizen of the United States and
of this state, and unless he shall
have attained the age of thirty-fiv- e

years, and shall have been a
practicing lawyer, or a lawyer
and judge of a court of record to-
gether at least ten years. Said
Justices shall be elected (three
of them eachtwo years) by the
qualified voters of the state at a
general election; shall hold their
offices six years, or until their
successorsare elected and quali-
fied; and shall each receive such
compensationas shall be provid-
ed by law. In case of a vacancy

1, Terry Robertson:Commissioner
Precinct No. 2, Alfred Turnbow;
CommissionerPrecinct No. 3, V,

W. Griffin, and Commlsl6ner
Precinct No. 4, Bill Fouts, nil for
the year 1944; and the Auditor's
reports as to the finances of each
of the aboveoffice was thoroughly
examined. The other offices of
Justice precincts in the County
havc not been investigateddue to
the fact that we have been ad-

vised that no audit report was
made for those offices since their
fees arq all small, and we have
beenadvisedthat the fees of these
offices never reached the maxi-
mum allowed by law, and their
reports are made regularly to the
CommissionersCourt, as provided
by law.

We find by our examination of
the above-name- d offices for the
year that the affairs and condi-
tions of said offices are in good
condition with the exception of
matters heretofore pointed out in
our report datedMay 19, 1945, and
the indictments returned against
the County Treasurer,Willie, Lane
and Commissionerof Precinct No.
3, W. W. Griffin.

We have further investigated
the present office holders of Has-
kell County, as follows: County
Judge John F. Ivy; Tax Assossor-folloct-or

Willie Lane; Sheriff
Mart Clifton; County Clerk Mrs.
Hettie Williams: County Attorney
A. C. Foster; County Treasurer
Byron Wright; District Clerk Hor-
ace Oneal; Justice of the Peace
Precinct No. 1, Joe E. Pace; Com-mission- tr,

Precinct , No. 1, Ira
Blair; CommissionerPrecinct No.
2, Alfred Turnbow; Commissioner
Precinct No. 3, W. W. Griffin;
CommissionerPrecinct No. 4, Bill
Fouts.

We find from our investigation
of these offices up to the present
time that the financial condition
of said offices is good and that
the affairs of raid offices are be-
ing conducted in a lawful man-
ner, with the. exception of the
matter investigated wherein one
indictment has been returned
against W. W. Griffin, Commis-
sioner, Precinct No. 3.

We further report that in our
invo tigation of the financial con-
dition of the County as a whole
that thereare certain matters with
reference to the total number of
warrants outstanding and that
have been paid off during the
years 1943, 1944 and 1945 which
should be included in our report
for further explanation; that on
December 31, 1942, there were
outstanding warrants for which

jthe County as a whole was obli-
gated in a total amount ot $169,-126.0- 0.

The amount of these,war-
rants has been reduced by the
CommissionersCourt from that
date until the present date to
S142.917.63,or a net reduction of
S26.208.37.

With reference to the indebted
ness of the varous Commis-ioner- s'

precincts we wish to make the
further reports as to the amount
of indebtednessand funds on hand
at the time yich present Com
missioner a sumed office, and the
amountsof indebtednesspaid dur-
ing their respective terms of ofr

rfice. We feel that these figures
should be included in our report
in fairness to the various Com-
missioners and Precincts. Com-
missioner, Precinct No. 1. Ira
Blair, assumedoffice on January
1, 1945, at which time said Pre

cinct had n balanco of cash on
hand in the, amount of $9,226.52.
Commissioner,Precinct No. 2, Al-

fred Turnbow, assumed officeon
January1, 1943, and at said time
there was a cashbalance on hand
in said Precinct in the sum of

Commissioner,Precinct No.
3, W. W. Griffin, assumedoffice
on January 1, 1943, and at that
time said Precinct had a cash
balanco on hand of $3,579.30.
Commissioner,Precinct No. 4, Bill
Fouts, assumedoffice on January
1, 1941, and at said time said 'Pre-
cinct showed an overdraft in the
funds in the amount of $1,230.40.

Commissionerof Precinct No. 1,

Ira Blair, has had no outstanding
obligations to pay during his term
of office; Commissioner of Pre-
cinct No. 2, Alfred Turnbow, since,
he assumed officeon January 1,
1943, had paid off a total of
$1,379.27 previously acquired
debts; Commissioner of Precinct
No. 3, W. W. Griffin, since he as-

sumed office on January 1, 1943,
has paid off a total of $4,301.65
of previously acquired! debts;
Commissioner of Precinct No. 4,
Bill Fouts, since he assumed of-

fice on January1, 1941, has paid
off a total of $2,371.41.

The Finance Committee ap-
pointed by the Court having made
their report .to the Grand Jury,
it has been found by said investi-
gation that the matter of the
$128,000.00bond issue which was
voted at the time of the other
road bonds for construction of
highways is being cleared up sat-
isfactorily, and that said bonds
have been sqt aside for the build-
ing of the bridge across the Bra-
zos River west of Rule on High-
way No. 24, which bonds will be
paid off by the State of Texas at
the time said bridge is construct-
ed, and the, County is paying no
interest on said bonds and is not
obligated to pay interert on said
bonds; that said bonds are to be
placed in escrow In the Mercan-
tile National Bank at Dallas, Tex-
as, under a joint escrow agrerr
ment, which is now being carried
out.

In the investigatlonfof the above
named County offices it will be
noted that the office" of County
Superintendent, Mrs.nXva Palmer,
has been omitted for "the reason
that no annual audit of the af-
fairs of said'off Jew'isTflftde and,
therefore, was not included in the
Auditor's report. This office is
purely an administrative office
and no funds are handled by said
office directly, and all school
funds are apportioned by said of-

fice and disbursementsmade by
the various Boards of School
Trustees. From our investigation
we find that the affairs. of the of-

fice of, County Superintendent are
being conducted as provided by
law.

We desire to adjourn for the
term, subject to any further orders
of the Court.

Article 1638, R. C. S. provide
for the appointment of a Finance
Committee, which without quot-

ing said Article provides among

other things the following: "At
each term of the District Court
the District Judge upon requestof
the Grand Jury may appoint a
Committee consisting of three cit-

izens of the County, the Commit
tee to 'examine thq books, accounts
and other records mentioned in
anirf Article, count the money in

the office of the County Treasur-
er, and other investigations men-

tioned In the Just named Article."
Article 1639, R. C. S. provides

that a Committeeshall at the ear-

liest practical date after its ap-

pointment make a detailed writ-
ten report in the District Court
with reference to the matters
mentioned in the just named Ar-

ticle and that said report should
b signed, sworn to and filed in
the office of the District Clerk,
and the attention of the Grand
Jury called thereto as soon after
the filing of sameIs practicable.

Article 1640, RL C. S. provides
that the pay of said Committee
shall be Three Dollars per day,
not to exceedfive days.

With reference to the above
paragraph we call the Grand
Jury's attention to the fact that
it is an absolute impossibility
within five days to examine the
records of one office, much less
examine the records of all offices
In the Court House. This is the
third day the Committeehasbeen
in sessionand we have tried to
the best of our ability to ascer-
tain all information available from
the audits and from the County
Treasurer,as provided bythe Sta-tM- to

authorizing our appointment,
nnd from other witnesses. We
have not attempted to investigate
any criminal violations if any, as
wo were limited to five days in
nnr work nnd. ns nbovo mention
ed, it is absolutely a physical im
possibility even to examine, pro-

perly the records of the office
holders In that length of time,
much less look into any law vio-

lations, if any, and too. we feel
that we are a Finance Committee
and that the investigation with
reference to a violation of the
Penal Code of the State of Texas
should be handled by the District
nnd Countv Attorneys and such
facts developedby them present
ed to tne urana Jury.

We have examined the Grand
Jury's report very carefully and
believe that the Grand Jury did
not have the benefit of all facts
as to the origin of various war-
rants and we believe that the pro-
per officials should advise the
Grand Jury the origin of all war-
rants Issued by the various Com-
missioners Court, which Court ed

the same, and also, we be-
lieve that the Grand Jury should
be furnished with Information
showing: 1. The warrant debt.
2. The bonded debt. 3. Over
draft, If any, Inherited by eachof
the Commissionersand bv the
County Judge. We make this
recommendationbecausewe feel
that 'the Grand Jury haj not been
furnished all informntlnn with
reference to these matters and
that 8 careful investigation of
same would be fair to all parties
