Tracesof Primitive
WesternMan Are
Unearthed

A University of Texas staff has
unearthed traces of a Southwest-
ern culture probably more than
10,000 years old. Dr. E. H. Scll-nrri- o.

Tnirn Memorial Museum
isirector, reported the findings to
r.e Geological society 01 Ameri
ca meeting In wasntngxon, u. -- .

Dr. Scllards said excavations by
n Museum staff near Clovis, N.
M., added to the knowledge of
primitive man in tne western
world.

Artifacts found in a small lake
bed near Clovis shed new light
upon the successionof human in-

habitants of New Mexico in the
intnr Pleistocene Era the geolo
gic age just preceding the present
Dr. Selinras explained.

Deposits accumulated in the
lake intermittently, rseulting in
four distinct layers of earth.Three
contrined human relics and fossil
rnimal remains. To the oldest cul-
ture, he gave the name of Llano
pi- - Plains Culture, because It was
found in the Llano Estacado re-

gion of Texas and New Mexico.
This bottom layer of lake de-

posits contains elephant, horse,
and bison fossil remains. The
geologists also found numerous
bone artifacts once probably
digging tools, Dr.Sellards report-
ed. Also, they discovered stone
artifacts, such as hide scrapers
and spear points.

"The implications arc that these
earliest known pqople of the
plains obtained a part at least of
their food from seedsand tubers
and were not wholly a hunting
people," Dr. Scllards pointed out.

Simple Tips Make
Carving Turkey
EasyTask

Carving turkey at the holiday
feast is really quite easy when a
few simple rules are followed,
says F. Z. Bcanblossom,poultry
marketing specialist for the Texas
A&M College Extension Service.
He has several suggestions for
making ,the job easy.

First, Bcanblossomadvises us-
ing a sharp knife. Nothing mere
discouraging than saw away at
a roasted turkey with a dull
caning knife.

Place the turkey on its back
with the legs facing the carver.
Pieces of apple or bread cut in
wedge shapes and placed along
the back of the turkey will form
a and hold the bird in
position.

Hold the end of the drumstick
with the left hand andcut down
between the body and thigh. A
little pressure applied with the
left hand on the drmstick away
from the body will help locate
the hip joint and make the re-
moval of the leg easier.

To carve the drumstick and
thigh, first separate them at the
joint. Next lay flat on the plat-
ter place the fork astride the
bone and cut parallel to the bone.

After the necessaryamount of
dark meat has beenbeen carved,
return to the bird and place a
fork astride the breastbone and
cut into the wing joint. Press
down to disjoint the wing.

Nexti start cutting the breast
meat with a downward sawing
motion. Thickness of slices may
vary according to the carver and
the needs of the occasion. When
one side of the turkey is finished,
reverse the turkey and repeat
the process.

At $25 Million,

White Reports
President W. R. White of Baylor

University told Texas Baptists in
Fort Worth that Baylor assetsin
threecities now total $25,000,000.
It is an increaseof $3,000,000over
a year ago, he said.

In its annual report to the Bap-
tist General Convention of Texas,
meeting at Fort Worth, the Baptist
school also reported gains along
other lines. The 5182 regular stu-
dents at Waco, 241 dental students
at Dallas, 154 nursing students at
Dallas, and 343 medical students
at Houston make a total of 5,920
enrolled in the various branches
this Fall, he said.

Most rapid growth has been
noted In the university's graduate
school at Waco, which has en-
rolled 504 students this Fall.

"Baylor is a fountain out of
which have come institutions of
higher learning and elements that
have gone into the whole fabric
of education in Texas," Dr. White
declared in referring to Baylor's
106-ye-ar history.

The University has frequent
demandsfor this expansion,he re-
ported, "But it cannot be initiated
until our financial conditions war-
rants the faculties for this work
and whoseteaching load will per-
mit the direction of graduate re-
search and studies."

PastureImprovementPaysProfitable
Return to Stockman,TestsShow

Profitable returns is the idea
being stressed in the pasture im-
provement investigations that arc
now being cotuhie'.jj by the Tex-
as Agricultural Experiment station
saysDr R. C. Potts, associatepro-
fessor of agronomy in charge of
forage investigations.

Recent experiments show that
pastures produce as much live-
stock feed per acre as high yield
ing corn or sorghums on com- -
piiiiiuie lunu, uci'oruing iu runs,
Ho says th.it nnpr)vcd
pastures pioduce total digestible
nutrients equal to a 75 or 80
bushels per acre corn crop. On
irrigated land, as far as cash in-

come is concerned,pastures com-
pare favorably with cotton.

Studies of comparative costs
show that the cost of 100 pounds
of digestible nutrients fiom pas-
tures is SI 26; from hay, $1.74;
from silage, $2.07;; and from con-
centrates, $4.23. Dr Potts points
out also that the return per man
hour of labor is much higher than
from cultivated crops six times
as much as from corn and nine
times as much as from oats.

Dr. Potts states that success in
today's improved pasture pro--'
grams depends upon the use of
correct pasture plants. The new
deep-rote- d grasses and legumes
recently selected show much
promise Madrid clover, one of the
most important of these, is val-
uable for fall to spring grazing in
Texas if it is combinedwith oats.

Bur-clove- rs, crimson clover,
white clover, perennial lespedeza,
and new introductions such as
costal Bermuda holds special
promise for pastures in Texas.
Even Johnson grass, traditional
scourge of the cotton fields, is a
good pasture plant when combined
vt'ith rnrtnin 1niumn nnH nnrnnrK
fnrti1i7rH

Planting shotgunmixtures of 15
to 20 grassesand legumes at high
seeding rates, hoping to obtain a
stand of the suitable plants, is a
poor practice, says Dr. Potts. He
says that simple mixtures, usually
one grass and one legume, are all
that are necessaryto do the job.

Dr. Potts adds that plenty of
fertilizer is another must for pro-
ductive pasture;. initial ap-

plications may be necessaryto in-

sure good of the desirable
pastures plants. Additional appli-
cations will also be needed after
the pasture is established to re-

place nutrients removed from the
sou.

Grassland management begins
with a farm-wid- e plan to fit live-
stock needs andmake full use of
soils and climate, says Dr. Potts,
Although the plans may differ
from farm to farm, they have
certain featuresin common. Here
again is a chance to ask for as-

sistance from local agricultural
experts in planning a prognm
that is fitted to the farm, the
land, and to the farmer.

Farmers Advised

To Fumigate
StoredGrain

Farmers who arc still moving
grain into their bins arc remind-
ed of the precautions necessary
to prevent this grain from being
damaged by insects. Grain al-
ready in storage should be check-
ed regularly for insects andF. W.
Martin, county agent, reminds
farmers that pests of stored grain
continue to do damageafter other
insect activity is reduced by cold
weather.

Martin recommends that the
bins be thoroughly cleaned before
the grain is moved in. If construct-
ed of wood, the bin should be
sprayedat the rate of 2 gallons per

j 1000 square feet of wall And floor
face area. Emulsions or water
suspensions consistingof two and
one-ha- lf per cent by weight of
DDT or chloradnc are good sprays
for this purpose. Martin says that
a water suspension of DDT can
be prepared by mixing ten and
one-ha- lf gallons of 50 per cent
wettablc DDT in 25 gallons of
water.

Martin says that insects arc
likely to be found near the sur-
face of the grain bin. Therefore,
their presencecan usually be de-
termined by sifting a sample of the
surface grain. He points out that
the temperatureof the grain is
also an indication of its condi-
tion.

Apply fumlgants from the out-
side of the bin with a bucket
pump or other type sprayer. Mako
sure that the fumigant is evenly
distributed over the surface of the
grain. Martin warns farmers of
the danger involved In applying
fumigant with a sprinkling can.

When breathed in concentrated
form, the fumigant vapors are
very dangerous. Martin advises
that the persondoing the fumigat-
ing avoid inhaling the vapors and
tty to keep from spilling the fum-
igant on the skin and clothing or
in the shoes.Remove wet cloth-
ing at once and wash the skin
with soap and water to prevent
blistering.

Ten gallons per 1000 bushels of
grain of a mixture of one part
carbon tetrachloride and three
parts ethylene dichloride is a
good fumigant mixture to use.
Carbon tetrachloride may be used
alone as a fumigant at the rate
of eight gallons per 1000 bushels
of grain, or a mixture of four parts
carbon tetrachloride andone part
carbon disulfide may be used at
the same rate of application.

Help PreventMany

Hunting Accidents
This is the time of the year

when hunting accidents take their
heaviest toll of lives. Most acci-
dents could be prevented if the
simple rules of safety with fire-
arms are observed. "Trigger-happy- "

hunter, says R. E. Callcndcr,
extension specialist in wildlife
conservation of Texas A&M Col-
lege, endanger the lives of every
other hunter in the woods and alio
cause much damage to wildlife.
Their wild shooting leaves many
birds and animals crippled and
theseare lost becausethey are not
usually found until they are dead.

Practicing safey with guns in
the fields or woods then, says
Calleuder, is just a good conser-
vation practice and it applies to
both humans and wildlife. He
reports that almost two-thir- ds of
all hunting accidents result from
three causes: humans in line of
fire, mistaking humans for game
and hunting with safety catches
off on the rifle.

He points out that good sports-
manship is Just good manners. It
includes the right gun for the
right game, hunting only in season
and not taking more game than
can be used even though the bag
limit may permit the hunter to
take more. Bird hunters, he says,
should use a trained dog to re-tri- ve

crippled birds. The careful
and wise hunter puts out cigarets
and campfircs, breaks matchesbe-
fore dropping them and leavesthe
aiea where he has hunted in good
condition.

Here is Calender'scode of safe-
ty for the hunter. Treat every gun
as if it were loaded; it is usually
the' empty gun, they thought it
was empty, that takes the most
lives. Loaded guns should never
be carried in an auomobile. The
gun barrel action should always
be checkedto make sure there are
no obstructions in either. The gun
shouldbe carriedso that the hunt-
er always has control of the di
rection of the muzzle, even if he
stiould stumble. The good hunter
never pulls the trigger until he is
sureof his target and never points
a gun at anything he doesn't in-
tend to shoot.

The intelligent hunter will be
thinking about how he can aid in
conserving wildlife of the land so
that he and other hunters will
have areas where they can cont
inue to enjoy one of America's
greatestsports in the years ahead
Wasteful and careless hunting
habiti on t the other hand, says
vuuenaer, can aesiroy me protec-
tion, vegetation and even the
wildlife itself. It's up to every
hunter, he concludes,to see that
this situation does not exist in
the areas where he hunts.

less than one-thi- rd that of diph-
theria alone 15 years ago. Influ-
enza and pneumonia deaths have
also fallen off sharply since 1037.

occurred under the administration
of the veteran health chief who
strongly advocates decentraliza-
tion of the state's facilities "so
people can get to them."
