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Mts. Farrar Wins
Acquittal On Trial
For Murder

A 39th Distriet Court jury late
Wednesday night returned a ver-
dict of not guilty in the murder
trial of Mrs. Johnnie Farrar, 38-
year-old Haskell County farm
wife,

The jury, which received the
case at 6:30 p, m. and then ad-
journed for supper from 7 to 8
p. m.. deliberated less than two
hours and brought in its verdict
at 9:30.

Mrs. Farrar was charged with
murder with malice last Feb, 15,
¢f'ter her husband's body had
been found the night of Feb, 14,
on the floor of their farm home
near Rochester. The husband, 52-
vear-old J. M. Farrar Jr.,, had
been shot onee- in the stomach
with a .22 caliber rifle,

The jury's verdiet was an-
nounced by Foreman Johnny
Robertson in r to a query
by District Judge Ben Charlie
Chapman. Little emotion was dis-
played by Mrs. Farrar and there
was no demonstration from the
crowd of around 100 persons in
the courtroom. Mrs. Farrar was
released from custody immediate-
ly following Judge Chapman’s
declla.ratlm ending the two-day
trial.

Overflow crowds of more than
500 persons had crowded the
courtroom all day Wednesday as
the testimony continued and near-
ed its close in the late afternoon.
Mrs. Farrar herslef was on the
stand for two and a half hours
Wednesday morning.

The defendant testified the
shooting occurred during a
“scuffle” which followed a quar-
rel. She said Farrar picked up
the gun and she attempled to
grab it out of hg.hmdl. A :gl::

Farrar held onto the barrell of the
gun, which went off again while
it was pointed at his stomach.

River for irrigation purposes,

S. N. Reed, veteran ginner and
agricultural leader of O'Brien was
named to head the panel, and
serving with him are Tom Davis,
Haskell attorney, Ancil Waldrip,
Seymour; Bob Speck of Rochester;
and John Powell, Judd.

The development of this pro-
jeet has been under study for
more than twenty years. It was
started by the late Bob Baskin,
Seymour banker, The reservoir, as
porposed by enginees: of the Bu-
reau of Reclamation would be
located in Haskell county,
miles northwest of Rule,
