Haskell county is aitouted In the
southern part of the Panbnndlo on the
Hne of the one hundrodth meridian west
from Greenwich, It is 1600 feet nbove
the sea, and has mild winters and sum-
mers. It i# thirty miles equarc and con-
tains 676,000 acres of land., It was
ereated in 1868 from a part of Fannin
and Milam countles, and nnmed in honor
of Charles HMaskell, & young Tennes-
ecean, who feil at the massacre at Go-
lind in 1836,

It remained unsettled until 1874, when
there was one or two rauches estabe
lished. Other iunchmen followed, and
in 1880 the ~ounty could boast of Gfteen
or twenty inhabitants. There was no
further development until early in 1884,
when the town of Hatke!ll was laid off,
and by donating lota a few settlers were
induced to build residences, and in Jan-
unry 1885 the county organized with a
polled vote of fifty-seven electors.

Up to 1884 the soil liad never been
turned Ly a plow, and the people de-
pended upon raising cattle, sheep and
horses, as the natural grasses ‘furnishies
food both winter and summer for im-
mense herds. The poorer people made
money by gathering many thousand
tons of buffalo bones and shipping them
east to be made into fertilizers used in
the old states.

Experiments were made in 1885 with
garden products, corn, onts, wheat, rye,
barley and cotton and the yield was
bountiful, The acreage in farms have
increased to at least 30,000,

TOPOGRAPILY,

The county is an nndulated plaine,
with oceasional creeks and branches.
Itis bounded on the north by that pic-
turesque stream, the Balt Fork of the
Erazos, and on the west hy Double.
Mountain Fork.

There are a few washes and gnlches
along the breaks and rivers, but with
rivers, breaks, rocks and poor land com-
binded their area in Haskell county
would not exeeed 10,000 acres that would
gt be fine agricultural land.

WATER,

It is traversed by numerous creeks
and branches besides the rivers men-
tioned, some of which are fed by never
fuiling springs of purest water.

Besiden the numerous branchea that
afford water for stock sll the time, the
south hall of the country is traversed by
Paint and California creeks with their
numerous tributaries draining the south
half of the county.

The mnorth half is trayersed from
northwest to northeast by Lake and
Miller creeks whose tributaries furnish
water and drainage for the same.

Besides the surface water there is an
abundance to be obtained by digging
from 156 to 40 feet, and all of a good qual-
ity, some of which is unsurpassed by
that of any section in the state for pori-
ty and temperature,

HOW,

The soil is an alluvial loam of great
depth and fertility, varying in color
from a red to a dark chocolate, and by
reason of its porosity and friable nature,
when thoroughly plowed, readily drinks
in the rainfull and for the like reason

"the soil readily drains {tself of the sur-

plus water, thereby preventing stagna-
tion of the water and the baking of the
soil, and the germination of miasma.
Tt s those peculiar qualities of soil that
enables vegetation to withstand all va-
rieties of weather,

Except mesquite grobs and stumps
whieh are easily extracted, there are
no obstructions to plows and the land
being level or genorally rolling and
easy worked, the use of labor-saving
implements are profitable.
