PLANT A FALL GARDEN 
By Mils M’arjorie Brown, Agent

Fall gardens will pay dividends ac­
cording to Mss Marjorie Brown, 
•county home demonstration agent, 
with the Extension Service of A and 

College.
Gardeners are urged to take a day 

and prepare the soil. In prepar­
ing the soil for planting, remove all 
the weeds instead of plowing them 
under. Next, apply barnyard manure 
and plow t into the soil 4 or 5 inches 

Carrots, cabbage, turnips, broccoli, 
and I'cets will withstand 1 light frost 
but should be planted right away in 
orde- to mature before heavy frost 
zomes. Collards, kale, onions, rape, 
nd rutabags will withstand heavier 
-ost but should be planted right a-

. vay.
With the coming of freezes bore in 

^est Texas, every family can have 
frame garden for greens, lettuce, 

*ets, onions, and carroU. Frame 
rdens can supply a continuous pro- 
lion of fresh vegetables of the quick 
'wing, hardy type and are most  ̂

..I y:ticable where climatic conditions j 
are not favorable to large open gar­
dens. People who have little space , 
for a gar.len will find that the frame 
garden fits their needs ideally. I 

The frame garden should be 4 or̂  
5 feet wide and of any desired length , 
20 feet is the usual length, but they 
may be made up to 50 feet long. How 
ever, frames should not be more than 
4 or $ feet wide because of the con> 
venience of cultvatng from ether 
side.

Materials needed for the frame, in- 
'clude: enough 1x12 inch or 1x18 inch

lumber to ma^e side wall.s 12 or 18 
inches high for the *iesired width an.l 
length, 1x1 inch strips to nail across 
the frame every 5 feet to support the 
cover, and a cover of muslin of a thin 
grade. Thick and colored covers which 
exclude the sunlight should be a- 
voided.

Tack the cover down secunily on 
one sde and provde some >Auy of 
holdng thee loth down on the ends 
and the other side. Since plants nee 1 
air, props I^r lifting the ends of the 
cover at favorable times during the 
day should he available. Roll the 
cover back on warm days so that the 
plants can have sunshine.

The soil over which the frame is 
to be placed should be rich, ferti- 
lize*l with well-rotte*l manure and 
dug up to a depth of 10 inches or 
more. Cultivation and weedng will tie 
easily done wth an ordinary garden 
hoe.

Frame gardens may he watered on 
the surface or they may l>e subirri­
gated, If the top soil is shallow and 
the sus subsoil is compact, subirri­
gation is more satisfactory. For suh- 
irrgation place one or two rows of 
concrete tile or tin cans aiiout 6 or 8 
inches under the surface. Keep the 
soil sufficiently moist to prevent wilt 
ing of the vegetables.

Plan the planting of the frame gar 
den so that a succession of vegetables 
may be harvested. Ordinarily 3 to5 
planting of quck-growing vegetables 
can be made so that when one plant­
ing is harveste*!, another s about 
ready to harvest. Rows should be 8 
to 16 nches apart.

XX'here the size of the frame garden 
is small, vegetables plante*! shouM 
largely be those maturing in 30 to 
60 days such as Tendergreen mustard 
Black Seedeil Simpson lettuce, Scar­
let Globe radish, Bermuda onions, and 
Double Curled or Moss Curled par­
sley. Other vegetables that are mod­
erately quick growing are King of 
Denmark spinach. New Zealand spin­
ach, Lucullus Swiss chard, and those 
that mature in 80 to 90 days are 
Crosby’s Egyptian beets, Nantes or 
Danver’s HaJf Long carrots, Wong 
Bok Chinese cabbage. Sweet Spanish 
oniona.
