Bdward Liviagston lived sa
eventful life and a romantic ome. B8he

She was the ties Do
of u Fronch family, and to he LahoiY
training and early life may be ‘wicw
the grace of manner and charm
lasted to the end of her life, and fa )¢
nated all who knew her. Louise &
sac, who afterward became Mrs. LI,
ingston, waa born in San Domingo.\
Bhe lived for a tipe in regal splendor.
The fortune of the family was at its
flood, but the turn of the wheel brought
it into many difficulties, and it was a
relief to get the little Louise off from
the family home. When only 13 years
old she was married to Mr. Moreau
de Lassy, a French officer who had
left the army and purchased estates in
Jamalicn. He lived three years, and at
16 Mine. de Lassy was left a widow
with turee children, all of whom died
in childhood. There is little said of
this early marriage, and there is every
reason to believe that it was unhappy;
at all events, the death of her husband
Wwas not a great blow to this child-wife.
When she was 18 the Darezacs moved
to New Orleans and entered the society
of that them gay city. Louisiana at
that time wns neither French nor
American, though it was more French
than American. The period of transi-
tion had just set in,*mnd the city wnas
the centor of all eyes. *'The society of
the wcity at that (time,'" says
Mrs. Louise Livingston Hunt, who
writas this history of her aunt, “‘as-
sembled ‘weekly without any ostenta-
tion or extravagance for dancing and
amusement. These balls, though call-
ed public, were in reality not so; the
whole company knew each other, ad-
mitting only their own circle of friends.

his fortune. He was 39 and she 19.

He says that though
many efforts have been mnde of late
years to shortea the hours of labor,
little has been done except in & minor
way. These effects were special rather
than general; and the statute rels-
tive to children in factories was
an instance. Mr. Atkinson states
that In 1840 the oarnings ol
the average factory operative, man,
woman and child, in the cotton mills of
New England werc §175 per annum In
compensation for from thirteen to four-
teen hours work daily. Since then,
there has been a general reduction in
the working hours and an inorease In
wages, until at the present time, there
are certain fuctorles in which the aver.
age wages puid are from $288 to 8290
per year for 10} hours work daily.
“This change has been effected with
little rogard to statutes,’’ says the
writer. ‘'A very large number of the
most intelligent employers of labor in
factories having long since reached the
conclusion that there was no profit to
themselves 1n excessive hours of work
and no benefit to their working people
in the long run, even if a little higher
wages be carned in long hours as com-
pared to short. Many of the most In-
telligent employers work their machin-
ery only 10 hours by their own choice.""
