Meanwhile, theFoundation, having established
that gamma globulin will give a
I'wjlted protection from the dis-
ease,will make available all pos-
sible supplies of the scarceblood
fraction during the coming season,
for distribution undergovernment
regulation throughstate and local
health officers."

Twice as much gamma globu-
lin as before will be available
next year, and the March of
Dimes will need $19,000,000 to
buy it and assure that the epi-
demic rate is held as low as
possible.

"The heavy incidence of polio
and tho debt which treatmenthas
Incurred in this one county this
year, without speaking of the hu-
man loss, demonstrates how es-
sential tho fight is," Mr. Hunt
said. "With victory now in sight,
through a vaccine, we must do
more than ever before to make,
certain that, it is not delayed an
extra moment."

A vaccine developed by Dr. Jo-
nas E. Salk, March of Dimes
grantee, will be tested in more
than 200 counties across the na-
tion before next June.A yearwill
be requiredto determine, from the
trials, whetheror not the vaccine
creates a sufficient immunity in
the body to resist the paralytic
disease, and to find whether or
not the Immunity is long lasting.
