It also may bs possible to re-
main in school under the pro-
gram after age 23, These nre the
conditions:.

1, If the person passed his
18th birthday, but not his 23rd,
when ths law went into effect on
June 20, 1056, he may attend
school until June 29, 1961,

2. It he was eligible for school-
ing, but entered military ser-
vice before age 23, he will have
five years from date of discharge
in which'to attend school.

Colorado, which admittedly was
enveloped In Oklahoma, a good
nelghbor to thlrny Texas range-
lands..

Most petroleum  companies
ralsed their gasoline prices In
June by one half cent par gallon
to farmers and ranchers only.
This was shortly after Congress
had exempted africulture from
the two-cent (now three-cent)
tax on farm-used gasoline, Ham-
mond ask for a Congressional
Investigation to see if there had
been collusion in the price hike.
A hearing on the matter was
held In Washington in July. The
companlies contended the price
hike was coincidantal with the
Congressional action,

After Congress adjourned, Rep.
W.R. Poage of Waco, announced
a hearing for Waco, S:ptember
18. One major oll company an-
nounced before the hearing that |
it was rescinding its half-cent
price hike, Another major an-
nounced at the hearing that it
was doing the same. Four days
after the hearing, thé last two
major petroleum com panies
which had hiked prices revealed
they were also reducing prices to
farmers back to pre-June levels.
At present no company is szlling
at the Increassd price.

Hammond estimates that it
will save Texas farmers and
ranchers about $750,000 a year.

“I am gratified that the oll
companles have decided to re-
duce the prices of fuels to the
farm and ranch trade to the
same levels charged other bulk
users, “Hammond sald.
