Planted HaskellCountyFarmers

Haskell farmers have planted a
record-breakin- g 30,000 to 40,000
ncres in winter legumes this fall.
Most of the plantings are up to a
good stand and in most instan-
ces have already produced more
roots than top growth

Farmers in a few isolated sec-
tions had diffculty in getting un-
iform stands due to crusting fol-
lowing last month's rain.

Evene in such sections,howevr,
plants are still coming up and
indications are that they will still
blanket the soil surface if ade-
quate moisture is provided.

200 farmers this
fall planted the heaviest acre-
age ever put in winter legumes
in Haskell County.

Loyd Feemster, Haskell Coun-
ty Agriculture Stabilization and
Conservation office manager, es-

timate thevalue of the crop nt
$100,000. The ASC office paid
farmers 85 per
cent of the total planting cots.

Planting 10 pounds of seed to
the acre on each side of the bed,
most farmers added 160 pounds
of 16-20- -0 fertilizer per acre on
irrigated land but used
fertilizer on dry land. When sown
broadcast, 30 pounds of seed per
acre was planted.

Total planting costss including
labor, ran around $12 an acre,
said Feemster, of which the ASC
paid $8. The bulk of the legumes
t made up of Austrian winter

''"pea.
Besidesprotecting the soil from

wind and water erosion during
the winter months, the legumes
increase the soil'; water holding
capacity and add r.itrogen for
u:e by the next crop.

The extensive fibrous root sys-

tem of legumes loosens the soil
and breaks up hardpans of plow-sole- s.

Tests at the Will Lees' farm
between Haskell and RuleThurs-
day showed his Austrian winter
peas planted the last of Septem-
ber already have penetrated to a
depth of about :1 inche.r He wat-

ered the crop one time after
planting.

Lees was the first farmer in
the county to sow legumes this
fall. He planted 60 acres in rows
and broadcast 95 acres, adding
fertilizer to both plots.

Mnt farmers in the county us-

ed a Harbers' planter to sow their
legumes. It was designed by
Clint Harbers of West Point,
outstanding farmer in the field
of conservation.

Fertilizer delivery spouts fall
out immediately behind an open
plow and the fertilizer is applied
in a band at a depth of one inch
or more below the seed.

The planter is owned by the
Wichita-Braz- os Soil Conserva-
tion District.
