Some forecasters say if the
crop makes next winter it could
bring $1 to $1.25 corn, with more
"free corn--' available from acre-
age outside quotas.

At any rate it Ioo"ks like a big
year for feeding livestock and
poultry coming up in the next
12 months and that the feeder
will have to couple good manage-
ment with good judgement to
make it a really big profitable
year. ,
