Up to 1834 the sl had never becn
turned by & plow, and the people de-
pended upon raising cattle, sheep and
horsca, as thie natural grasses furnishes
food buth winter and eummer for im-
| menee herds, The poorer people maide
monsy by gathering many thousand
| tona of buflalo bones and ghipping them
| @ast to be made into fertilizers used in
the old ntates

Experiments were made in 1885 with
garden products, eorn, oats, wheat, rye,
barley amd eotton and the vield was
bountiful. The acreage in farms have
inereasedd do at least 50,000,

TOPOGRAPIIY,

The county ia an undulated plalne,
with oecasional creeks and branches.
Itis bounded on the morth by that pic-
taresque stream, the Sult Fork of the
Iirazos, and on the west by 1auble-
Mountain Fork.

There are o few washes and gulchea
along the breaks and rivers, hut with
rivers, breaks, rocks and poor land com-
binded their area in liaskell ecounty
would notexceed 16,000 aerea that wanld

WATER,

It la traversed by numerons creeks
and branches bosides the rivers men-
tioned, some of which are fed by never
Iuiling springs of pirest water,

Besides the numerous branches that
afford water {or stock sll the time, the
eouth half ol the ceuntry is traversed by
Paint and Calllornia crecks with their
numerous tributaries draining the vonth
half of the county.

The mnorth hall s traversed Irom '
northwest te northeant by Lake and |
Miller crecks whose tributaries furnish |
water and draginage for the saue,

Besides the surfuce water there Is an
abundance to be obtained by digging
from 15 to 40 feet, nnd all of 8 good qun!-
Ity, some of which 18 unsurpaseed by
that of any section in the state for puri-
ty and temperature,

HOLL,

The moil is an alluvial loam of great
depth and fertility, varviog in color
from & red to a durk chocolate, and hy
reason of it porosity and friable natore,
when thoroughly plowed, readily drinks
o the rainfall and for the like reason
the soil readily drains Itself of the sur-
plus water, thereby preventing stagna-
tion of the water and the baking of the
soil, and the germination of minama,
It is those peculiar qualitics of soil that
enables vegetation to withstand all va-
rieties of weather,

Except moesquite grubs and stamps
whirh nre easlly extracted, there are
uo ohstruetions to plows and the land
being level or generally rolling and
casy worked, the use of labor-saving
implements are profitable, One man
with magliinery and a little hired help
has been known to enltivete over an 100
wcres in grain and cotton,

PRODUCTS.

Indian corn, wheat, osts, barley, rye,
durah ecorn, miliet, sorghum, castor
beany, field peas, poanuts, pumpking,
and all the squash family, turnips and
cotton are grown successfully and profi-
table. Bweot potatoea do well, and Irisly
potatoes asm well as anvwhere in the
south, Garden vegetables grow to per-
fectlon, and raelons lusguriate In Hask-
ell county soil, growing to fine sige of
superb quality., Besiden ths nativa
grasaees that grow on the prairies, sus-
taining largs nuebers of cattle, horses
snd sheep throughout the year, Celor.
sdo grass grows to great perlection and
the iay made from this grass form a
valuable adjunct to the winter pasture.
in keeping stock over winte.
